He met So-
viet President Mikhail Gorbachev and worked to bridge the gap between democracy and communism.
He also visited North Korea where he met with leader Kim Il-sung to discuss the reunification of the
Korean peninsula. Father is now recognized as the trailblazer for peace and unification.

He visited the United States, which was in the midst of moral decay, and made tireless efforts to re-
vive the Puritan spirit and end world conflicts. In the interest of reconciliation between Muslims and
Jews, Father did not hesitate to travel to a bombed-out Palestine. He is a great master of peace, who
gathered thousands of Jews, Muslims and Christians in one place to march for reconciliation and peace.

It took astronomical sums of money to sow and reap the seeds of peace, but not a single penny was
spent for his sake. Wearing socks with holes and frayed belts, you have always lived for God and hu-
manity.

“May our Homelands Shine!! We will fight at the risk of our lives to achieve it. Aju!” True Father’s
last wish as expressed in his final prayer is now being fulfilled on earth through True Mother’s incred-
ible efforts.

This 10th anniversary of True Father’s Holy Ascension is more than just a day to remember his life
on earth. Just as the number “10” symbolizes “fulfillment,” this 10th anniversary of the Holy Ascension
marks True Father’s grand entry into the Heavenly Kingdom. For the liberation of God’s homeland so
desired by our True Father, to lay the foundation for the establishment of a Heavenly unified Korea and
a Heavenly unified world, and for the actual establishment of the 60th Heavenly Parent’s Day in 2027,
I wish that today we would express our determination to march alongside True Mother to achieve
victory in this last providential 60 months course.

God’s hope is the liberation of
His homeland




here is God’s home-
land? It is the place
where True Parents
and the True Family
reside. Where is the True Parents’
original hometown? It is the place
where God and His sons and daugh-
ters reside. Where is the True Parents’
homeland? It is where God and all
His children, the subject and object
partners whom True Parents love, are
dwelling, the place where you can
find the love of subject and object
partners. If this were so, then where
would you find the homeland of the
children? It would be a place where
they can love their parents with God
as the subject partner, and where the
children can receive love as the object
partners. Such a place is the original
homeland of the four-position foun-
dation as taught by the Unification
Church. That is the ideal homeland.
Why is it the ideal homeland? It is
because in it we find the love of the
True God, the love of True Parents
and the love of True Children. The
world that develops from there on
that basis will be an ideal world. Such
a principle is to be found in the
four-position foundation.

The homeland is the nation of the
mother and the father. It is the nation
of our ancestors. It is the nation of the
first human ancestors. It is a nation
handed down from, and loved by, the
first human ancestors. Since that love
of the first human ancestors is
unchanging, then that nation should
be unchanging as well. When you
consider the historical course of those
who claimed their nation as their
homeland, you can recognize that
there has not been a single nation that
could maintain itself as the parents’
beloved homeland. That homeland
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has been lost, over and over again.
The people who live for the sake of
Heaven today are Heaven’s secret
emissaries sent into Satan’s world.
Everyone is different, so an emissary
may be big or small, stout or thin, tall
or short, but his or her lifestyle cannot
deviate from that of an envoy. This is
because life and death are always
hanging in the balance. They are
posted in a situation where even the
smallest mistake can determine the
issue of eternal life. Therefore, the
secret emissary’s spirit of working for
the homeland, the homeland that can
support and protect eternal life, has to
be hundreds of times stronger than
their environment; otherwise they
cannot live as a secret emissary. A
secret emissary has to ignore their
present situation by thinking of how
the people of the world will rejoice
when all resentment has been erased.
They have to look to the glory of the
homeland and, while they create a
new history, think that the world will
know and applaud their efforts on the
day that witnesses the birth of the
homeland. Without such a mindset,
they cannot carry out a secret emis-
sary’s mission. In other words, to

overcome all resentment and execute
their mission, they have to live in
hope for the dawning of a homeland
that is ten thousand times greater
than their present reality.

For the liberation of God’s home-
land, we have to take down the
barrier between North and South
Korea at the 38th parallel. Then this
homeland has to rise as Asia’s new
fruit, a fruit that we can proudly
display to the whole world. Our
mission is to overcome the devasta-
tion wrought through the history of
the Korean people and form a new
culture. Therefore, even though we
have been weakened, we have to
clasp each other’s hands, move
forward, and make a pledge while
raising our hands toward Heaven.
Please know that this is the moment
to form a new culture and prepare for
tomorrow with an alert mind. We
have to guide the environment with
love for the country and the world. 7

ost respected and beloved
religious leaders from all
parts of the world, I
welcome you all to Korea.
God the Creator had a dream and
He created all things in heaven and
on earth. Lastly, He created a man
and a woman who were to become
the ancestors of humankind. God
gave them a time period in their life
in which they were to grow. In other
words, He gave them freedom. He
also gave them the commandment
not to eat. Instead of perfecting their

character, however, they fell. That is
what led to the world of humanity
today.

