eloved peace-loving leaders and peace associates! The world is still suffering from
the COVID 19 pandemic and as a result we have seen a lot of difficulties in the
economic and political realms. Also even in terms of development, countries are
leaning towards nationalism. Rather than cooperation, they are moving towards
conflict and discord. That is why the co-founder of the Universal Peace Federation, Dr. Hak
Ja Han Moon is working to resolve these conflicts through interdependence, mutual pros-
perity and universal values and is saying that a fundamental solution to the problems of the
world can be found through attending God as our Heavenly Parent and that we can create a
world of lasting peace and establish the dream of one family of humanity under our
Heavenly Parent by realizing a heavenly unified Korea and heavenly unified world.

To realize the vision of peace, the Universal Peace Federation (UPF) launched “Think Tank 2022” consisting of 2,022
world-class leaders and world-class experts who have come together based on the six pillars in different fields of
endeavor under its unifying umbrella. Under the auspices of Think Tank 2022 The World Summit, Think Tank fo-
rums as well as various other peace projects have been initiated around the world. Various visions have been provid-
ed, so that peace-loving citizens can come together and work to advance the cause of lasting peace throughout the
world. In particular, in February of this year, 85 current and former leaders from 157 nations who have diplomatic ties
to both North and South Korea, attended the event. During the Summit for Peace on the Korean Peninsula, the Seoul
Declaration was adopted; a resolution that advocated for one Peninsula, one culture and one people. In the name of
the Universal Peace Charter for the establishment of a heavenly unified world, efforts are being made for its adoption
as legislation in various nations of the world.

In such ways Think Tank 2022 has worked to establish a practical theoretical foundation for the renewal of the UN.
Various rallies of hope including the latest in November were held to provide solutions from a macro perspective on
the numerous challenges the world is facing. Today we are holding a Conference of Hope for the Realization of a
Heavenly Unified World - Overcoming threats to freedom of thought, conscience and religion to present a new alter-
native vision for the most basic human rights based on the Universal Peace Charter.

Respected leaders from around the world! Modern liberal thinker John Stuart Mill emphasized freedom of thought
and expression, freedom of discussion, and respect for individuality based on diversity in his book On Liberty. How-
ever, on the horizon of modernity, along with the ideology of liberalism, we find the formation of ideologies that
suppress individual freedom. A typical example is Communism.

In the Communist Manifesto of Marx and Engels, the premise is that “All history is the history of class struggle.”
We know all too well of numerous cases of human rights abuse that have been committed

Respected leaders! The Universal Declaration of Human Rights was unanimously adopted by the United Nations
in 1948, affecting all countries that joined the United Nations and emphasizing “freedom of religion” and “freedom
of thought” under the principle of separation of church and state.

In a recent case, the Roundtable on International Religious Freedom sent a written statement to the Japanese Diet.
This statement expresses concern from the viewpoint of religious freedom regarding the bill currently under discus-
sion in the Japanese Diet on preventing unfair donations.

about the bill to prevent unfair donations currently being discussed in the Japanese Diet. This bill will have a neg-
ative impact on all religious communities and groups in Japan, and it will leave a stain on the country by setting a
destructive precedent that other countries could follow, so the Roundtable strongly urged Japan to truly abide by the
Japanese Constitution and conform to international agreements.

Communism does not recognize freedom of religion and freedom of thought, which is the most bsic of all free-
doms. And the suppression of human rights, compromising freedom of religion and thought continues to this day.
In this respect, Rev. Dr. Sun Myung Moon and Dr. Hak Ja Han have presented a new approach to human understand-
ing centered on the family. Human beings grow up experiencing children’s love, brotherly love, conjugal love, and
parents’ love with the motive of heart in the family, and again form a new family. And since these humans were first
born through God, their relationship with God also becomes a parent-child relationship, that is, the essence of family.
Today, we would like to open a new chapter of integration in the fight between freedom and equality, seeking a path
to life and peace. If we do so, I am confident that all people around the world will attend One Parent and complete
the vision of a heavenly unified world where One Earth, One Humanity, and One Culture is realized. I would like to
express my sincere gratitude to all of you who attended this 2nd Conference of Hope for the Realization of a Heav-
enly Unified World along with the 12 leaders who gave valuable speeches today.

ur Unification Thought, or

“Godism,” can also be

called “Head Wing

Thought.” It is neither right
wing nor left wing, but head wing,.
The true peace of humankind will not
come from the right wing or the left
wing. The reason is that neither the
right wing nor the left wing can free
themselves from their fundamentally
self-centered motives. When self-cen-
tered and national interests exist,
there is a permanent conflict of inter-
est, so there can be no unity, and
therefore, no peace. (164-194, 15 May
1987)

Up until now, the democratic world
and the communist world have been
struggling. That is why they say that
the enemy of the communist world is
the democratic world, and the enemy
of the democratic world is the com-
munist world, and they are trying to
beat each other. In such a world, the
peace we hope for cannot emerge.
Therefore, what is inevitably required
here is a new movement with the
body centered on the mind. A new
movement must appear on this earth
to lay a victorious foundation for the
mind to control the body absolutely
and completely. In this way, it must be
able to embrace the democratic world
and, by extension, the communist
world. (109-P133, 1 Nov 1980)

The kind of world that must come
that is neither a communist world nor
a democratic world. A world centered
on our hearts and respecting God
must appear on earth. The world of
hope that our hearts yearn for, going
beyond the body of death, must
appear on this earth. That is the era of
the kingdom of peace that we so long
for, the era of the kingdom of heaven
on earth that we Unificationists speak
of. As we go towards that world, we
must fill and overcome the abyss of
death. (20-P181, 9 Jun 1968)

Heart centered on absolute love,
and ideology centered on that heart
that in the Unification Church we call
“Shimjeong” is the only way to make
the kingdom of heaven and a
kingdom of peace. This is the way to
realize the utopia of heaven on earth
that humankind is looking for. (20-
181, 9 Jun 1968)

When you stand up as a person
embracing Unification Thought with
your right foot anchored in the Divine
Principle and your left foot anchored
in Victory Over Communism teach-
ings and say, “Ah, I am here!”, you
become the son of God. That is not
your final destiny, but the beginning
of a new ideal. From there, the base
for the kingdom of heaven on earth is
formed. At that time, Reverend Moon

will march through the kingdom of
heaven on earth. If God asked, “How
did it go?” Reverend Moon would
reply, “I accomplished everything.”
“We, too, wanted a world of peace.”
(123-304, 6 Jan 1983)

The Unification Church is not a
place centered only on democracy, nor
is it a place centered solely on the
communist ideology. So what’s the
problem going forward? Under the
current normal circumstances of the
world, the two great camps are des-
tined to face the world of peace and
unity that stands before them, and
separate and retreat. When we con-
sider this, we have no choice but to
deal with it. That is an issue that I
cannot help but consider important as
the one who is leading this
Unification Church and as a leader
who has taken responsibility. (129-232.
6 Nov 1983)

Even if we make the world into a
world of peace, that will not be the
end. We must use that as the starting
point for a new ideology of universal
peace. This is a daunting proposition.
Who is going to begin? Human
beings are not the beginning. That is
where God can be mobilized.

The Unification Church sees peace
as a starting point, whereas today
democracy and communism, which

advocate level ideologies, are making
the achievement of a standard of
world peace their goal and purpose.
That is the difference. Then, why have
the democratic world and the com-
munist world become separated from
the wave of peace? It is because they
failed to transcend nationalism and
ethnocentrism. The cultural back-
ground is different. It involves not
only race, but also religion. (129-232, 6
Nov 1983)

The democratic world is pursuing a
system of knowledge focused on
freedom. We aim for a unified system
centered on the ideals of freedom.
Communism revolves around a
standard of peace, but it claims peace
based on the lowest masses of
workers and peasants. But isn’t the
motto of freedom of the democratic
world always changing? Doesn’t the
standard for peace centered on the
masses change? Is it fixed or mobile?
In the past, the democratic world
insisted on freedom by focusing on
the law and valuing principles and
traditions, but these days, it is insist-
ing on freedom while ignoring the
law and ignoring tradition.

