Telepathy and clairvoyance (also known as second sicht)
are both manifestations of a largely unrecocnized nental
ability (also referred to as '"psi"), In telepathy, the in-
formation comes from other peoplets thoughts; in ciairvoyance,
it comes fron events or objects, /A third type of E3X, by
which infornation comes from events that have not yet taken
place - the ability to look into the future - is known as
"precognition', Iiodt psi phemonens can be accounted for by
one, or a cobmbination of these three,.s ‘

In the case of precognition, we see that psi, even more
incredibly, is alsc independent of time, /4lthough the concept
of prophecy (another word for nrecognition) is ancient, it is
so revolutionary to scientific belief thet it seemns almost
impossible to entertain, Even in the post it was thought of
as a strange power exercised by only a few specially gifted
individuals - oracles, secrs, mystics ond certain religigus
persons, Lut nany cpparently ordinary persons can, at tines,

‘look into the futurce.e

The E3P experience most often occurs as a drean (or day=-
dream), Less frequent are holluciontions, when a person scems
to hear, see or even smell sonething, without ony apparent
physical basis, Some hallucinations are both auditory and
visual, There szre also olfactory halluoinotionsaes )

ly by people in every civilization for thousands of years,

In 1882 2 group in England founded the Society for
Psycial Reaearch, to collect cccounts of such phenomena anc
subject them to scientific study; three years later an Znerican
Society for Psycial Research was formed, This marked the
beginning of parapsychologye | ) . .

Some people dan receive inforustion in a mystericus non-
sensory way. Racial origin does not appecr to dgterqlne
possession of psi, nor is the ability directly linkel to sex.
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Psi coes not secm to vary si-nificently with intelligence,
Uncer éertain conditions, however, E3P scores may tend to be
slightly higher ocmong extroverted, relatively uninhibited
persons., The likelihood is thet everybody hos psi, althouch
more evident in scmes lany persons may have psi experiences
without recognizing thenges

Jdow to control ancd use psi = to obtain knowledge of
faraway things, thoughts and events to come - is largely
unexplored area for the comparatively young science of
parapsychology. 3Jut the continued study of psi experi-
ences may ¢five us a point of perspective, It is zlready
quite clear that the human spirit is much too big.to be
confined within its sensory limits,
