At last, on our 7th day in New York City, it has been claimed for our Father - including
the major landmarks of the city. Everytime we claimed something, we sent a postcard with
its picture on front to our Leader with the time that we claimed it.

For those sfycu who haven't heard yet, Col. Pak decided to send his sister-in-law,
Moon Hye Poon, and myself to New Pork. We had been praying for New Pork for a long time,
but it was just a matter of receiving when and who to go. So, on July 4, the date of our Leader's
imprisonment and consequently the day to make new beginnings, Moonhye and I, the two tiniest
members, set out for one of the largest and most Satanic cities of the world.

New Pork is such a terrible, terrible city. Every day I am more and more astounded at
how thoroughly and completely this city belongs to Satan. Our poor Father - He is shut out
from everything and everyone here. Whenever | go out among all the people and all the things
that reek of Satan's influence, | ¢cry and cry inside for our Father.

Received July 12, 1964 -

My children should already see the wisdom of this in their own reactions to spiritual ex-
periences before they were aware of their meaning, and how after being aware of their
nature through understanding of the Truth, they became a tool for leading a life directed to-
ward the Father. It is only when you have grown enough spiritually that you are able to handle
anything wisely. Until enough people here come into an understanding of Principle to establish

I want to talk to you on the pattern | have been using for witnessing. | usually start off
by reading the parable on Truth, 'There is nothing hidden which is not meant to be revealed’;
and that "When the Spirit of Truth comes, all things will be revealed’; and Jesus' comment,
'Seek the Truth and the Truth will set you free,' This is my starting point and from this point,
I go to the idea of God in making mankind. If man were a puppet, would God be satisfied? He
wished to create something or someone with whom Weé could completely share and be at cne
with. A puppet would not give satisfaction. I use the illustration of a parent -- who would
want a puppet if he could have a child? Sure, the child might be disobedient, might make you
unhappy. But, if through wisdom, through care and wise counseling, this child grows te ma-
turity, then he learns to understand and appreciate the love that he has been showered with --
Certainly this is God's desire as far as mankind is concerned. If God made us perfect to be-

gin with, this would not really be perfection - because then mankind would not be free, would
not be capable of thinking, of responding. Therefore, it was necessary that God give man his

freedom; and we can understand - who, if he were God, would choose to do otherwise ?

I usually cover this first, but equally at the starting point, I cover the knowledge ©f the
idea of good and evil. If we who are imperfect sense this tremendous struggle that Is within
us as good and evil; it is rather obvious that the world is not all good, because there is evil in
it. It is obvious that the world is not all evil, because there is good in it. S0, we must seal-
ize that these is a sense of good and evil and mankind is unsatisfied, unhappy, seeking, locking



for something. This is an indication that these i s something much better in store for mankind.
Who hungers for that which is not possible, or that which cannot he achieved or not known? If
we don't know anything about a Cadillac, we wouldn't want a Cadillac. If we do know and we
see that there is something better for us, then we desire or want it or are motivated by It.
This iS mankind,

Then the idea of logical thinking -- If God, whe is perfect, designs cr desires mankind
to be perfect, then He must have a perfect plan in crder to accomplish this. In order for this
plan to be perfect, man must be capable of achieving perfection; not only capable, but if this
plan is perfect, it musk be infallible, so to speak. So that man within his lifetime, even though
he may not arrive at exactly the same time as another, sooner or later he would learn by mis-
takes and reach perfection. Otherwise, God's plan is not perfect. But, we know that God's
plan is perfect and God is perfect, Therefore, there must be something that interferred with
thisplan. This is rather obvious. This is another very logical, sound reasoning point for the
existence of evil,

If God does not fosce mankind in the beginning, if Me shows them this is good and this
isevil, and if you follow evil, you will ""die"" == and mankind does and does die and is separ-
ated from God, which is -- He doesn’'t force mankind tc come back to Him. Thisis
logical, because He gave man his freedom. If He forced man, man would not be free. If man
was forced and bound to God because Of necessity, he weould not be really able to respond and
to love God the way God wants him to love. As Mary received in the last message, God spurns
love that is not free and unfetterred. He wants us to love Him wholly and completely. There-
fore, He could not accept anything | ess.

Then the next idea or phase - If God gives man his freedom and Me shows man a cheoice
between good and evil and does not fosce man to accept good, what's going to happen the next
time - when Jesus comes? It israther obvious, Jesus said here is the truth, thelight, the
path, follow it,..ard the Jews didn't follow. They rejected, Again, what did God do? Did
God forcethem? No. He allowed them to choose and reject, The Bible says God's purpoese
doesn't change, God isinfallible, 'I have purposed and | will do it,* We know many verses
along this particular line and use them. Therefore, God isn’t changing, If God hasn't forced
mankind previously, He is not going to fosce man now. We can use many examples - Moses,
‘Choose you this day whem you will servet, and all the other examples in the Bible. God gives
man the opportunity to choose and mankind must be free to choose, to really mature and come
into a oneness with God. Therefore, thethird time --- this iseasy to bring in and to
stand, though I don't cover it at this particular point. I usually leave it as one of the last
points. But this isto build up to a better understanding of Jesus, Along thisline, not neces-
sarily in this sequence, I normally cover many of the ideas of Revelation and the church, and

Truth. Jesus’ saying, 'Who do men say that I am?' Some say prophet, teacher, Moses, Elijah,

etc. Peter, of course, says, "You are the Christ.' Jesus says, 'Blessed are you, Simon.....
upon this rock | will build my church. ' Therefore, the Catholics say that Peter is the rock

and this is the church. Protestants say, well, thisis important; but the real important thing
is that Peter believed. But then we know that even more important is that Peter prayed to

God and was shown. This is the important thing - to be strong, to have faith, to believe; then
to turn to God, to seek, to hock, to ask, tohave it opened, the way portrayed to us.