The omniscient and omnipotent
Creator is the same at the beginning
and the end. Consequently, in order
for Him to realize His dream of the
ideal of creation on earth, He had no
alternative but to carry out His work
for the providence of salvation, that is,
the work of the providence of salva-
tion through restoration and indem-
nity—even if He did not want to go
such a path. Human beings, who lost

their freedom, have been plagued by
war, conflict and disease until today.
They see no hope for the future, nor
do they know how or when they can
find that hope.

God, however, is alive and
working. I have already said this to
you religious leaders: all religions
share one common hope. This is to
become free from the fallen world
and return to the original world God
has dreamed of seeing. On this path,
religions have gone through hard-
ships and carried out God’s provi-
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dence. Broadly speaking, four major
religions have emerged.

I have also said, however, that all
religions have reached their final
destination. What that means is that
humanity has no hope unless a per-
fected man and woman, who have
substantially fulfilled the responsibil-
ity of our first ancestors that lost their
freedom [through the Fall], appear as
true parents through whom God can
carry out His providence. In 1960, the
True Parents appeared, and they have
been engaged in the work of God’s
providence. They have carried out the
true family movement worldwide, as
well as the providence of rebirth and
resurrection by which fallen people
are born again through the grace of
the Marriage Blessing. Their work
been expanded worldwide during the
ten years since True Father’s Holy
Ascension, and now a global environ-
ment has been created in which we
can attend God the Creator, our
Heavenly Parent, on earth.

In other words, 6,000 years after
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the beginning of human history, we
have been able to end Heaven’s long
wait by concluding the 6,000-year
history of the providence of resto-
ration through indemnity. The Cheon
Won Gung Cheon Il Sanctum,
through which the dream of God the
Creator and Heavenly Parent can be
brought to fruition on earth, will be
dedicated in May next year.

Seonghwa Festival Marking the 10th Anniversary of
the Holy Ascension of Sun Myung Moon,
True Parent of Heaven, Earth, and Humankind

n August 14 at 9:30 am, the Seonghwa Ceremony Marking the 10th Anniversary of the Holy

Ascension of Sun Myung Moon, True Parent of Heaven, Earth, and Humankind, was held at the

HJ Global Art Center in the presence of True Parents and with the participation of the members

of the True Family, former and current heads of states from across the globe, blessed families,
members of the Unification Church, and Ambassadors for Peace, etc. It also saw the online participation
of people from 196 nations worldwide.

The Seonghwa Festival which was held under the theme “Sun Myung Moon, Trailblazer for Peace and
Unification,” was simultaneously interpreted into 9 languages and broadcast live via the internet. With the
participation of important personalities, including Hon. Mike Pompeo, the U.S. Secretary of State; Rt.
Hon. Stephen Harper, the 22nd Prime Minister of Canada; Hon. Newt Gingrich, former Speaker of the U.S.
House of Representatives; H.E. Brigi Rafini, former Prime Minister of Niger; 25 youth ministers of Africa;
Prophet Radebe; and leaders of IAPD, ACLC, KCLC, WLCL who were taking part in Summit 2022 &
Leadership Conference a s well as the Think Tank 2022.

Dr. Yun Yong-ho, Director General of FFWPU International Headquarters, acted as the festival’s emcee,
which was held under the theme “Journey.” Through this festival, the participants honored the legacy of
True Father, who ascended on September 3, 2012, and promised to carry on his legacy with True Mother.

The commemorative performance consisted of five stages expressing True Father’s life through
dances, songs, plays, musicals, etc.

The prologue was a video entitled “The Great Journey,” showing True Father’s life story and the provi-
dence after his Holy Ascension. Then, a chorus of the Peace Choir consisting of more than 2000
members of the united choir, the youth choir, and the performance by the percussion team pulled back
the curtain of the first stage. The participants cherished the memories of True Father and looked back at
today’s providence of hope led by True Mother.

The title of the first stage was “The Journey of Creation.” Heavenly Parent’s joy and sorrow and the
path until the appearance of True Parents were expressed through dance drama and chorus.

The second stage, entitled “The Journey of Peace and Unification,” was a musical expressing True
Parents’ life course to establish a world of peace. The top cast captured True Father’s life course through
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scenes such as the talks with Soviet President Gorbachev in 1990 and the talks with the North Korean
leader Kim Il Sung in 1991. What deserved special note was that Nam Kyung Eup, one of the most distin-
guished actors in the Korean musical scene, played the role of True Father.