Communism is the same. If it is
communism were really focused on
the masses, then, for example, if
North Korea also had sovereignty for
the sake of the masses, then North
Korea should pass on the sovereignty
to the group that does the most for
the masses. This would be the same
as the king passing on his sovereignty
to the prince when he passes on the
crown. This is not possible in commu-
nist thought. If we look at it this way,
we can see that their standard of
peace also fluctuates. (129-236, 6 Nov
1983)

We must produce world-class
leaders from our homeland, Korea, to
achieve a world of unification, a world
of peace, a paradise on earth. We
must not only reunify our country,
but also resolve the cultural differ-
ences between East and West, the gap
between rich and poor, and between
South and North Korea, through
Godism and head wing ideology, and
build a world of peace, a society of
great human families centered on
love. (195-52, 3 Nov 1989)

I say that Godism and the ideology

of True Parents that I have proclaimed
are the truth of true peace that will
lead the 21st century. With this
Godism and head-wing ideology, we
can build a world of peace in the 21st
century. The core is parental heart
and true love. The 21st century is the
age of True Parents, and it is the age
when everyone matures spiritually
and emotionally to become true
parents.

Rev. Moon is trying to rebuild a
world of unification and peace by
integrating not only the left and the
right, but also the former and the
latter.

From now on, we begin with
God-centered thoughts and notions,
not with human-centered thoughts
and concepts.

The only hopeful way is if there is a
God, and if the thought of God
moves toward the final destination
for the realization of the ideal. I am
declaring such a concept.

2ND CONFERENCE OF HOPE
FOR THE REALIZATION OF A
HEAVENLY UNIFIED WORLD

he 2nd Conference of Hope for the Realization of a Heavenly Unified World was held on December 17 at the

Hyojeong Cultural Center of the HJ International Cultural Foundation. The conference was co-hosted by

THINK TANK 2022 and the Washington Times, with the theme of “Freedom of Thought and Religion

Centered on Universal Human Rights.” Parliamentarians and peace leaders from more than 160 countries
around the world attended the event at the venue and online.

The conference was co-hosted by Yun Young-ho, Chair of the Promotion Committee, Think Tank 2022 Forum
and former U.S. Congressman Dan Burton (International Association of Parliamentarians for Peace (IAPP) who gave
a welcoming address, National Assembly member Tae Young-ho offered congratulatory remarks, followed by an
overseas |APP representative. Then there was a congratulatory message from Bishop Don Mears of Evangel
Cathedral. Below is a summary of the speakers for the sessions that followed.

Session I: Mike Pompeo, Former United States Secretary of State, Sam Brownback, Former United States
Ambassador at Large for International Religious Freedom, Jan FigelX, EU Special Envoy for Freedom of Religion or
Belief, Suzan Cook Johnson, the third U.S. Ambassador-at-Large for International Religious Freedom and Doug
Bandow, senior fellow at the Cato Institute, Keynote speech by a senior researcher at the Institute.

Session Il: Newt Gingrich, Former Speaker of the United States House of Representatives, Michael Pillsbury,
Director of the Center on Chinese Strategy at the Hudson Institute in Washington, D.C, Yoshio Watanabe, Vice
President of the International Federation of Martial Arts, Case presentation by Humphrey Hawksley former Asia
bureau chief and foreign correspondent for the BBC, and a promotional video screening.

SessionX: Massimo Introvigne director of the Center for Studies on New Religions (CESNUR); gave a special
address which was followed by the adoption of a special declaration and a peace performance.

Committee Chair Yun Young-ho presented a new approach emphasizing that human beings are emotional beings
living in a community called home. Through the connections between parents and children, human beings should
consider their existence not as individuals, but as families, with “family human rights,” and should aim at an altruistic
existence, not a self-centered one. From that point of view, the stage has been set for a new integration of religious
and ideological human rights. Religious freedom is a natural freedom and the most fundamental human right to be
secured in establishing “One Human Family under Heavenly Parent.”

He also emphasized the importance of going beyond freedom of religion and belief in God to attending God as
our original Parent, with One Human Family under Heavenly Parent, emphasizing again that religions freedom is a
natural freedom and the most fundamental human right.

Mike Pompeo, Former United States Secretary of State in his special speech said, “We must stand together
against the clear threats to this fundamental right, and there is no greater threat today than that which is posed by
communism. The Japanese Communist Party has been attacking the Unification Church. The JCP has alleged the
church is engaged in corruption and is a threat to society and that it undermines Japan’s interests. We should see

the JCP’s attack for what it is: an attempt to undermine and weaken the vital U.S.-Japan alliance, while encouraging
better relations between Japan and the Chinese Communist Party. We must stand together against the threat com-
munism poses and never waver in this commitment. The surest way we can achieve this is by being steadfast cham-
pions of religious liberty.”

Newt Gingrich, Former Speaker of the United States House of Representatives stated “In addition to the IFVOC
movement in Japan, a counterpart movement against communism was formed in the Americas and internationally
called CAUSA. These two organizations, IFVOC and CAUSA educated leaders, students and clergy with a devastat-
ing critique and counter- proposal to Marxism-Leninism throughout the world and awakened the public to the
dangers of communism. The current attacks and calls for outstanding LDP members to resign from cabinet posts
are designed to hurt the Abe legacy, to weaken the LDP, to drive a wedge between the United States and Japan. All
this would serve to open the door for China’s encroachment in Taiwan and the continued spread of communism.
There are going to be allies for those in Japan who are anti-communist and who favor a free safe Japan and who do
not want to see Beijing dominate the region.”

Massimo Introvigne, the director of the Center for Studies on New Religions (CESNUR) said: “In 1968, Reverend
Moon founded the International Federation for Victory Over Communism (IFVOC). IFVOC was also instrumental in
defeating the candidate supported by the Communists in the 1978 elections for governor of Kyoto. In 2007, the
Japanese Communist Party wrote that it wanted “the Unification Church to be dealt with as a criminal group.” Last
month, November 2022, the Japanese Communist Party Chairperson presented the post-Abe-assassination cam-
paign as the “final war against the Unification Church.” However, Communism does not win all its wars. They cannot
win. Those who really love religious freedom should stand up and defend it where it is under threat. Today, it is
Japan.”

Sam Brownback, Former United States Ambassador at Large for International Religious Freedom spoke about
the importance of the right to practice one’s faith of choice. “Religious freedom is one of those rights that goes so
deep within us because it’s the right of the soul. It’s your right to pick however you're going to practice that faith, or
you choose not to do. This is a dignity that was given to us from God that no government has a right to interfere
with.”

Suzan Johnson Cook Former United States Ambassador-at-Large for International Religious Freedom stated,
“Freedom of religion is freedom of thought, and is an essential foundation of democracy, alongside the freedoms of
speech and assembly. We must uphold religious freedom in these countries where the State is their leader, and
where they dismiss, denounce, and deny people the right to choose their faith, countries, like China, Japan, North
Korea.”

Doug Bandow, senior fellow at the Cato Institute gave a keynote speech in which he said, “Even democratic
states can fall short, sometimes allowing political passions to overwhelm legal safeguards and basic justice. For
instance, the Japanese Communist Party is perversely using the tragic assassination of former Prime Minister
Shinzo Abe to attack the Unification Church for its work against communism.”

Yoshio Watanabe, Vice President of the International Federation of Martial Arts spoke in more detail about the
situation in Japan. “Based on the fact that the suspect in the assassination of former Prime Minister Abe stated that
he had a grudge against a particular religious group and taking advantage of the Japanese people’s curiosity of who
this particular religious group is, the attack was launched against the Family Federation and its related organizations
as if everything had been planned by them. The Communists deliberately changed the channel composition so that
even the video materials prepared by the Family Federation for rebuttal were not shown to the public, as well as
distorting truth so that only the victims’ testimonies prepared by them were correct and the press conference held
by the Family Federation was false. Karl Marx declared that ‘the Communist openly declare that their ends can be
attained only by the forcible overthrow of all existing social conditions.” There is a steady stream of attacks in the
media and in the Parliament that can be described as violent, and it is expanding to other religious groups. Their
revolutionary scheme is unfolding. | pledge that the International Federation for Victory over Communism will put its
life on the line to fight until the end to stop this scheme and to defend Japan’s democracy.