I don't know whether Anthony told you or not, but when he was in Europe a medium teld
him to read the 77th verse of Psalms, You may read this and get nothing the first few times.
But the last portion of the 77th verse of Psalms is as clear a portrayal of the end as there is.

The arrows of truth and the thunder of God's
Word. | think if we know Re elation thisis aclear one to help people to understand the many
deep things of the Bible. From this particular one, | usually go to the one ‘the waters where
the harlot is seated are multitudes, nations, peoples, and tongues, ' They can begin to see the
symbolicnass of many things of the Bibkle.

Then, if you want to help people to afull understanding of the return, it would he very
easy to go to the symbolic meaning of stars, the moon and the sun. The stars are angels, In
the chapter on Lucifer - "He will exalt his stars above the stars of God'. We can read in Reve-
lation the portion where Satan is battling with the angel Michael and he and his angels are cast
down, portraying this idea of angels heing stars. We can see the similarity, Also, the angels
in Jude being kept in the Nethergloom, etc. Iknow you are familiar with these particular por-
tions of scripture, so I won't bother to quote them extensively. Then coming back to
where the idea of the sun failing to give its light, the mocn turning te blood -- 1 say, you
realize, of course, that if the moon Jurns to blood, that's an awful lot of blood up there on that
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moon (brief, Ernie-type laughter) -- It must be symbolic. Sometimes I even use this iiiustra-
tion first, for their realization that there are many things in the Bible that are symbolic and

we can't take them literally. Then, | tell them the idea of the sun portraying the idea of God's
Son and the moon symbolizing the Holy Spirit. Leading into thisidea of the coming ¢f Truth,
where the importance o truth will be so stressed, the oufpouring of spirits upon all flesh,
when the tremendous value will be given spiritual things. The sun will not fail to give its light,
but the fact that it is dim - - the real symbolic meaning of the Moly Spirit is the idea of woman-
hood. Theworld s a combination of man and woman. Mankind cannot just ignore half of the
world; that the woman is important also and that the sun is being dimmed because of the fact
that woman is coming into her own and woman is becoming more bright. (The idea of the Holy

Spirit, the perfection of woman upon the earth) A's a consequence, the perfection of woman
makes man seem not so great, but it isreally a parallel idea of comingin. Of course, we

know even deeper meanings than the symbolic meaning that I am covering. It is easy to bring
about a clear understanding of the idea of the Bride, the third stage.

Then, 'the powers of heaven will be shaken'. If we point out the verse in Ecclesiastes,
'A generation eomes and a generation goes, but the earth remains forever.' If the world is
going to last forever, the stars can't start shooting around and the sun can't just disappear-

If the sun disappears, what happens to the earth? We know that the earth needs the sun for
the heat, light, etc. and so thismust be a spiritual meaning.

In going into the chapters in Revelation, | use '"To the one who overcomes, | will give
the morning star.’ Jesus isthe morning star. It symbolizes the change in the powers sf the
bringing about of the son on the earth. It is rather easy to put these two together and has been
quite effectivein reaching people. They have to think and they realize that there is scund
ground for logic -- by building them up gradually to the tremendous truth of the Bikle and ex-
plaining much of Revelation to them, not only what 1 have covered, but many other things.

| tell them that it is symbolic, The Judgment is stayed until the servants of God are sealed.
The reason that everybody is crying, "God do something, there is sickness, misery, poverty."
Well, God cannot do something until the servants of God are sealed. Thisis soundly stated in
that chapter in Revelation and if they want God to do something, they are going to have to re-
spond to accomplish God’s Will. As Jesus said - You can do many mighty works in my name, -
fast in my name, cast out demons in my name, etc., but I will say | never knew you. It ishe
who does the Will o my Father. So, we can see this tremendous need of responsibility. When
we realize that the judgment cannot come upon the earth until the foundation islaid -- as it
says, 'four angels stood at the corners of the earth and the fifth angel, coming from the East
bearing the seal of the living God, saying do no harm to the sea or to the earth or to the trees
until the servants of God have been sealed upon their forheads! etc. Using this, itisvery
clear to illustrate or understand.

What I have done is to logically show them that God has
had no other course than to let things go as they have. He has been suffering as has

arrd He really hungers for man' s return to Him. Me doesn't want this to-continue, but before
it can be changed, people must be concerned about it, and reach this perfection that Jesus re-
quired by law (last para. in 5th Chapter of Matthew, "You must be perfect, even as your Heav-
enly Father is perfect. I challenge each one by saying that now isthe time and that in
the very next few years, God wants this foundation laid and that you can be a past of it. Itis
sound enough and logical enough that they can understand the logicalness of God's work, and
have an understanding of the importance of time as it now stands and they can have the realiz-
ation that they can be a part of thisfoundation -- if they really are seeking God's will, the
truth is available to them. 1 give avery clear definition of exactly where they are and the
fact that they are alittle bit short, as all people are when they examine their understanding
and their spiritual level, This approach and view has been successful.

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spond and to understand the tremendous wisdom and the truth thereof, But I think for people
who haven't responded to the Principles, the logicalness sf this gradual picture might open

them back up to realize the importance. 1 hope this will have some value to you. Iam not
saying it is a right approach or that anybody ¢lse can teach anyone how to work for Ged. I
know that if we can't speak from the depth of cur heart and mind or really know exactly what

we fell or how we feel, itis when we witness to others. I pray that all of you
will be blessed by Him in all that you undertake to do.