The third stage, “The Journey of Victory,” traced the indomitable will and achievement of True Mother,
who has guided the FFWPU for the past 10 years after True Father’s Holy Ascension and expressed the
members’ resolution through a large chorus of “Blessing of Glory” by the Peace Choir and the whole
audience. Addresses followed this to tribute to the life of True Father by Hon. Suos Yara, Chairman of the
Commission of Foreign Affairs, International Cooperation, Media and Information of the National
Assembly of Cambodia (who read Prime Minister Hun Sen’s message on his behalf); Hon. Mike Pompeo,
former U.S. Secretary of State; and H.E. Brigi Rafini, Executive Secretary of CEN-SAD, and messages
and telegrams by world leaders who could not attend the event due to the COVID-19 crisis.

Cambodian Prime Minister Hun Sen conveyed his message through Hon. Suos Yara. “The core of the
2022 Seoul Resolution adopted and signed during World Summit 2022 held in February this year, ‘One
Nation, One People, One Culture’ shall be further developed and realized,” he said. The Prime Minister
then emphasized, “Universal Peace Charter was based on the Seoul Resolution and was adopted
through the Summit 2022 & Leadership Conference is demonstrating a vision toward a unified world and
a common vision for the realization of a lasting world of peace centering on the foundation of interdepen-
dence, mutual prosperity, and universal values.”

In his tribute address to True Father, Hon. Mike Pompeo said, “Rev. Moon learned the critical flaws of
communist ideology, the most fundamental of which is that it denies the existence of God and the value
of every human life. Due to his experience with communism, he knew that Japan and Korea were critical
to joining with America to stop the expansion of communism in Asia and the World. This remains true
today. “On this memorial day, we would like to thank Rev. Sun Myung Moon (“Sun-MYUNG-Moon”) and
Dr. Hak Ja Han for their work toward peace, and we pray for Dr. Moon’s success in bringing North and
South Korea together.” He also expressed that “Rev. Moon’s talks with Kim Il Sung was the beginning of
his long journey for the realization of peace.

In his address, H.E. Brigi Rafini said, “On this commemorative day of

the 10th anniversary of the ascension to God of Rev. Dr. Sun Myung Moon, co-founder of the Universal
Peace Federation, my thoughts are with him, who thought of all those in the world who are suffering from
the horrors of war, various conflicts and other disasters. Through my voice, the Community of Sahel-
Saharan States (CEN-SAD) pays a vibrant tribute to Rev. Dr. Sun Myung Moon, whose life and works have
had an unlimited positive impact on the world.” He then continued, “During my term of office as Prime
Minister of Niger, | invited Rev. Hak Ja Han Moon, the Mother of Peace to the Continental Peace Summit
attended by more than 100 national leaders. In 2019, when | was Prime Minister of Niger, we hosted
Mother Moon for the Continental Peace Summit which brought together representatives from over 100
countries. The Nigerian government and its institutions and people were mobilized to receive the great
message of peace and the blessings of Mother Moon.”

Notably, the commemorating telegraph and wreath was sent by the Chairman of the Korea-Asia Pacific
Peace Committee of North Korea to Rev. Hak Ja Han Moon and her family to commemorate the 10th
Anniversary of Rev. Moon’s Holy Ascension caught peoples’ attraction.

This was followed by an epilogue entitled “The Songs True Parents Loved,” which started with a video
showing True Father and True Mother singing a traditional Korean children’s song ‘Ommaya Nunaya
Kangbyeong Salja (Dearest Mommy, Dearest Sister, Let’s Live by the River). The Little Angels, who
marked their 60th anniversary, highlighted the end of commemorating performance.

Following the performance was a cake-cutting ceremony by True Parents. Then, True Mother filled little
bags written “chukbok (blessing)” on them with pumpkin malt candies; candies True Father enjoyed
eating during his lifetime and gifted them to the participants. The ceremony was proceeded to celebrate
the day of complete settlement of True Father’s entry to heaven on marking the 10th anniversary of
Father’s Holy Ascension, allowed us to admire the magnificent victory of the settlement of Cheon Il Guk
achieved by True Mother throughout the past 10 years.

Before the awarding ceremony, Dr. Yang Chang-Sik, chair of UPF-Central America, said, “The founder
of the University is the former Costa Rican President Rodrigo Carazo, who is an Ambassador for Peace
and participated in the Moscow/North Korea visit with Rev. Sun Myung Moon and Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon.
The UPEACE honorary doctorate has only been awarded to Nobel laureates and heads of state.”