The last feature of the conference was the adoption by representative IAPP Members and world peace leaders
from around the world of a Universal Declaration of Human Rights and Freedom of Religion based on the Peace
Charter. Through their adoption of the statement, the leaders who attended both online and offline called for
freedom, justice, and fairness based on the Peace Charter adopted on August 12, and offered comments regarding
the suppression of religion due to biased media reports in Japan, driven by the influence of communists. They also
resolved to address various threats growing from human rights violations and unjust persecution.

Meanwhile, THINK TANK 2022, an alliance of scholars and leaders from around the world was launched last year
in response to the needs of the times for great unity and solidarity for peace. Inaugurated on May 9, 2021, the alli-
ance retains top experts from the fields of politics, the economy, media, academics, religion, culture, and the arts,
with the mission of proposing policies that encompass each field. THINK TANK 2022 consisted of 2,022 people;
1,011 Koreans and 1,011 people from other nations around the world. 72

want to give a special salute and commendation to Mother Moon. You have amazed

me, because you have received from your husband’s mantle, because you have His

Spirit. I have just been amazed at how God is using you and drawing religious leaders

together as the foundation of this peace movement.

For many people in the world, there are a few things more precious than freedom.
Freedom is the power to live as one would choose. And it’s one of the great sources of
human dignity. Exercising freedom correctly is also one of the great responsibilities that
humans hold. We continue to constantly grapple with how to define our freedoms and
how to understand our freedoms, and how they should be both cultivated and how they
should be tempered at the heart. Of these questions, we find one of the most fundamental
of all freedoms and that is the freedom of religion.

Religious freedom is not simply the freedom to worship, or to believe the way that one
chooses is much, much more than that, even though that’s a central part of it.

In fact, religious freedom has always been understood in conjunction with the freedom
of conscience, freedom of religion, freedom of conscience, they're linked together, and so
have the liberty to develop and to hold moral convictions and to act accordingly, and not
just be legislated to a building and not to be legislative to an individual privately or to a
family.

Religious freedom is the first among other essential liberties and is often referred to
this as the first freedom. Why do we Americans refer to religious freedom as the first
freedom? Because it is characterized this way, because it enables, and it protects other
human freedoms like the freedom of speech. You cannot have freedom of speech, if you
do not have first religious freedom and the culture of liberty and peaceful democracy in
the United States, in large part emerge from its firm respect for religious freedom.

But today, everywhere you see religious freedoms being taken from us. So, I beg you to
get started, study what your religious freedoms are. And if you have to arise to take a
stand, then America, take a stand for what you believe to be morally right and wrong.

tis a pleasure to be addressing you today for this Conference of Hope. I also want to

sincerely commend Dr. Moon for her leadership, and for her lifelong commitment to

I'd like to begin by discussing China. For weeks now, the Chinese people have
openly rejected the oppression of the Chinese Communist Party. Make no mistake, these
are the most widespread and fervent protests the CCP has faced since 1989. The bravery of
the protesters today has been inspiring to so many of us, and we should do all we can to
support them. Now, the media has portrayed this movement as being about the regime’s
“zero-COVID” policies. That’s only part of the story, though.

the House coming in, Kevin McCarthy. I had a chance today to be up meeting with

Congressman Gallagher who is going to be the chairman of the brand new select

committee on communist China. We spent over an hour talking about what’s happen-
ing with Communist China, our commitments on Taiwan, but also the bigger issue of
dealing with communism and stopping the entire flow of communist effort which tries to
penetrate the United States, tries to penetrate Japan, and is pervasive around the world It's
a major, major challenge for all of the free nations of the world.

The Japanese Case of Communism and the
Victory over Communism Movement

Yoshio Watanabe
(Vice President of the International Federation for Victory over Communism)

oday, I sincerely thank all of you for
giving me the opportunity to share
our fight against the Japanese
Communists.

Japan is currently experiencing radical
instigations and provocations by commu-
nists who are taking advantage of the July
8 assassination of former Prime Minister
Shinzo Abe.

On October 26, Communist Party
Chairman Kazuo Shii called this scheme the
“final war” against the Family Federation and the
International Federation for Victory over Communism,
and tweeted, “This time we will see the end. I will do my
best.

The International Federation for Victory over
Communism (VOC) was founded on April 1, 1968, by
Reverend Sun Myung Moon’s initiative. At that time,
Asian nations were under attack by international commu-
nism and were in unprecedented danger.

Within Japan, too, the number of local governments led
by the left increased, the Youth Communist League move-
ments in response to international communism devel-
oped fiercely, and conflicts broke out everywhere, includ-
ing at the University of Tokyo. This was just before the
Communist Revolution.

VOC is not anti-communism, it is victory over com-
munism. To win over communism is to overcome with
ideas and practices, and to realize a society that pursues
such values, that is, a society of freedom and equality in
which all mankind is united by the heart of brothers and
sisters with God as their parent. The only political organi-
zation with an ideological system that criticized commu-
nist ideas and offered alternatives was VOC.

The fight against the Japanese Communist Party began
with an open ideological war. Particularly critical battle
was the election of the Vice-Governor of Kyoto Prefecture
in April 1978. Kyoto Prefecture has been a Communist
Party-dominated municipality and a stronghold of the
Japanese Revolution for 28 years. Since it was an election
to establish a new successor, the youth of VOC rallied to
turn the tide of the revolution.

Referring to the defeat in the election for vice-governor
of Kyoto 44 years ago, Chairman Kazuo Shii recalled the
batles until now and has said that this time he will see the
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end.
The Communist Party has since been
advocating for the Liberal Democrats to
sever ties with the VOC, but it has not
happened yet.
It is common for the Communist Party
and other leftist forces to clash on the
political front. But in the fight against the
VOC, they move in complete unity. Behind
this was the need to prevent the VOC'’s active
movement to enact the “Anti-Espionage Law.” A
former KGB major fled to the United States and testi-
fied before the House Intelligence Special Committee in
1982 about his past work, specifically referring to Japan as
a “spy paradise” with no anti-espionage laws and reveal-
ing the real names of his Japanese collaborators.

As the anti-espionage law was about to be enacted, it
was the Communist Party, the Socialist Party, left-wing
cultural figures, journalists, and others who felt a serious
threat. They have banded together and continued their
campaign against the VOC until now.

The leftist forces, led mainly by the Communist Party
and the Socialist Party, changed their tactics and shifted
the focus of their attacks to Family Federation for World
Peace and Unification, a close ally to VOC, by attacking its
members’ economic activities and methods of evangelism
as false and fraudulent. The term “Law against spiritual
sales” arose for this reason, and the Communist Party
and the Socialist Party began to use it at the same time.
Their purpose was to repeal the “Anti-Espionage Law.”

Leftist forces have sought to brand the Family
Federation as the “absolute evil.” To do this, it is necessary
to create victims. That is why they have formed a legal
group and continued to pursue civil lawsuits. This organi-
zation is the National Network of Lawyers Against
Spiritual Sales (the “Network of Lawyers”). Most of the
plaintiffs are ex-members who have left or have been
forced to leave Family Federation through kidnapping
and forced confinement’ by “experts” and relatives who
support leaving Family Federation in the name of “protec-
tion and persuasion.” Of course, it goes without saying
that a stern and sufficient response is needed for those
who state being harmed.

Based on the fact that the suspect in the assassination
of former Prime Minister Abe stated that he had a grudge
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against a particular religious group and taking advantage
of the Japanese people’s curiosity of who this particular
religious group is, the attack was launched against the
Family Federation and its related organizations as if
everything had been planned by them.