He added, “Ever since True Father’s holy ascension in 2012 up to its 10th anniversary today, True
Mother has been leading the Unification family forward without ceasing. This has enhanced her status as
the ‘Mother of Peace who wipes away the tears of humanity.” this is the second time she has been pre-
sented with an honorary doctoral degree, following the one of 2015 from the University of Managua,
Nicaragua, in Latin America.

The Council of the University for Peace is the University’s governing body. It comprises 17 members,
two members nominated by the Government of Costa Rica—the host country— a representative of the
UN Secretary-General, a representative of the UNESCO Director-General, and the Rector of the United
Nations University, together with 15 members appointed by the Secretary-General of the United
Nations in consultation with the UNESCO Director-General.

Dr. Francisco Rojas said, “I would like to express my sincere gratitude to Rev. Sun Myung Moon and
Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon for the commendable work for world peace that they have performed thus far. | am
truly honored to present this degree to Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon, which was decided unanimously by the
Council.” 2

he “Summit 2022 & Leadership Conference (hereinafter referred to as SLC) Opening
Ceremony” was held at Lotte Hotel World in Seoul at 9 a.m. on 7.15 by the heavenly calendar
(August 12) to celebrate the 10th anniversary of the Holy Ascension of Rev. Sun Myung
Moon.

The opening ceremony was attended by senior leaders from 157 countries that maintain diplo-
matic relations with both North and South North-South Korea, as well as 1,000 global leaders and
citizens from the fields of economics, religion, media, and academia. Notable attendees included
former U.S. Secretary of State Mike Pompeo, former Speaker of the U.S. House of Representatives
Newt Gingrich, former Canadian Prime Minister Stephen Harper, former Prime Minister of Niger,
and Executive Secretary of the Community of Sahel-Saharan States (CEN-SAD) Brigi Rafini and
Beeland Interests President Jim Rogers. They discussed realizing a Unified Heavenly Korea and a
world of permanent peace.

The event began with a video showing the lives and achievements of the True Parents of Heaven,
Earth, and Humankind, pioneers of peace, and the continuous progress of True Mother, who inher-
ited and continues to develop these achievements.

Executive Committee, said, “The realization of a world of permanent peace and the settlement of
peace and unification on the Korean Peninsula will surely take place. When one person conceives, it
is a dream, but when we come together, it is a vision that can become a reality. I hope our dream of a
heavenly unified Korea and the heavenly unified world will become a vision and a reality.” He also
added, “T hope that the wisdom of the world leaders who have gathered here today will be give us
insights for the peaceful unification of the Korean Peninsula and the construction of a world of per-
manent peace, which Rev. Moon Sung Myung Moon and Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon have so strongly
desired and put into practice. Co-chair Dr. Yun Young-ho then offered his heartfelt condolences for
former Prime Minister Shinzo Abe, who passed away in an unexpected accident on July 8, and,
together with world leaders, had a special memorial service.

Newt Gingrich, 50th Speaker of the U.S. House of Representatives, spoke expressing that “tension
between religion and paganism has always exised, there are people who are against God, and many
people see such cases often,” and that “the recent murder of Prime Minister Abe in Japan should
make us rethink and discuss religious freedom.

In his congratulatory remarks, former Canadian Prime Minister Stephen Harper shared ideas
expressing that, “The international situation has changed rapidly since Russia invaded Ukraine,
and the entire world and the Korean Peninsula are facing an unprecedented crisis,” and “If North
Korea actively achieves verifiable denuclearization, we will guarantee its security and economic
development as an independent country.” “Only by making efforts to lead North Korea towards
dialogue and peace, and not belligerent ambitions, can we maintain peace on the Korean
Peninsula.” he also expressed his feelings on “Korea, having emerged as developed nation after
overcoming the sacrifices of war, is one of mankind’s greatest successes.” as such he feels that,
“South Korea will be able to overcome the North Korean threat by receiving continuous support
from its neighboring allies”.

Through his keynote address video, former U.S. President Donald Trump (2017-2021) said, “I want
to thank the Universal Peace Federation for hosting this wonderful event. In particular, let me
express my gratitude to Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon for her incredible efforts on behalf of peace all over the
world. I also want to thank both Dr. Moon and her late husband Reverend Moon for founding The
Washington Times and congratulate you on a remarkable 40 years of publication. It is a very, very
important and powerful paper and voice.

our power to turn the page on years of division, adversity and strife, and work toward a stable and
lasting peace. All it takes is leaders who have the courage to set aside the conflicts of yesterday, and
forge a tomorrow of commerce and cooperation. So to all that hear this message, please join me in
praying for the Korean peninsula, and that it once again flourishes and for a world in which we
finally have security, prosperity and the blessings of peace for all the people on earth.”