The Communists also took advantage of this momen-
tum and deliberately changed the channel composition so
that even the video materials prepared by the Family
Federation for rebuttal were not shown to the public, as
well as distorting truth so that only the victims’ testimo-
nies prepared by them were correct and the press confer-
ence held by the Family Federation was false. There has
never been this level of “biased reporting” in the past. The
basis of the communist operative is to ‘make good appear
evil.

On November 22, the Ministry of Education, Culture,

Sports, Science and Technology exercised its right to
question for the dissolution of the corporation under the
Religious Corporations Act. On December 10, Congress
enacted the “Law on the Prevention of Unfair Solicitation
of Donations by Corporations, etc.” In the media, it is
referred to as the “Victim Relief Act.”

Among the members of Japanese Parliament, thereis a
courageous member who have spoken out against the
new law created in the wake of former Prime Minister
Shinzo Abe’s assassination. ‘Assassinator should not be
made successful,” he argues. Japan is now trying to
abandon even the fundamental principles of democracy.

Finally, I pledge that the International Federation for
Victory over Communism will put its life on the line to
fight until the end to stop this scheme and to defend
Japan’s democracy. Thank you very much. 7

Examination of the Japanese Press Coverage on the
Family Federation’s Persecution

Humphrey Hawksley

hank you for inviting me to this discus-
sion. It is a complex issue that involves
individual human suffering and the
broadest of geopolitics impacting

the global balance of power.

For any newspaper editor the assassina-
tion of a charismatic national figure by a
lone individual is a compelling story. Add to
that the harboring a long-ago grievance about
a politically connected religious organization
you have a cocktail of intrigue that sells newspa-
pers and hike ratings.

But underneath it lies a tapestry of stories which the
media has so far barely brushed. They will, I hope,
because it is important, and it is their job.

How is it, we must ask, that the needle of interest has so
seamlessly shifted from the flawed gunman who killed
Shinzo Abe to the Unification Church which he blamed
for taking donations his mother could not afford decades
ago.

An examination of the Japanese press coverage is
telling on this.

A survey of some five thousand stories carried out by a
highly experienced media company shows that first
month’s reporting focused on trouble between the Church
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and the killer’s family. The story was placed
mainly on what in Japan are known as the
social pages, as opposed to the political
ones.

In August, that emphasis shifted to the
relationship between the Church and the
ruling Liberal Democratic Party. Thus. it

became political story and in the second
week of August the cabinet reshuffle began.
Those moved were accused of using the
Unification Church to campaign on their behalf.
The analysis of 4,238 stories from August through
the November across the mainstream media — Yomiuri,
Sankei, Asahi, Mainichi and Nihon Keizi, which is Nikkei
-- found that not one gave a positive angle on the
Unification Church.

The story was fueled by television reporting and inter-
views with those hostile to the Church, some of whom
had links to the Japanese Communist Party, that left-right
rivalry which is becoming more prominent again in
national and international affairs.

It is time the needle of interest examined other strands
of this story which is about the battle for the ideological
heart of Japan, the Indo-Pacific’s most successful democ-
racy caught in the cross-hairs of change. 7

The Japanese Communist Party’s “Final War”
Against the Unification Church

hanks to Dr. Moon and Dr. Yun for the

wonderful work they continue to do

on behalf of religious liberty.

I come from a country, ltaly,

which had for almost fifty years the largest
Communist Party of the West. The main
leader of that Party, Palmiro Togliatti,
developed a strategy to deal with religion
that had the full blessing of the Soviet Union.
Togliatti was regarded as so loyal to the
Soviets that when he died in 1964 a large Russian
city, Stavropol, was renamed after him as “Tolyatti.”
Courtesy of Vladimir Putin, it keeps the name to this very
day.

The Italian Communist strategy for religion was based
on three principles. First, do not attack religion in public
and find some believers who would become members of
the Party and act as “useful idiots,” claiming in public
that Communism and religion are perfectly compatible.
Second, at the same time continue to spread atheistic
propaganda discreetly within the Party.

Third, while smiling at believers who are either
friendly with or “soft” on Communism, attack mercilessly
the religious organizations that fight Marxism openly and
ideologically, be they Catholic or non-Catholic.

Outside of Japan, not many know that the Japanese
Communist Party has been for many years among the
largest non-ruling Communist parties in the world and
may well be today the second largest after its Indian
comrades.

The firm reaction of the Japanese authorities, police,
and intelligence persuaded the Party to withdraw the
“1951 Program.”

One of the by-products of this withdrawal was that the
Japanese Communists adopted an attitude that scholars
have described as similar to the Italian Communist
Party’s on several issues, including religion. Party publica-
tions started insisting that Japanese Communists were not
against religion. By 2007, the Party’s official organ
“Shimbun Akahata” was advertising that Party members
included Buddhist “priests, priests” wives, Shinto priests,
Christians, Tenrikyo devotees, and other religious
people.” At the same time, Party members continued to be
formed on the sacred texts of Marxism, which are intrinsi-
cally atheistic. Well after it had repudiated the “1951
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Program,” the Party kept in its Central
Committee Bunkichi Okada (fH %), who
had been one of the founders of the Anti-
Religious Struggle Alliance (5# 4+ [ )
and the creator of the Japan Militant
Atheist League (F 7 ik 1 it # [7] ).
In the same year 2007 when it boasted it
had religionists as members, the Japanese
Communist Party also wrote that it wanted
“the Unification Church to be dealt with as a
criminal group.”

In fact, the Communist Party’s plans to destroy the
Unification Church had started much earlier. In 1968,
Reverend Moon founded the International Federation for
Victory Over Communism (IFVOC). It played a key role in
containing the Japanese Communist Party and its
Socialist allies.

Last month, November 2022, journalist Soichiro Tahara
and Communist Party Chairperson Kazuo Shii discussed
the Unification Church/Family Federation issue and
presented the post-Abe-assassination campaign as the
“final war against the Unification Church.”

Certainly, not all are Communists in the Japanese “final
war against the Unification Church.”

We should, however, not miss an important point.
Communism does not win all its wars.

Religions normally last more than anti-religious ideolo-
gies. And the last laugh is theirs.

Today, we all feel like we are Japanese members of the
Family Federation. But it is not enough to proclaim it.
Those who really love religious freedom should stand up
and defend it where it is under threat. Today, it is Japan. 7

The 37th Peace Forum on the Heavenly Unified Korea, hosted by the International Headquarters of the
Family Federation for World Peace and Unification and organized by the THINK TANK 2022 Institute for
Policy Studies was held on November 11 at the Hyojeong Cultural Center of the HJ International Cultural
Foundation Cultural Hall. The theme of discussion was “The Significance and Role of Sports for a World

of Peace.”

n his welcoming message, FFWPU
International Headquarters
Director-General Yun Young-ho
remarked, “It is timely to think
about the meaning and role of sports
festivals for a peaceful world since the
2022 World Cup in now being held in
Qatar.” He emphasized, “We should be thinking about
the original meaning and purpose of sports to realize the
value of peace in a world that is on a track of competition
led by hegemony. Through sports, we can move one step
closer to creating a world of peace.” Later, he shared, “If
sports can take us beyond our own individual lives and
be a way in which all human beings can share the ideal of
being one brotherhood and one family, and attend
Heavenly Parent, sports can be seen as a festival for all

mankind and a festival centered on Heavenly Parent.
Therefore, sports have a close connection to the possibility
of bringing us together in family-like festivals and creat-
ing a sense of community.”