Former U.S. Vice President Mike Pence, 48th Vice President of the United States, spoke about his
father, “ Lt. Ed Pence, was a brave man who fought in the Korean War. Expressing that Freedom is a
value that Americans and Koreans fought to protect, and that a great nation embraces the principles
of freedom of religion, freedom of speech, democracy, and liberalism”.

Former Niger Prime Minister Brigi Rafini, 11th President of the European Commission Jose
Manuel Barroso, and 70th U.S. Secretary of State Mike Pompeo (2018-2021) gave keynote addresses
online and offline.

The congratulatory remarks read on behalf of Prime Minister Hun Sen of Cambodia expressed his
desire for “ mutual respect, mutual understanding, mutual assistance, and mutual interest for peace
and prosperity, I would suggest the M4P2 in practice, which is the promotion of multilateralism,
multisectoral collaborations, multi-layered partnership building, and multifaith for practicality and
proactivity.” “ The World Summit in February 2022 was a significant milestone in our collective,
multilateral efforts to promote peace on the Korean Peninsula and in the world.

South Korea and North Korea used to be one country, sharing the same ancestors and culture. And
expressed that this is where the potential for solidarity and integration is high.” “Together, North and
South Korea can become a large country with a population of 80 million people. Suppose we save the
huge amount of money spent on defense during the conflict and invest in other areas and infrastruc-
ture.

At the Peace Agreement Ceremony that followed, Ibrahim Natatou, Niger’s Minister of Education,
read the statement of intent of the Peace Agreement on behalf of the President of Niger, and the
agreement was signed by co-chair of the Executive Committee Dr. Yun Young-Ho and Executive
Secretary of CEN-SAD H.E. Former Niger Prime Minister Brigi Rafini.

Summit 2022 & Leadership Conference. The theme was “Realization of a Heavenly Unified
Korea and a World of Lasting Peace.”

The event consisted of an opening announcement, welcoming remarks, keynote
addresses and congratulatory remarks, special speeches, special presentations, and the adoption of
the “Resolution on Religious Freedom.”

Freedom in the World Report, which surveys 196 countries and is published every two years by an
international Catholic pastoral aid organization, Aid to the Church in Need (ACN), a pontifical foun-
dation, and how it shows that people 67% of the world population, or 5.2 billion people, are restricted
in their religious activities. He continued and spoke on cases of suppression of religious freedom
occurring all over the world, not only in places like North Korea where there is no religious freedom
but even expressed concern on the neighboring country: Japan; sharing on unfortunate things hap-
pening that are seriously suppressing religious freedom.

Paula White, chair of the evangelical advisory board in Trump’s administration, said, “Mother
Moon, we all came here to this Summit 2022 because we want you to know you are succeeding, and
the Peaceful Reunification of Korea is sure to come. I had the blessing of being with Mother Moon on
different occasions and want to thank her for the courageous path that she and her husband, Rev.
Moon began. Mother Moon, I believe in your assignment from Heaven and see your fruit for Peace
and Family. By the Love of Jesus and the Healing power of God, we believe that key faith and politi-
cal leaders will come together with Mother Moon to realize reconciliation.”

In his opening remarks, Yu Young—ho, general director of UPF International, said, “I would like
to share our sympathy, especially concerning religious freedom, universal human rights, and
cases of violent repression as defined by the Family Federation for World Peace and Unification
(FFWPU). He continued, “I express my deepest condolences to Prime Minister Abe, who was

killed in the unexpected accident. I also convey my consolations to the bereaved families and the
Japanese people. The biased media coverage has led to personal attacks on the members of
FFWPU, and at the center of these attacks are the lawyers who have tacitly approved the kidnap-
ping and confinement of members.” “The issue was taken up in 2014 by a UN human rights body,
the United Nations Human Rights Committee, with several proposals to the Japanese govern-
ment. The issue continues to be addressed in the U.S. State Department’s Religious Freedom in
the World Report.”

“We express our deep regret at the recent media reports in Japan encouraging the ‘forced kidnap-
ping, confinement, and recapture” of our members.” He continued, “Following the teachings of our
Founder, FFWPU will make further progress in realizing the ideal of the true family, where the value
of human rights is alive based on the freedom of faith.”

Norishige Kondo, director of the FFWPU-Japan Legal Affairs Office, stated, “Before the name was
changed to the Family Federation, religious oppression was systematically carried out in Japan. At
the time, there were three main opponents of the Unification Church, including “Christian pastors,”
the “Association of Parents Against the Unification Church,” and even “leftist forces.” The Christian
pastors drove the Unification Church into heresy, and left-wing forces continued to engage in ideo-
logical conflict because of the International Federation for Victory over Communism, a group against
communism of the Unification Church.