Following this, Jin Seong-bae, chair-
man of the Hyojeong World Peace
Foundation, then gave a lecture on the
theme of “Vision of the Young
Generation of Korea: Cultural
Revolution and True Parents” Thought”
relating his lecture on a heavenly
unified Korea to the theme of festivals. Chairman Jin said,
“Liberal democracy, Juche socialism, and communist
revolution are often defined as three cultural revolutions.
We will create a new revolutionary frenzy by inciting an

enthusiastic response from young people. A Cultural
Revolution should never result from a specific individual’s
will or an individual or any accidental events. The oppres-
sion, persecution, and hatred of religion behind the most
recent incarnation of religious persecution that is occur-
ring repeatedly in Japan are fundamentally based on false
prejudices and preconceptions and connected to Marx’s
atheistic system of thought. However, we can see that the
value of individual human rights is more important than
the value of the state in that individual freedom is not
endowed by the governments of nations but is endowed
by the divine; a natural human right bestowed by God. If
you look at it, modern civilization is the era of scientific
civilization. The scientific foundation of modern civiliza-
tion is based on atheism. Three key philosophers, Marx,
Nietzsche, and Freud, who were atheists, ended up exert-
ing a major influence on the foundation of modern civili-
zation. On the other hand, Rev. Dr. Sun Myung Moon of
the Family Federation for World Peace and Unification
together with Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon have created a new
Godly culture based on Godism, True Familyism, and
Unification Thought. These are grounded in the
Unification Principle, affection, and righteous patterns of
behavior, reason, emotion, and will. These are the things
that human beings need to grow in a balanced way; and
when they achieve balanced development through the
heart of Heavenly Parent, they develop as righteous
ethical people,” he explained.

Son Byung-ho, chairman of the

Korea Multicultural Peace Federation,

who gave the first special lecture at the

forum, spoke on “The Providential

Significance of the Peace Cup,” saying,

“The Peace Cup aims to realize world

peace through soccer, which is the
most popular and widely known sport among all others.
A rolling ball has the power to create a field of harmony
that transcends countries, races, religions and cultures.
The Peace Cup is an international club football tourna-
ment that pursues the value of peace, and is different from
the current World Cup, which is stained with nationalism
and capitalism.”

Chairman Son continued, “Since the first tournament
in 2003, the Peace Cup has evolved into the Peace Queen
Cup, the Peace Star Cup, the Peace Korean Cup, and the
Wongu (Round Globe) Peace Cup. The 2007 Peace Korean
Cup was held in western Japan on December 2 and in
eastern Japan on December 8th of that year. According to
True Parents” words ‘the unification of South and North
Korea begins with the unity of the Mindan and
Chongryon associations of Koreans living in Japan”. In
2009, the Sorokaba soccer team (Wongu Peace Cup
winners) played a match with the North Korean national
team in Pyongyang, marking a milestone in inter-Korean
cultural exchange through sports.” With those words, he

explained the history of the Peace Cup.

Chairman Son also explained, “The Peace Cup and the
Wongu Peace Cup, which are peace movements centered
on Rev. Dr. Sun Myung Moon and Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon,
are peace festivals of sports to overcome conflicts between
new and old and among regional ideologies. In the future,
the Wongu Peace Cup should be operated on a global
scale as a strategic asset for the safe settlement of a heav-
enly unified Korea by promoting the providential signifi-
cance of True Parents.”

Park Jung-jin, director of the THINK

TANK 2022 Policy Research Institute,

gave a lecture with the theme “Why do

sports festivals bring peace?” in his

lecture, he shared: “Humanity has

written a new history of peace through

festivals. Even during the Russia-
Ukraine war, a sports festival called the 2022 World Cup
in Qatar is taking place. In sports festivals, there are
always competitions and games. Although teams compete
for victory through sports, sports festivals show the
power to unite participants in a festive mood, going
beyond historical relationships of domination.”

Director Park then explained, “From this point of view,
the 1988 Seoul Olympics was an Olympic games that
healed Western civilization, which had been divided into
liberalism, socialism, capitalism, and communism,
through the true spirit of the festival, that is, the spirit of
peace.” He also said, “During the 2002 Korea-Japan World
Cup, everyone in Korea became a red devil to support the
team, which expanded the power of the Korean people,
expressing their cultural confidence and heralded the age
of the Pacific Rim. From this point of view, the Peace Cup
can be seen as an excellent example of a private movement
that has declared peace, and showed the purpose of
sports festivals.”

Cho Hyung-guk of the THINK TANK 2022 Policy
Research Institute was the moderater for the Peace
Madang (Peace Discussion) for this Peace Forum, which
included Nam In-seok, Secretary General of the Sunhak
Peace Prize, and Lee Taek-yong, a professor at the
Graduate School of Confucian Studies at Sungkyunkwan
University. The Peace Madang was included as a venue
for wide-ranging discussions on the historical meaning of
the Peace Cup, which aims to realize a world of peace
through sports, specifically soccer, and the meaning and
role of sports for humankind, as well as its festive nature.

In addition, the anthropological point of view of festi-
vals dealing with the peaceful nature of sports festivals
was discussed in relation to the 1988 Seoul Olympics, the
2002 Korea-Japan World Cup, and the Peace Cup, each of
which has a historic national significance. The 37th Peace
Forum on the Heavenly Unified Korea came to a conclu-
sion after a Q&A session with on-site attendees. 7
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38th Peace Forum
on the Heavenly Unified Korea

The 38th Peace Forum on the Heavenly Unified Korea hosted by the International
Headquarters of the Family Federation for World Peace and Unification and organized
by the Think Tank 2022 Institute for Policy Studies was held on December 2 at the
Hyojeong Cultural Center of the HJ International Cultural Foundation. The theme of
discussion was “The Roles and Tasks of Artists for a Heavenly Unified Korea.”

n a welcoming speech, FFWPU International Headquarters Director-General
Yun Young-ho, said, “Thank you for your efforts to connect the arts with the
vision of peace for a Heavenly unified Korea. As today is the day of the com-
memorative performance in celebration of the 60th anniversary of the founding
of the Little Angels, it is a most appropriate moment to think about the vision and
strategy of a heavenly unified Korea with the theme of art and peace. According
to the philosophy of art promoted by Rev. Dr. Sun Myung Moon and Dr. Hak Ja
Han Moon, all human cultural and artistic activities aim for Arts and Culture of Heart motivated by
“shimjung.” The Little Angels of Korea, founded on that philosophy of arts and culture based on
heart, held a performance in Pyongyang in 1998 which was followed by a Seoul performance by the
Mangyongdae Student and Children’s Palace art troupe from North Korea. This was the first artistic
cultural exchange between the two Koreas, and it was carried out with civilian sponsorship, not
initiated by the Korean government. The power to resolve political, ideological and military confron-
tation and open new channels for peace lies in cultural and artistic exchanges. Therefore, artists have
a crucial role and mission for the realization of a heavenly unified Korea.”

Cho Hyung-guk, secretary-general of the THINK Tank 2022 Policy Research
Institute gave a lecture on the theme of “The Role of Artists for a World of Peace,”
saying, “In an era of hegemonic competition, I would like to look at why the arts
are important and highlight the role of artists. In particular, at this point, we need
to be wary of the attitude of allowing our attention to remain only on the 4th
industrial era, the technological revolution, and technological innovation. Klaus
Schwab, founder of the Davos Forum explained, “The Fourth Industrial Revolution
has shaped our lives by requiring us to think of technology as something beyond a simple tool or
external element. Now that technology is an integral part of our everyday lives, we need to find ways
within that reality to positively lead our families, organizations, and communities. Innovation, cre-
ativity, empathy, and emotion are creative aspects of human beings, and related to our values. Thus
the role of the arts is extensive.” In addition, the German philosopher, Martin Heidegger, said, “The
more technology and science dominate our lives, the more we think about the nature of technology,
the more the mystery of art is revealed. Although the essence of technology can be said to be reveal-
ing and full of discovery, not all areas of technology and science are like that, he explained.”
Also, Secretary-General Cho shared, “The secrets of existence, the act of expressing gratitude for
the abundance of nature, and the role of artists are more important than anything else. In particular,



on November 22, 2020. Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon, who proposed the formation of the International
Association of Arts and Culture for Peace, said: “The fastest way for the world to become one lies in
arts and culture of heart. Art is an attitude that reads and expresses life and the world from a differ-
ent perspective than a competition for supremacy. Therefore, artists must actively take the lead in
healing the world and expanding the territory of peace.”