Toru Goto, chair of the Japan Victims’ Association against Religious Kidnapping and Forced
Conversion, said, “The Japanese media has rarely reported on this issue. I will share about a case of
kidnapping and confinement that lasted 12 years and 5 months.” (Viewing of video) From 1966 to
now, we have had over 4,300 cases of abductions and confinements of Family Federation members,
even one last year.” “After the shooting incident against former Prime Minister Abe, reports have
even recommended the confinement and persuading of those involved in the Family Federation. As
such religious freedom is now at stake.

Jan Figel, Slovakian politician and EU special envoy for the Promotion of Freedom of Religion,
made remarks supporting what Massimo Introvigne, managing director of the Center for Studies on
New Religions in Italy, spoke about on religious freedom. Bishop Don Mears delivered a keynote
address on religious freedom as a universal human right.

The special session concluded with a profound keynote address, a presentation on human rights
and religious freedom as universal values, and the adoption of the “Resolution on Religious
Freedom” by the prominent world leaders who attended. 7

he International Youth Leader’s Conference

(hereinafter referred to as IYLC) was held from
August 12-13 in Jamsil at the Lotte Hotel World
Emerald Hall and Walker Hill Hotel Vista Hall.

The IYLC held on August 12 was moderated by Adama
Doumbia, chair of UPF-Africa, and consisted of the fol-
lowing events: opening announcement, peace prayer,
welcoming remarks, Special Gift Ceremony, congratula-
tory remarks, 3 Keynote speeches, 2 Special addresses, a
peace performance, the Youth Peace Agreement
Ceremony, and a closing statement.

At the Special Gift Ceremony which was held on this
day, Dr. Yun Young-ho, Director of International
Headquarters said, “I thank True Parents, Dr. Hak Ja Han
Moon for this time and this occasion. I wish God’s bless-
ings and glory be with Executive Secretary of the
Community of Sahel-Saharan States (CEN-SAD) Brigi
Rafini and all the African leaders who came a long dis-
tance to make this occasion special.

he “Interreligious

Association for Peace and

The IAPD General Assembly,
which took place on the afternoon of
the first day at the Jamsil Lotte Hotel
Ruby Hall, was an IAPD-Africa
conference held under the theme of
“Restoration of Universal
Spirituality,” with over 40 religious
leaders participating representing 54
African Union countries.

This IAPD General Assembly was
moderated by Dr. Bakary Camara,
co-chair of Cheon Eui Won Africa,
and started with an opening invoca-
tion, followed by welcoming remarks
from Imboni Prophet Radebe,
founder of the Revelation Spiritual
Home in South Africa, congratula-
tory remarks by Bishop Don Mears.
We then listened to keynote
addresses by 1: Daniel Oko, presi-
dent of the Christian Association of
Nigeria 2. Minister of Religious
Practices in Burkina Faso 3. Rev. Dr.
Nevers Sekwila Mumba, Founder
and President of Zambia’s leading
evangelical organization, Victory
Ministries, International. 4. The
president of the African Council of
Religious Leaders and the adoption
of the declaration presided by
Imboni Prophet Radebe, IAPD-
Africa Chair, ended with a closing
announcement.
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On the second day, the IAPD
General Assembly was held live at
Cheon Won Gung Cheonsung
Church in Yongsan, with Cheon Il
Guk leaders and blessed families
from all continents participating
online and in person.

This event was designed to
provide an opportunity for religious
leaders representing the Republic of
Korea and the entire world. It com-
prised more than 40 heads of African
religious orders and 20 religious
leaders of the ACLC representing the
United States. They convened
together to discuss the themes of
“Religious Freedom,” “Restoration of
Spirituality,” and “The Role of
Religious People in Creating World
Peace.”

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Continental International Leadership Conference
(International Leadership Conference, ILC)

he International Leadership

Conference (hereinafter

ILC) was held online and

offline from late July to
early August under the theme of
“Unification of the Korean
Peninsula and World Peace” in five
continents as part of a special
40-day global effort for the victory
of the 10th anniversary of True
Father’s Holy Ascension.

The Asia-Pacific region ILC was
held from July 30 to 31 at the Grand
Hyatt Hotel in Manila, the
Philippines, under the theme of
“Towards Peaceful Unification on
the Korean Peninsula: Creating a
Culture of Global Peace.”