In the second special lecture, Bae In-Kyo, professor at the Institute of Korean

Performing Arts at Gyeongin National University of Education, spoke on the

history of sharing music culture between the two Koreas and the disconnection

between them, under the theme of “The Development of Inter-Korean Music

Exchange for a Heavenly Unified Korea,” and the meeting of musicians from the

two Koreas in 1985, the first such meeting after the country was divided. In 1985,

when the Seoul Arts Troupe performed at the Pyongyang Grand Theater and the
Pyongyang Arts Troupe performed at the National Theater in Seoul, it was an opportunity for us to
come to understand that the music culture of the two Koreas was different. The Seoul Art Troupe
presented performances focusing on popular works well known during the Japanese colonial period,
and the Pyongyang Art Troupe’s performances were structured around new folk songs shared
during the Japanese colonial period and newly created works based on North Korean identity. The
exchange of music culture between the two Koreas had a hiatus of about 10 years, but the renewed
inter-Korean music exchange has brought about a positive change in perception for both Koreas over
a 36-year history. Therefore, before urging political and economic integration, this was a channel to
confirm the importance of the unity of heart. From this point of view, in the inter-Korean musical
exchange for a heavenly unified Korea, and the attitude of artists should first of all move away from
inwardly focused cultural supremacy and rather seek trust for mutual understanding and coopera-
tion, giving precedence to emotional integration over physical integration.”

The Peace Madang (Peace Discussion) was moderated by Moon Byung-chul of the THINK
TANK 2022 Policy Research Institute, with painter Kim Joong-sik, a graduate of the Paris National
School of Fine Arts, and Min Sung-sook, head of the Gangwon Global Future Education Institute.
Wide-ranging discussion was held on the role and mission of the cultural artists of the two
Koreas in the quest for a heavenly unified Korea. There was also time for Q&A and discussion
with presenters and field participants on how cultural artists from the two Koreas can continue
cultural exchange and form a consensus for a heavenly unified Korea amid the current situation
on the Korean Peninsula. 72

of the 39th Peace Forum on the Heavenly Unified Korea, hosted on December 9 by
FFWPU International Headquarters and organized by the Think Tank 2022 Institute for
Policy Studies. ‘The meeting was held to discuss the direction and tasks of the New
Value Alliance to overcome the new Cold War Era in Northeast Asia.

n his welcoming speech, Yun Young-ho, Director-General, FFWPU

International Headquarters, said, “in Northeast Asia’s new Cold War era

focused on alliances based on commonly held values, efforts to find a way to

sustain life and peace amidst the confrontation between the liberal democratic
and communist camps are urgently needed. In particular, as seen in the Russian-
Ukraine war and the recent spread of China’s ‘Blank White Papers protest move-
ment,’ suppressing the values of freedom and human rights and censuring people

with violence is a self-revealing confirmation of a weakness in leadership.”

He continued, “Putin’s recent remarks on nuclear use and North Korea’s continuing missile tests
have revealed the limitations of the UN Security Council. The fundamental difference between
South Korea, the United States, and Japan, in contrast to North Korea, China, and Russia, visible even
in the UN Security Council, is in how the word ‘freedom’ is understood and accepted. Now, a new
third set of values and philosophy is required to safeguard the importance of life and peace, moving
beyond confrontation over freedom and equality. The Headwing Thought of FFWPU Founders Rev.
Dr. Sun Myung Moon and Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon, also known as Godism, can resolve today’s value
conflict with the concept of human rights starting from the family, which also encompasses the
concept of human rights focused on individuals, and aim for the values of Interdependence Mutual
Prosperity and Universal Values.

Director Kim Yeol-soo of the Korea Institute of Military Affairs, who gave the
first special lecture on a heavenly unified Korea, said, “First of all, there are some
problems in the evaluation of China on the issue of ‘Northeast Asia’s New Cold
War System from the Perspective of Value Alliance .” It is naive to expect that if the
U.S. pushes ahead with its engagement policy with China, China will accelerate
fundamental economic and political openness, emerging as a constructive and
responsible global stakeholder, and making society more open. It is essential to

accurately understand the influence of economic and security challenges and values to China. In
addition, we need diplomacy that accurately reads and creatively responds to the intentions of the
US. We need to build a value alliance, strengthen and consolidate military alliances, launch new
economic alliances, and expand intelligence alliances. In the face of the new Cold War confrontation
in Northeast Asia, Korea should promote foreign policy using the Korea-US alliance as the basis of its
diplomacy while solidifying ties with countries that value the liberal democratic camp.”



In the second lecture, Park Jung-jin, director of the THINK Tank 2022 Policy

Research Institute, speaking on “The Future of Value Alliance: From Left and

Right to Head (Godism),” said, “The essence of the New Cold War scenario, which

is being reorganized around value alliances, lies in shared values. The logic of

camps, which are often divided into South Korea, the US, and Japan versus North

Korea, China, and Russia, hides a sense of confrontation between freedom and

equality” “The confrontation between liberal capitalism, which prioritizes the
value of freedom, and communist socialism, which prioritizes equality, created the Cold War era of
the 20th century. However, it is a tragedy of humanity that this Cold War structure is repeated again
today. Now, we face a moment when we must formulate a framework for a new civilization, a new
value that suggests a path to life and peace in the confrontation between freedom and equality. The
head wing ideology (Godism) of Rev. Dr. Sun Myung Moon and Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon is centered on
people and centered on God, and, expanding from thought centered in individuals to the family
model, aims for the centrally placed head in the confrontation between the left and the right, in other
words, coexistence with a philosophy that pursues the values of life and peace. There is an urgent
need for sensible policies and strategies to realize a world of Interdependence, Mutual Prosperity and
Universal Values.

Secretary-General Cho Hyung-guk of the THINK TANK 2022 Policy Research Institute moderated
the Peace Madang (Peace Discussion) which included Moon Byung-chul, director of the THINK
TANK 2022 Policy Research Institute, and Seo-dong-eun, a professor at Humanities College at Kyung
Hee University. The Peace Madang discussed the current Northeast Asian New Cold War system,
aspects of value alliances, and new values and strategies to overcome the New Cold War. In-depth
discussions were held on establishing new values and strategies to reconcile the liberal democratic
and communist social camps in the New Value Alliance strategy. The day’s program concluded with
questions from the participants and the responses of the presenters. 72
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40th Peace Forum
on the Heavenly Unified Korea

The 40th Peace Forum on the Heavenly Unified Korea, hosted by the International
Headquarters of the Family Federation for World Peace and Unification and organized
by the Think Tank 2022 Institute for Policy Studies was held on December 16 at the
Hyojeong Cultural Center of the HJ International Cultural Foundation. The theme of
discussion was “Human Rights and Peace for a Heavenly Unified Korea” seeking a
North Korean human rights policy for a heavenly unified Korea.’

m Yunhyeong, Director and moderator of the Heavenly Unified Korea
Peace Forum, said in his opening remarks, “Human rights are universal
rights or values recognized by all human beings. The two Chinese
characters in the word “ingwon” or human rights, express that all
people are guaranteed the chance for life and safety, to enjoy freedom, acknowl-
edge each other’s individuality and differences, and participate in society for a
peaceful and happy life. Just as oxygen in the atmosphere, which is invisible to
our eyes, enables us to live, human rights allow us to live a life that is worthy. For that reason, human
rights should not be monopolized, undermined, or suppressed by anyone.” Jin Seong-bae, chairman

of the Hyojeong World Peace Foundation, said in the General Lecture on Heavenly Unified Korea,
“Peaceful unification can be understood according to the essentialism of peace and of Godism.”