As a follow-up to the World
Summit in Seoul from February
10- 13, 2022, the meeting was held
live, with more than 180 members
of the country, including
Bangladesh, Pakistan, Myanmar
ambassadors, and other senior
Asian Pacific leaders.

Dr. Thomas Walsh,
chairman of UPF International,
introduced the Seoul Declaration
for Unification outline using the
paradigm of “Korean Peninsula,
Korean Culture, and Korean
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People.”

UPF Asia Pacific Chair Hon Ek
Nath Dhakal ended the event with
a closing address after the keynote
speeches by UPF myanmar presi-
dent, who was awarded a certificate
by the Philippine Pangasinan, 4th
District, a Leader and Ambassador
for Peace award.

The North American Continental
ILC was held on July 20 with the
Washington Times” 40th-anniver-
sary celebration. The event was
organized as a special session to
commemorate the 40th anniversary
of the Washington Times’ publica-
tion. It was held to share the history
and vision of the Washington
Times, with more than 40 U.S.
Representatives in attendance.

In addition, from the 28th to the
29th, the North American
Continental ILC was divided into
six sessions under the theme of
“Analysis and strategies for peace
on the Korean Peninsula,” with
3,854 people attending.

The ILC in the African region
was held from August 2 to 3 under

and the Seoul Declaration.
Following the welcoming remarks
by Kathy Rigney, President of the

Universal Peace Federation, and
Goodluck Jonathan, President of
the International Summit Council
for Peace (ISCP-Africa), several
experts participated in the confer-
ence to discuss peace on the Korean
peninsula and in Africa.

Goodluck Jonathan, former
president of Nigeria, expressed that
we all must work towards achiev-
ing a peaceful world.”

The European ILC held a confer-
ence as part of the Peace Road
Berlin competition. In Berlin on July
26, more than 200 leaders, including
former Swiss lawmaker Claude
Begle, president of the National
Coalition for Inter-Korean
Unification, German journalist
Klaus Bednarz, and peace educa-
tion Prof. Dr. Angela Mickley at the
University of Potsdam, reviewed
the prospects for peace on the
Korean Peninsula.

On August 4, the London ILC
was held at UPF HQ under the
theme of “Towards the peaceful
reunification of the Korean penin-
sula: creating an international
culture of peace,” it attracted over
100 participants in person and
online. Journalist, author, and
commentator Humphrey Huxley
moderated the first session, while
several experts participated in three
sessions to lead discussions for
peace.

Dr. Michael Balcomb introduced
a practical UPF youth service
project regarding building a peace
garden in an ecological park in
Birmingham, organized by Dr.
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David and Patricia Earle, and dis-
cussed its value.

The Latin American ILC was
divided into four sessions from
August 3 (I II) to 4th (I, IV) and
held under various themes.

South American UPF hosted the
two-day event with the help of
South American UPF Chair Shin
Dong-mo, heavenly South
American Continental Chair Kim
Dong-woo, and Rev. Pastor Rodney
Shiloh Patterson of New Testament
of God Ministries.

fulfill their goals. When True Parents sent international
missionaries to the world 50 years ago, they called the
missionaries TOP GUN. After True Father’s holy ascen-
sion, True Mother started the TOP GUN workshops by
gathering young leaders in Korea and then the Global
TOP GUN (GTG) Workshops for young international
leaders.

educated in a unique way, we were able to welcome the
Youth Ministers of Malaysia and Nigeria to the IAYSP
today. YSP is telling young people to dream big. We could
create a new business, media animations, and new move-
ments through YSP”

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he Revival with Hyojeong Testimonies was held

from Aug. 12~13 at the HJ Garden Hall, with

members of the Family Federation for World

Peace and Unification from around the world
attending physically and online.

On the first day, session 1 was directed by Kim Young-
gil, director of the International Headquarters Family
Department, starting with an opening announcement,
followed by Hyojeong testimonies, Hyojeong perfor-
mances, and watching the theme video (‘Light in the
East’) and a revival garden.

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EACE ROAD 2022-Berlin was held in front of
the Brandenburg Gate in Berlin (Germany) on
July 27. The anniversary of the Korean War
Armistice.

When the whole world is facing a crisis at the height
of the prolonged Ukraine-Russia War, raising fears of a
new Cold War between the East and West, PEACE
ROAD 2022- Berlin was held with the aspiration for
world peace and the peaceful reunification of the
Korean Peninsula.

PEACE ROAD has been held every year since its
launch in 2013 as the “’Korea-Japan 3800km Peace Bike
Campaign for Unification,” and this year marks its 10th
anniversary. The Great March for Unification PEACE
ROAD 2022 started with the slogan “No New Walls in
Europe — Remember Korea!”