Yoon Yeo-sang, director of the North Korean Human Rights Information

Center, in the first special lecture, “Proposal of a North Korean Human Rights

Policy to the Yoon Seok-yeol Government,” proposed a paradigm shift on specific

human rights policies in North Korea and ways to reorganize and normalize

North Korea’s human rights policies and institutions. Director Yoon said, “Above

all, it is important to adhere to universality, consistency, and non-politicality in

human rights policies without regard to regime change. Regarding the actions of
the North Korean authorities, it is necessary to maintain a principled attitude in solidarity with the
international community regarding behaviors on the part of the North Korean authorities that go
against universal human rights values such as freedom of religion, freedom of speech, and freedom
of expression.” and went on to say, “Reorganization and normalization of North Korean human
rights policies and institutions are urgently needed.” In particular, in order to improve the effective-
ness of human rights improvement in North Korea, he proposed specific policies such as AA North
Korean Residents Repatriation Review Committee A A Repatriation Committee for Detained
Nationals and A A North Korean Human Rights Memorial Hall.

Han Bong-hee, director of the “Live to 100” Korean medicine clinic, who gave
the second special lecture, studied oriental medicine while in the process of set-
tling down in South Korea. His story can be found in a book about the process of
his entire family’s escape from North Korea, with the title “Journey to Freedom
and Human Rights: My Family’s Escape from North Korea.” Through various
activities, such as becoming an oriental medicine doctor and participating in
international conferences on human rights and refugees in North Korea, he has

spoken in detail about the reality of human rights in North Korea. In particular, he shared the story
of a North Korean who was imprisoned in a political prison camp for criticizing the agricultural
policy of the North Korean authorities while working on a farm in Anbyun County, Gangwon-do in
1985, illustrating the reality of human rights in North Korea. Director Han passed on a sentiment
learned from a visit to the Auschwitz concentration camp, “It is better to light a candle than to com-
plain about the darkness” and proposed, “Let’s light the candle of freedom and human rights!” He
also introduced Dr. Suzanne Scholte’s “Activities to Improve Human Rights in North Korea” and
emphasized, “Human rights are the basic values of all humankind beyond nationality, skin color and
political understanding, and a human dignity that everyone on the planet should protect together.”

Secretary General Cho Hyung-guk (Think Tank 2022 Policy Research Institute) moderated the
Peace Madang (Peace Discussion Session) with Moon Byung-chul, director of THINK TANK 2022
Policy Research Institute, and Kakudani Yoko, director of the Gangwon branch of the Multicultural
Welfare Center. They discussed the direction and tasks of North Korean human rights policy, peace,
and a heavenly unified Korea, and discussed in depth ways to raise North Korean human rights
issues and cooperate with the international community in today’s situation on the Korean Peninsula.
After that, they had time to revisit the entire content of the day through a Q&A session with field
participants and responses from presenters. The Peace Forum on a Heavenly Unified Korea is a
forum where leaders from various fields including politics, economy, religion, diplomacy, security,
culture, media, and academia, gather to share their views on the future path toward the realization of
peace on the Korean Peninsula and a heavenly unified Korea. 72

its 2022 “SINERGY International Conference” on November 27, at the Hyojeong Cultural

Center of the HJ International Cultural Foundation as a live interactive online broadcast.

Even if you cannot directly hear
Heavenly Parent’s voice, all of you can become the protagonists of SINERGY because Heavenly
Parent’s Will has settled in us.”

In his words of encouragement, FFWPU Director-General Yun offered his congratulations to YSP
on hosting 2022 SINERGY INTERNATIONAL. “In general use,” he said, “the term ‘synergy’ means
that when diverse individuals come together they generate energy greater than they could create
separately. The meaning of SINERGY is to create great strength by sharing goals and ideas rather
than competing to achieve goals in a fiercely competitive society. As such, the word SINERGY has a
general meaning of simply 1 + 1 =3 or more, but the meaning of SINERGY we want to convey is that
S in SINERGY means student, i means idea, and if I were to suggest one more thing here, i also
means ideal, and can be seen to reflect that and energy of hope. When young people can collect ideas
together and cooperate to put them into action to achieve better results, that collaboration can be
strengthened and create amazing synergy,” he explained.

In addition, Director-General Yun said, “YSP’s founder, Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon, is investing heavily
in young people, saying, “Youth is our hope as the protagonist of the future generation.’ True Parents
not only support young people to grow step-by-step through 42 educational institutions around the
world, but have also established a scholarship foundation as well as numerous programs for young
people and students around the world so that young people can realize their dreams and visions as
future leaders. We are supporting you to make your dreams come true. In addition, Dr. Hak Ja Han
Moon founded YSP, emphasizing that ‘the dreams, hopes and ideas that young people sincerely
dream of can change the world.”

Director-General Yun continued, “There are no national youth ministries or youth ministers in

So, YSP is also working on a project to develop
national youth groups. In August, talks with the Union of the Sahel began to build the model. When
young people can follow their dreams, there is hope for the youth, the owners of the next generation.
So, this past August, 25 ministers of youth and three ministers of education were invited to Korea,
and an MOU was signed to support programs to provide education in Korea for youth from all over
the world and to discuss better ways to nurture their development. Therefore, a project is underway
to register YSP institution as an official national institution in 25 countries. The world’s youth are
young, but the hopes they have and the things they dream of now are the dreams and hopes of
future generations. Therefore, I sincerely hope that the 2022 SINERGY International Competition held
today will be a place to solve problems of countries and continents and to present dreams, not just a
contest limited to YSP.”

The 2022 SINERGY International Competition, which lasted two hours, was a time for presenta-
tions on the theme of “Creative Ideas for Establishing a Peaceful World” and five finalists represent-
ing their continents took to the stage.

Hwang Hee-sung, CEO of Sustainable Coffee Lab, said in his special lecture “As a young man
living with the same worries as you, I want to tell you the story of fair-trade coffee creating a sustain-
able society that I have been working on for 12 years. I worked on it at the fair-trade foundation
“Beautiful Coffee” for 12 years in Korea, and now I am introducing a new coffee platform business
that combines fair trade coffee and shared roastery facilities. I was thinking about how to get more
coffee lovers and cafe owners to use fair-trade coffee, so looked for a way that they could gain added
value without purchasing expensive roasting and coffee equipment, in a space where they could

identify fair-trade green coffee beans based on key data (green bean chemical composition analysis
technology) and participate in direct production (roasting). This concept of sharing technology and
experience and seeking ways to help grow led to the establishment of this company.”

CEO Hwang continued, “The goal of Sustainable Coffee Lab is to create shared roastery spaces in
all fair trade cities to serve as an anchor to better spread fair-trade values and coffee in the region.

The Providential Role of
Christianity in Creating a Heavenly Community

n November 26th, A panel of women leaders
from the Central America and Caribbean region
met in a webinar to discuss the theme: “Finding
Solutions to Society’s Problems: Addressing the
Inner Conflict that Exists Within Each of Us.”.
It was sponsored by the International Association of
First Ladies for Peace (IAFLP) which is a project of the
Universal Peace Federation (UPF).

The moderator was MRS. GAIL ADELE
VEITH, the regional coordinator of the
IAFLP, she reminded us that UPF was
founded by Rev.Sun Myung Moon and his
wife Hak Ja Han. Father Moon passed away
in 2012, but even as Mother Moon was in
deep sorrow, she said: “there is no stopping” and lovingly
continued to guide and inspire this whole movement for
World Peace.

DR JULIA MOON, the President of the
Women'’s Federation for World Peace
International shared in her welcome
remarks with all the participants: “Mother
Moon understands the power of women to
overcome traditional barriers of nationalism,
politics, and ethnicity. She speaks regularly about the
spiritual roots of conflict and how to overcome them. She
stresses that women are key to initiating peace, beginning
in the family and growing outward to the neighborhood,
society, nation and world.

I know you will be discussing your efforts for solving
social problems, and you will be learning from one
another and sharing great insights. In closing, I would
like to read some statements from Mother Moon from
Volume 2 of an anthology of her words, “A Model for the
Ideal Family and World Peace:”

DR. ANN HIGGINS, President of the
World Dance Council Bahamas Section and
also the executive assistant to the Office of
the First Lady of the Bahamas shared the

congratulatory remarks saying: “All of you

have contributed so much to society with the wealth of
knowledge and experience that lies within you. All of you
have solve problems in different ways and contributed to
society.