More than 1,000 participants from 50 countries,
including participants of PEACE ROAD from Germany
and other European countries, Berlin citizens, Korean
immigrants, etc., took part in the event and urged an
end to wars and conflicts around the world, calling for
peace.

PEACE ROAD 2022- Berlin was held for four days
(July 26 to 29) with programs such as the International

Conference, PEACE ROAD Great March for Unification,
Aid for Refugees, etc.

The PEACE ROAD Conference, co-hosted by the
Universal Peace Federation (UPF) and Youth and
Students for Peace (YSP), was held on July 26 at the
Humboldt University of Berlin. The conference was
divided into two sessions.

The first session was entitled “From Swords to
Ploughshares — Prospects for Peace on the Korean
Peninsula and in Europe,” and the second was entitled
“PEACE ROAD: A Global Project toward Sustainable
Peace.”

The participants strongly agreed when the speaker
said, “At the time of the armistice on July 27, 1953,
nobody expected the Korean Peninsula to stay divided
70 years later.” In one heart, they claimed, “We must not
repeat in Ukraine the division of Korea.”

On August 2, 1987, World CARP cried in Berlin to
“Tear down this wall!” Mr. Kwang-seok Song, who is
now the Korean Chairman of the Executive Committee
of the PEACE ROAD Organizing Committee (Chairman
of Unification Korea Federation), was only a college
student. This year, however, he is standing tall as we
mark together the 10th Anniversary of PEACE ROAD.
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Mr. Song stated, “PEACE ROAD Great March for
Unification which marks its 10th anniversary this year
is the key project of the ‘construction of the International
Peace Highway’ proclaimed by Rev. Sun Myung Moon,
a global religious leader, and peace activist; and he
proclaimed it during the 10th ICUS Conference held in
Seoul in 1981. It contains his grand vision to open an era
of world peace by bringing down national borders and
binding humanity as one family by connecting the
world through networks of superhighways.” Then, he
explained why PEACE ROAD 2022- Berlin was held on
July 27. “On July 27, 2013, Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon wrote
“Unification of our homeland on a Korea-Japan map.
That is why we set July 27 as ‘Peace Road Day.’ In addi-
tion, July 27 was the anniversary of the armistice offi-
cially concluding the Korean War in 1953.”

PEACE ROAD 2022- Berlin began when approxi-
mately 100 bicyclists who started from the Berlin TV
tower arrived at the Brandenburg City Hall. This was
followed by various programs such as cultural perfor-
mances, speeches, and congratulatory remarks. More
than 1000 participants from 50 countries worldwide
participated in the rally under the slogan “Don’t repeat
in Ukraine the division of Korea! Don’t build new

walls in Europe!”

Dr. Michael Balcomb, the European Chairman of the
Organization Committee, stated, “The Berlin Wall was
visible. But today, the wall is invisible, yet no less real. It
is a wall in the hearts of men and women.” Then he
exclaimed, “We must not repeat the division of Korea in
Ukraine.”

After the peace rally, the participants left the City
Hall and took on the streets for a peace march in West
Berlin on foot. The parade of participants calling out the
slogan of “No more War in Ukraine” and “One Korea”
reached up to 500 meters. After the peace march, they
visited “‘Moldova,” an informal settlement for Ukraine
refugees to carry out volunteer activities.

Meanwhile, YSP launched the PEACE ROAD 2022
Great March for Unification on June 19 on Geojeodo
Island in Korea. Since then, PEACE ROAD continued
until August 15 in approximately 160 countries, includ-
ing Korea, Japan, the United States, Germany, etc.
During this period, from June 19 to August 15, the
participants claimed lasting world peace. They appealed
to the international society on the importance of reunifi-
cation of Korea, one of the last divided country in the
world. 2
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n August 13, the Hyojeong Starx Festival was

held at the Cultural Hall of the Hyojeong

Cultural Center with the participation of 500

YSP Seonghwa students and youth members
from around Korea.

The contest was held under strict rules to prevent the
spread of COVID-19 Disease. This event was broadcasted
online via Peacelink for members who could not partici-
pate due to entry restrictions.

In his opening remarks, President of YSP-Korea and
CARP-Korea Dong-yeon Kim said, “On commemorating
the 10th Anniversary of True Father’s Holy Ascension, I
hope you all can inherit True Father’s heart by remember-
ing his life course, and that through your songs and
dances, you can express your resolution and hope to
create the future with True Mother.

Yun Young-ho, Director-General, FFWPU International
Headquarters, and Chairman of the HJ Cultural Center,
noted in his welcoming remarks, “The best Hyojeong
stars are True Father and True Mother.