We congratulate you on the service you have given to
society in your various capacity. We look forward to
hearing how we can address the inner conflict that exist
in each of us.”

The first speaker the H.E. DAME
PEARLETTE LOUISY, a special lady who
served as the Governor-General and Head
of State of St. Lucia for 20 years. She was
honored by Her Majesty the Queen of
England with the award of Grand Cross of
the Most Distinguished Order of St. Michael our first
panelist said: “Rev. Moon was right when he advised each
one of us to gain dominion over ourselves before we
attempt to gain dominion over others.

Then let us walk with each
other as wayfarers on the same journey. In the words of
the popular hymn “Try a little kindness™:

“If you see your brother standing by the road with a

heavy load from the seed he sowed, and If you see your

sister falling by the way, just stop and say You're going
the wrong way”

The next H.E. SYBELINE PATRICIA
MINNIS, the former First Lady of the
Bahamas and former Chairwoman of the
Spouses of the CARICOM Leaders Action
Network (SCLAN) said: “Ladies, we have
been asked to discuss solutions to society’s
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problems and look at the conflict that exists within.
Nations around the world may be different in heritage and
culture but are faced with similar problems. In this 21st
century, the challenges of hunger, poverty, conflict and war,
climate change, inequitable access to healthcare and educa-
tion and safety for all people continues to exist and is not
unique to any given country. In similar manner, break-
down in the family, gender-based violence, teenage preg-
nancy, sexually transmitted diseases and mental health
issues continue to plague our nations. Finding solutions to
these issues are paramount in an effort to eliminate them
and protect future generations as best as possible.
Identifying and addressing the conflict within is a step in
the right direction. Change can only come when it com-
mences in each of us. We must endeavor to portray love,
compassion and understanding for the persons who are
marginalized and at risk in our society. It is deemed neces-
sary that we advocate for legislation to protect such individ-
uals but more importantly we must work to facilitate equi-
table access to the services that persons may need. Itis our
duty to unselfishly serve, assist and support others in our
quest toward equality and safety for all people.”

HON. MRS. IROSHKA ELVIR DE

NASRALLA, she is a Congresswoman and

the Vice President of the Congress of the

Republic of Honduras also shered: “It is

always important to stay informed of the
most outstanding data of the events of our

nation, learn them, analyze them, that will be our main
strength when making a decision. Give an interview or
participate in a forum. Nobody owns the truth, but there
is nothing better than having good support for what we
say.

As women, we believe that we can solve every detail of
life, and it is because we are more observant, suspicious,
and persuasive than men. So then we must be able to
identify not only one solution but also have several
options since for whatever reason they will reject any of
the solutions that we propose.”

MISS. NICOLA CALLENDER, a young
and vibrant Barbadian woman leader the
Past President of the Lions Club of
Bridgetown; Chief Digital Technology

officer, Ministry of Industry in Barbados
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shared with all of us these valuable words: “Problems are
part of life. We all deal with individual problems, families
have family issues, and communities have community
problems. Societies must come together to solve their
problems, just like families.

When communities try to solve problems, they start
just like individuals do. They must reflect and analyze the
issue to help come to a solution. But, before discussing
solutions, problems must be identified.

Problems can arise in any part of a community and
come from any aspect of community life. There’s a long list
of nominees, and you probably know some of the main
contenders. Can you name the leading problems in your
community? Chances are you can at least start the list.
Here are some from across the world: Adolescent preg-
nancy, access to clean drinking water, child abuse and
neglect, crime & violence, domestic violence, drug use,
pollution, mismanagement of resources, lack of funding
for schools and services, ethnic conflict, health disparities,
HIV/ AIDS, hunger, inadequate emergency services,
inequality, jobs, lack of affordable housing, poverty, trans-
portation, violence, racism, and police brutality.”

MRS. BLESSIE DHAKAL, the
International and Asia Pacific Coordinator
of the International Association of First
Ladies for Peace (IAFLP) shared with the
participants a conclusion saying: “It is my
great honor and privilege to offer some closing
remarks on this Webinar titled, “Finding Solutions to
Society’s Problems: Addressing the inner Conflict that
Exists within Each of Us”. We have been given insight on
how we might address the inner conflict that sometimes
hinders us from reaching our full potential in our roles as
leaders, mothers, and active citizens of society.”
“Throughout this webinar, there were commonalities
among the speeches, especially on the note of addressing
our inner conflict so that we can properly exercise our
roles in society. At the same time, each speaker was also
able to provide individual insights, moral value, and
actionable steps regarding this topic.
Because of this, I am deeply honored to have listened,
and to have spoken in this gathering.

Event in Paraguay

n Paraguay, an ILC event was held on Friday,

November 25, at 9:00 a.m. in the Session Room of

the Chamber of Deputies of the National

Congress. Co-sponsored by ILC, UPF and WFWEP,
the event included a lecture on marriage and family,
a tribute to former Cultural Deputy Dr. Enrique
Castro, the presentation of the Republic Award,
appointment of new peace ambassadors and the
launch of IAACP Paraguay,

The program began with greetings from the MC,
Peace Ambassador Mauro Osorio, General Secretary
of the Municipality of Nemby, followed by the
Paraguayan National Anthem performed by the
Chamber Orchestra of the National Police. The
opening prayer was offered by prominent Pastor
Estanislao Obregon of the Kingdom of God Church
and UPF Paraguay President Rev. Evaristo
Ferndndez offered welcoming remarks.

The main conference session began with a lecture
by Mr. Gustavo Giuliano, Director of Education for
UPF Paraguay on the theme of “Marriage and
Family: A Perspective for Paraguayan Education.”

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Little Hyobaragi Education Program

Nurturing young Blessed children to become filial sons and daughters
who face Heavenly Parent and True Parents with sunflower faith

he Little Hyobaragi workshop was held from
October 31st to December 8th for nine children
ages 1 to 8 and staffed by mothers and young

wives at the Twikatane Center in Lusaka, Zambia.

The development of the program follows the model of
Hyojeong Nuri, which teaches children faith lessons
through stories, games, and activities.

The name for this program was inspired by True
Mother’s words as she refers to young people as “hyo-
baragi,” a combination of the Korean words “filial piety”
and “sunflower,” encouraging them to become filial
children who look toward Heavenly Parent and True
Parents just as sunflowers face the sun. The theme of the
Little Hyobaragi program was to do just that—nurture
and educate young, blessed children who face Heavenly
Parent and True Parents with sunflower-like faith.
Throughout the 40-days, the program aimed to give faith
guidance and instill Unification Church traditions and
culture to children from an early age as well as create a
model for children’s education for Zambia and the rest of
Heavenly Africa.

The overall Little Hyobaragi program was similar to
that of a daycare, providing meals, snacks, and plenty of
playtime, but it also incorporated faith-centered activities,
such as morning Hoondokhae and lessons about God,
True Parents, filial piety, the Divine Principle, and even
Korean language and culture. These topics were taught in
various ways, such as cooking, painting, and reading
stories.
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Aside from the typical schedule, there were also several
special outings to parks and zoos, where the children
could appreciate nature and explore new surroundings.

On November 20th, Rev. Bakary Camara, Cheon Eui
Won Co-Chair of Heavenly Africa, paid a special visit to
meet the Little Hyobaragi participants. In this joyous
atmosphere with three generations, the children sang
songs and told stories for Rev. Camara, whom the chil-
dren call “Papa Camara.”

The program concluded with a closing ceremony,
which included looking back on the Hyobaragi journey,
hearing closing remarks from regional vice president Ms.
Mica Amanlaman, and presenting gifts from teachers to
the students.

Throughout the program, the children formed strong
bonds with each other and with their teachers and care-
takers. While the children blossomed to become more
confident and independent, the staff also saw their own
growth in the motherly heart as they invested love and
sacrificed time for the children.

After this experimental program, the next step is to
refine the curriculum, adapt it to African culture and
appropriate age groups, and present it to mothers in the
local community who can carry on the task of educating
and nurturing God’s sons and daughters. 7
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
