I know how a n x i o u s  you h a v e  been  t o  h e a r  what  h a s  
been  happen ing .  The more w e  a r e  w i t h  o u r  L e a d e r ,  t h e  more w e  r e a l i z e  how 
b l e s s e d  we a r e  t o  h a v e  s u c h  a n  o p p o r t u n i t y .  We a r e  t r u l y  unworthy of s u c h  
a b l e s s i n g ,  I t  i s  o n l y  r i g h t  t h a t  w e  s h a r e  e v e n  t h e  m i n u t e s t  d e t a i l  w i t h  
you s o  t h a t  you t o o  c a n  s h a r e  i n  t h e  w o n d e r f u l  moments w e  have  had .  Un- 
f o r t u n a t e l y ,  I c a n n o t  go i n t o  t o o  much d e t a i l ,  b u t  I w i l l  a t  l e a s t  c o v e r  
t h e  h i g h l i g h t s  and  g i v e  a  few i m p r e s s i o n s ,  

f l i s  A r r i v a l  - hiarch 1 2 .  I t  w a s  a b e a u t i f u l  day  i n  March t h a t  w e  were 
stan; House i m p a t i e n t l y  w a i t i n g  f o r  o u r  L e a d e r ' s  car 
t o  come i n t o  v i ew,  Though c h i l l y ,  w e  were s o  f u l l  o f  a n t i c i p a t i o n  t h a t  
w e  b a r e l y  n o t i c e d  t h e  c o l d ,  E v e r y t h i n g  was p r e p a r e d :  t h e  a r c h  o f  f l o w e r s  
w i t h  o u r  D i v i n e  P r i n c i p l e  symbol p r o u d l y  s i t t i n g  on i t ,  t h r o u g h  which h e  
would p a s s ,  t h e  w h i t e  " c a r p e t "  s p r e a d  a l o n g  t h e  s i d e w a l k  upon which h e  
would s t e p ,  t h e  g u e s t  book h e  would s i g n ,  t h e  b e a u t i f u l  b o u q u e t s  o f  r e d  
and  w h i t e  f l o w e r s  wrapped i n  g o l d  p a p e r  f o r  h im,  M r s .  Choi and  Miss K i m ;  
even  k e y s  had  been  made up t o  p r e s e n t  t o  him -- a key  t o  A r l i n g t o n  House,  
t h e  F e l l o w s h i p  House,  t h e  Jhoon Rhee I n s t i t u t e ,  and  N e w  York C e n t e r ,  and  
t h e  key t o  Washington ,  Our Master w a s  coming home! 

A t  l a s t  w e  s i g h t e d  h i s  car .  Oh, how w e  wanted t o  b r e a k  o u r  f o r m a t i o n  
and  r u n  o u t  i n t o  t h e  s t r e e t  where h e  w a s ,  But w e  formed a r e c e p t i o n  l i n e  
and  w a i t e d  f o r  him t o  p a s s  t h r o u g h  t h e  a r c h  o f  welcome and  g r e e t  e a c h  one  
o f  u s ,  Though I had s p e n t  t h r e e  g l o r i o u s  days  w i t h  him i n  San F r a n c i s c o ,  
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b e i n g  more aware o f  how t r u l y  g r e a t  a  man h e  was,  I was even more e x c i t e d  t o  
s e e  him a g a i n .  R e c a l l i n g  t h a t  f i rs t  s i g h t  o f  him i n  San F r a n c i s c o  I c o u l d  
w e l l  imagine  how t h e  o t h e r s  were f e e l i n g  as h e  shook each  o n e ' s  hand.  

We f o l l o w e d  him i n t o  t h e  house  where t h e r e  was s i n g i n g ,  p i c t u r e  t a k i n g ,  
f l o w e r  and key  p r e s e n t a t i o n s  and p r a y e r .  I t  was o v e r  a l l  t o o  q u i c k l y ,  b u t  
t h e r e  was much more y e t  t o  come l a t e r  i n  t h e  even ing .  Our Leader  went t o  
h i s  room and r e s t e d  w h i l e  we went  t o  o u r  r e s p e c t i v e  d u t i e s  i n  p r e p a r a t i o n  
f o r  t h e  e v e n i n g  program. 

The Welcoming Meet ing - March 12 ,  What a  s t i r r i n g  s i g h t  it was t o  s e e  
a p p r o x i m a t e l y  f i f t y  p e o p l e  packed i n t o  t h e  mee t ing  room a t  A r l i n g t o n  House . . 
t b  meet o u r  Leader .  J o e  ~ a d r a  was t h e  Master  o f  Ceremonies  f o r  t h e  e v e n i n g ,  
and he began t h e  program w i t h  a  welcoming s p e e c h .  I w a s  moved t o  t e a r s  as 
h e  spoke o f  how h e  f e l t  when d r i v i n g  i n t o  Washington f rom M a r t i n s b u r g ,  W . V a . ,  
c a r r y i n g  i n  h i s  car t h e  man i n  whom heaven and e a r t h  mee t ,  t h e  g r e a t e s t  man 
who e v e r  l i v e d .  The c a r  was bedecked w i t h  f l a g s ,  he s a i d ,  as it f l e w  down 
t h e  highways and c i r c l e d  t h e  s t r e e t s  o f  Washington,  making i t s  way t o  A r l i n g-  
t o n .  A man g r e a t e r  t h a n  a l l  t h e  k i n g s  and s t a t e s m e n  o f  t h e  wor ld  p u t  t o g e t h -  
e r  was p r e s e n t  i n  t h e  w o r l d ' s  most famous c a p i t o l ,  a  man whose m i s s i o n  i t  
was t o  s a v e  t h e  wor ld .  Y e t  n o t  one p e r s o n  t h e y  p a s s e d  on t h e  s t r e e t s  knew 
who was i n  t h e  c a r  d r i v i n g  p a s t ,  I t  b r o k e  my h e a r t  t o  h e a r  J o e  s a y ,  "But 
nobody knew him." How l i t t l e  we have  done t h a t  s o  few would know what man 
w a s  walk in^ amongst u s .  

The re  were v a r i o u s  words o f  welcome f rom r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s  o f  t h e  Washing- 
t o n ,  New York, C l e v e l a n d  and  P h i l a d e l p h i a  C e n t e r s .  Songs were s u n g ,  poems 
r e a d ,  m u s i c a l  i n s t r u m e n t s  p l a y e d ,  and words s a i d ,  a l l  t o  g i v e  p r a i s e  and 
honor  t o  o u r  Leader  and heaven .  Then t h e  e x c i t i n g  moment came when o u r  Lea- 
d e r  spoke  t o  u s .  Me gave a l o n g  and i n s p i r i n g  t a l k ,  f o l l o w i n g  which Jhoon 
Rhee p r e s e n t e d  him w i t h  a n  engraved  p l a q u e .  I t  w a s  a  wonder fu l  e v e n i n g ,  b u t  
as you p r o b a b l y  know f rom e x p e r i e n c e ,  i t  w a s  o n l y  t h e  b e g i n n i n g !  A f t e r  r e -  
f r e s h m e n t s ,  t h o s e  s t i l l  p r e s e n t  g a t h e r e d  f o r  a n  i n f o r m a l  c e l e b r a t i o n  which 
i n c l u d e d  songs  s u n g  by e a c h  a n d ,  most i m p o r t a n t ,  o u r  L e a d e r ' s  song  t o  u s .  

A f t e r  s e e i n g  him, t h e  members o f  t h e  Washington Family have  e x p e r i e n c e d  
a d e d i c a t i o n  and  c o n v i c t i o n  a  t h o u s a n d- f o l d  s t r o n g e r  t h a n  b e f o r e ,  and some 
who had been on t h e  b o r d e r l i n e  a c c e p t e d  f u l l y  a f t e r  m e e t i n g  him,  

TheSccond T h i s  day  was s p e n t  i n  s i g h t s e e i n g  a round 
Washington. I n  t h e  even lnE  a b o u t  3 5  e a t h e r e d  a t  t h e  F e l l o w s h i p  House t o  
have  d r n n e r  w i t h  o u r  ~ e a d e r ,  t h e  g u e s t  o f  honor .  We had s o  much f u n  t h a t  
e v e n i n g !  Our Leader  s a n g  and l e d  u s  i n  many s o n g s ,  Anyone and eve ryone  who 
had any m u s i c a l  t a l e n t  p a r t i c i p a t e d ,  and Gordon e x p l a i n e d  t h e  s i g n i f i c a n c e  
and  p r o c e d u r e  o f  b l e s s i n g  ground.  We had a  r e a l  f a m i l y  r e u n i o n  t h a t  n i g h t !  

The t h i r d  day  s t a r t e d  o f f  on a 
l l i p s e ,  a p a r k  beh ind  t h e  White 

House,  t o  b l e s s  ground,  A c i v i l  r i g h t s  d e m o n s t r a t i o n  was s c h e d u l e d  t o  be  
h e l d  a t  t h e  White House l a t e r  on t h a t  day s o  pol icemen were k e e p i n g  eve ryone  
away f rom t h e  g r o u n d s ,  b u t  i t  seemed t h a t  t h e y  d i d n ' t  even  s e e  u s .  The c e r e -  
mony f o r  b l e s s i n g  t h e  ground w a s  b e a u t i f u l .  

Then we proceeded  t o  t h e  C a p i t o l  lawns t o  b l e s s  ground t h e r e ,  The s c e n e  
was v e r y  solemn a s  we b l e s s e d  t h e  ground o f  t h e  C a p i t o l  o f  t h e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s .  
I t  was a m a g n i f i c e n t  s i g h t  t o  s e e  o u r  Leader  pe r fo rm s u c h  a  g r e a t  work f o r  
heaven  w i t h  t h e  C a p i t o l  b u i l d i n g  looming up beh ind  him. A s  h e  prayed  f o r  
o u r  c o u n t r y ,  t h e  b e l l s  began t o  ch ime,  "God B l e s s  America."  

Open Meet ing  - March 14 .  T h a t  e v e n i n g  6 0  of  u s  g a t h e r e d  a t  A r l i n g t o n  t o  
l i s t e n  t o  t h e  message o f  o u r  Leade r ,  I n c l u d e d  i n  t h e  g a t h e r i n g  w a s  a news- 
p a p e r  woman f rom a  V i r g i n i a  newspaper  who l a t e r  wro te  a n  a r t i c l e  i n  t h e  news- 
p a p e r  a b o u t  t h e  mee t ing ,  D o r i s  Walder ,  Gordon Ross ,  and  Miss K i m  e a c h  gave 
h i s  w i t n e s s ,  and  t h e n  o u r  Leader  spoke .  

A f t e r  t h e  m e e t i n g ,  a b o u t  1 5  o f  u s  s t a y e d  w i t h  o u r  Leader  u n t i l  4 a . m .  
T h e r e  were many q u e s t i o n s  and much a d v i c e  h e  gave u s  t h a t  e v e n i n g .  He p a r -  
t i c u l a r l y  s t r e s s e d  t h e  n e c e s s i t y  f o r  u n i t y  and u n i f o r m i t y  i n  t h e  U.S. c e n t e r s .  
He w a s  v e r y  s e r i o u s  when he spoke  o f  t h i s ,  and even  angry .  He s a i d  i f  w e  
were f o l l o w i n g  him i n s t e a d  o f  o u r  m i s s i o n a r y  l e a d e r ,  t h e r e  would be u n i t y .  
A t  t h a t  t i m e  I c a u g h t  a  g l impse  o f  how much h e a r t b r e a k  we i n  t h e  Un i t ed  
S t a t e s  have  c a u s e d  him b e c a u s e  o f  o u r  s e l f i s h  a r r o g a n c e  and p r i d e .  We were 
v e r y  solemn when we l e f t  t h a t  morning and f e l t  new purpose  and d e t e r m i n a t i o n  
n e v e r  t o  f a i l  him a g a i n ,  

The r e s t  o f  t h e  week w a s  s p e n t  i n  q u e s t i o n  and answer  s e s s i o n s  w i t h  o u r  
Leade r .  Everyday we were more and  more a s t o u n d e d  a t  h i s  u n s u r p a s s a b l e  w i s -  
dom and l o v e .  The overwhelming r e a l i z a t i o n  t h a t  s u c h  a  man a c t u a l l y  e x i s t e d  



and was r i g h t  t h e r e  w i t h  u s  w a s  a l m o s t  t o o  much t o  b e a r ,  Eve ry  moment w i t h  
him i s  l i k e  b e i n g  i n  h e a v e n ,  We a r e  b l e s s e d  beyond i m a g i n a t i o n ,  

The more w e  were w i t h  him t h e  more w e  wanted t o  
be v e r y  j o y f u l  day  when w e  d r o v e  o u t  t o  D u l l e s  I n t e r -  
n a t i o n a l  A i r p o r t  t o  welcome him t o  Washington a g a i n  a f t e r  f i n i s h i n g  h i s  
t o u r  o f  t h e  U n i t e d  S t a t e s ,  He was accompanied by M r s ,  Choi and  M r .  N i s h i -  
kawa, About 25 o f  u s  went t o  t h e  a i r p o r t ,  some even  t a k i n g  o f f  f rom work 
and  s k i p p i n g  s c h o o l  t o  g r e e t  him,

Day - April 2 e  Of a l l  t h e  d a y s  i n  my l i f e ,  P a r e n t s s  Day 1965 
w i l l  r ema ln  a s  one  o f  t he  most  memorable,  We a r o s e  v e r y  ea r ly  i n  t h e  morn- 
i n g  and  went t o  A r l i n g t o n  IIouse where t h e  morning cerembny would b e  h e l d .  
We donned o u r  w h i t e  r o b e s  and k n e l t  on t h e  f l o o r  p r a y i n g  and  s o f t l y  s i n g i n g  
hymns as we w a i t e d  f o r  o u r  Leade r  t o  come d o w n s t a i r s ,  I t  w a s  a n  u n b e l i e v a -  
b l y  b e a u t i f u l  s i g h t  t o  see eve ryone  d r e s s e d  i n  t h o s e  r o b e s  o f  p u r e  w h i t e ,  
b u t  even  t h i s  s i g h t  was n o t h i n g  i n  compar i son  t o  o u r  Leade r  who was d r e s s e d  
i n  a  m a g n i f i c e n t  r o b e  o f  g o l d ,  He w a s  t r u l y  t h e  Sun i n  a l l  i t s  g l o r y ,  t h e  
Son o f  God, The t e a r s  poured  down o u r  c h e e k s  as h e  made h i s  o b e i s a n c e  be- 
f o r e  o u r  h e a v e n l y  F a t h e r ,  I t  was t h e  most b e a u t i f u l  s i g h t  I e v e r  saw i n  my 
l i f e ,  I w i l l  n e v e r  f o r g e t  t h e  moments o f  t h a t  morning ,  

Then t h e  g r e a t e s t  p r i v i l e g e  o f  o u r  l i v e s  came when w e  bowed t o g e t h e r  be- 
f o r e  him,  C o l ,  Pak t h e n  gave a  d e e p l y  moving p r a y e r  which s p o k e  o f  what 
s u f f e r i n g  o u r  Leade r  had  had t o  b e a r  i n  o r d e r  t o  b r i n g  t h i s  day  t o  p a s s ,  
The ceremony was c l o s e d  w i t h  a s t i r r i n g  p r a y e r  by o u r  Leade r .  

The C l e v e l a n d  group  had a r r i v e d  t h e  e v e n i n g  b e f o r e  and  were  p r e s e n t  f o r  
t h e  ceremonys  L a t e r  on  d u r i n g  t h e  d a y ,  t h e  Chicago  group  a r r i v e d .  The 
F e l l o w s h i p  House w a s  r e a l l y  packed t h a t  weekend, 

About 35  were p r e s e n t  t h a t  e v e n i n g  f o r  t h e  m e e t i n g  i n  which o u r  Leade r  
gave a  t a l k  o n  t h e  s i g n i f i c a n c e  o f  P a r e n t s '  Day, C h i l c l r e n v s  Day, and World 
Dayo H e  s a i d  t h a t  i n  t h e  f u t u r e  a n o t h e r  day  would be  a d d e d ,  God's  Day, 

The f e s t i v i t i e s  c o n t i n u e d  after t h e  meet ing  w i t h  a C h r i s t m a s  t r e e  u n d e r  
which  were p r e s e n t s  f o r  o u r  Leade r  f rom e a c h  of u s ,  G e r a l d  Johnson  o f  
Chicago  g r e a t l y  e n l i v e n e d  t h e  a t m o s p h e r e  w i t h  h i s  ~ u i t a r ,  S p e c i a l  t r i b u t e  
was p a i d  t o  t h e  f i r s t  t h r e e  American d i s c i p l e s ,  E i l e e n  Welch, D o r i s  Walder ,  
and  P a u l i n e  P h i l l i p s ,  a l l  p r e s e n t  t h a t  e v e n i n g ,  

The n e x t  e v e n i n g  was s e t  a s i d e  t o  welcome o u r  J a p a n e s e  b r o t h e r s  t o  Wash- 
i n g t o n ,  M r ,  N ish ikawa and  Daikan Onuki ,  The rest sf t h e  week was back  t o  
normal, we t o  o u r  d u t i e s  and o u r  Leade r  t a k i n g  time t o  rest and s t u d y ,  

We arose b r i g h t  and e a r l y ,  p a r t i c u l a r l y  
t h e  t h e  N a t i a n a f  K a r a t e  Championship f l o a t  i n  t h e  
C h e r r y  Blossom Parade,  These  were Doris Walder and  B a r b a r a  M i k e s e l l  d r e s s e d  
i n  f l o o r - l e n g t h  gowns, and  Moon Hye Yoon and I d r e s s e d  i n  Korean cos tumes .  
J o e  Radra was a l s o  on  t h e  f l o a t  d e m o n s t r a t i n g  Karate fo rms ,  and f o u r  o t h e r  
boys  f rom M r ,  R h e e ' s  s c h o o l .  I t  was s o  e x c i t i n g  t o  s i t  up  t h e r e  waving  t o  
a l l  t h e  p e o p l e  as we p a s s e d  by ,  Many were a p a t h e t i c  and  I f e l t  as o u r  
F a t h e r  must f e e l  when h e  ca l l s  t o  u s  b u t  we da n o t  r e s p o n d ,  A s  we n e a r e d  
t h e  main s t a n d s ,  t h e  crowds were l a r g e r  and  more e n t h u s i a s t i c ,  A s  we ap-  
proached  t h e  p l a c e  where o u r  Leade r  was seated,  we l i n e d  up  on one  s i d e  a f  
t h e  f l o a t  f a c i n g  him and  bowed a s  we passed,  

The e v e n i n g  program went v e r y  s m o o t h l y ,  Many i m p o r t a n t  g u e s t s  a r r i v e d ,  
and  D o r i s  s a n g  t h e  Korean and Amer3ican N a t i o n a l  Anthems, I hope a l l  o f  
you saw t h e  t e lecas t  o f  t h e  t ou rnamen t  on  t e l e v i s i o n  May 9 t h ,  Over 3,000 
s p e c t a t o r s  a t t e n d e d ,  F o l l o w i n g  t h e  tou rnamen t  we went  t o  A r l i n g t o n  House 
t o  c e l e b r a t e  t h e  s u c c e s s  o f  t h e  e v e n i n g ,  Our Leade r  was v e r y  happy t h a t  
e v e n i n g ,  s o  t h e  t o u r n a m e n t  must have  been  a huge ,  h e a v e n l y  s u c c e s s !  

The t r a i n i n g  program s t a r t e d  o u t  
t o  s ,  The d a i l v  s c h e d u l e  was as f o l -  
lows:  up  a t d  6 a ,m,  , b r e a k f a s t ,  a  l e c t u r e ,  ~ c c t u r i n g  w a s  done  by e i t h e r  
C o l ,  Pak o r  Gordon Ross  and t o o k  most o f  t h e  morning ,  The a f t e r n o o n  was 
l e f t  f o r  w i t n e s s i n g  and  s t u d y i n g ,  I n  t h e  e v e n i n g ,  a n o t h e r  l e c t u r e .  About 
f o u r  o r  f i v e  c y c l e s  were c o v e r e d  d u r i n g  t h e  21-day p e r i o d ,  D u r i n g  t h e  
program,  1 2  of u s  s t a y e d  p e r m a n e n t l y  i n  t h e  F e l l o w s h i p  House w i t h  many 
o t h e r s  s t a y i n g  f o r  a few d a y s  a t  a t i m e .  

Now t h a t  t h e  t r a i n i n g  program i s  o v e r  w e  h a v e  moved t o  a  d i f f e r e n t  phase

Visit of A r t h u r  Ford - May 21 .  Another  i n t e r e s t i n g  t h i n g  t h a t  happened 
was t h e  v i s i t  o f  A r t h u r  F o r d ,  t h e  world- famous medium f rom P h i l a d e l p h i a .  
He, Marcus Bach, Ruth Xontgomery who i s  a  Washington newspaperwoman and 
a u t h o r e s s ,  D r .  Edward Bauman who h a s  a  r e l i g i o u s  d i s c u s s i o n  program on TV 
and p a s t o r s  one o f  t h e  l a r g e s t  P r o t e s t a t n t  c h u r c h e s  i n  t h e  a r e a ,  and s e v e r -  
a l  o t h e r  d i s t i n g u i s h e d  g u e s t s  were p r e s e n t ,  A r t h u r  Tord gave a r e a d i n g  f o r  
o u r  Leader  which w a s  n o t  as good a s  u s u a l ,  b u t  a t  l e a s t  g o t  t h e  p o i n t  a c r o s s .

I n c l u d e d  i s  a com- 
ment a b o u t  t h e  t r i p  by my mother .  The re  were 2 1  o f  u s  t h a t  e n t e r e d  t h e  
c i t y .  We were  GodPs  s o l d i e r s  marching  i n t o  S a t a n ' s  t e r r i t o r y  t o  t a k e  it 
f o r  o u r  F a t h e r .  Two more members came un l a t e r  i n  t h e  e v e n i n g ,  and f i v e  
o t h e r s  were  a l r e a d y  t h e r e  -- a  t o t a l  o f  2 8 ,  

From Mrs. Al tomare :  " B r i e f l y ,  we l e f t  A r l i n g t o n  a t  7 a .m, ,  a r r i v i n g  a t  
noon i n  New York. Base w a s  a  two-room a p a r t m e n t  on t h e  1 1 t h  f l o o r .  A f t e r  
l u n c h  we s t a r t e d  s i g h t s e e i n g  and  k e p t  up a  r a p i d  pace  t h e  whole t ime w e  
were t h e r e .

To t h o s e  who oppose  him, h e  w i l l  be  a  judge and a r o d  o f  i r o n ,  

Gordon Ross e x p l a i n e d  t h e  p r o c e d u r e  of  t h e  h e a v e n l y  ceremony o f  s e l e c -  
t i n g  Sac red  Ground. I was t h r i l l e d  t o  h e a r  how God i s  b e g i n n i n g  t o  t a k e  
back  p o r t i o n s  o f  t h e  p h y s i c a l  wor ld  f rom S a t a n ,  



Very q u i c k l y  t h e n  we went  t o  J u l i a  Davis  P a r k ,  I t  was e a r l y  e v e n i n g  and 
a  l i g h t  r a i n  was f a l l i n g ,  The M a s t e r  walked  t h r o u g h  t h e  p a r k  l o o k i n g  f o r  
t h e  r i g h t  l o c a t i o n ,  I t h i n k  t h e  t r e e s  must have  been  s a y i n g ,  "Master, Mas- 
t e r ,  c h o o s e  m e ,  I want  t o  b e  a r e f u g e  f o r  y o u r  c h i l d r e n , ' '  Soon h e  found  
t h e  r i g h t  p l a c e ,  My heart  s w e l l e d  a s  I s a w  t h e  M a s t e r  p e r f o r m i n g  t h i s  s a c r e d  
ceremony. A s  h e  p r a y e d  I f e l t  t h a t  heaven  was coming t o  h i m ,  s e a l i n g  a n o t h e r  
p i e c e  o f  ground f o r  t h e  Heavenly  F a t h e r ,  If my s p i r i t u a l  e y e s  had been  open 
I believe I would h a v e  s e e n  many a n g e l s  h o v e r i n g  ovey  M a s t e r  and  o u r  s m a l l  
g roup  a 

A f t e r  t h e  ceremony,  we went t o  a C h i n e s e  r e s t a r a n t  f o r  a  f a m i l y  s t y l e  
d i n n e r ,  I w a s  p r i v i l e g e d  t o  s i t  n e x t  t o  him and  o p p o s i t e  Mrs, Choi ,  

Next t o  t h e  r e s t a u r a n t  t h e r e  was a m i n i a t u r e  r a c e  t r a c k  which had s m a l l  
e l e c t r i c  cars on  i t  c o n t r o l l e d  by someone by a  s w i t c h ,  When t h e  M a s t e r  saw 
t h i s  h e  l a u g h e d ,  I t  amused him v e r y  much, H e  watched  t h e  l i t t l e  c a r s  f o r

A few d a y s  l a t e r  I was b l e s s e d  w i t h  t h e  p r i v i l e g e  of s e e i n g  him i n  S e a t t l e ,  
S t ,  H e l e n s ,  P o r t l a n d  and  Eugene,  I a l s o  had  a n  o p p o r t u n i t y  t o  d r i v e  Them 
p a r t  o f  t h e  t i m e  i n  t h e  P o r t l a n d  Chapel  car ,  T h i s  was a n  e x p e r i e n c e  I w i l l  
n e v e r  f o r g e t o  

I n  c o n c l u d i n g  t h i s  r e p o r t  I c a n n o t  h e l p  b u t  f e e l  t h a t  i n  o u r  Nor thwes t  
Fami ly  t h e r e  i s  a  renewed s e n s e  o f  d e d i c a t i o n  and  l o v e  f o r  o u r  Lord ,  I am 
s u r e  t h a t  we h a v e  a l l  r e s o l v e d  t o  do more t o  f i n d  G o d q s  c h i l d r e n .  We must 
s e t  o u r  c o u r s e  and  f i g h t  f o r  o u r  Lord ,  We s h a l l  overcome!

Being  o f  a  p r a c t i c a l ,  e x a c t ,  s t e p- b y- s t e p  n a t u r e ,  f found  it e x c e e d i n g l y  

a l a r m i n g  t o  s t a r t  o f f  i n  a l l  d i r e c t i o n s  a s  1 d i d  when a s k e d  t o  g i v e  a n  a c-  
c o u n t  o f  t h e  S e a t t l e  F a m i l y q s  m e e t i n g  w i t h  t h e  Master, I w i l l  t r y ,  however ,  
t o  c h o o s e  a  s o l i d  p a t h ,  

A s  w i t h  many o f  t h e  " l a t t e r t 1  f a m i l i e s  t o  meet him, w e  found  t h a t  h i s  
p a c e  qu ickened  f r i g h t f u l l y ,  We had e x p e c t e d  him i n  May, t h e n  t h e  m i d d l e  o f  
A p r i l ,  t h e n  i n  two weeks ,  and  two d a y s  a f t e r  t h a t  r e p o r t  we r e c e i v e d  a l e t -  
t e r  s a y i n g ,  "IIe w i l l  a r r i v e  F r i d a y  o r  S a t u r d a y , ' '  A t  t h i s  p o i n t ,  o n e  e x p e c t s  
him t o  knock on  t h e  d o o r  b e f o r e  you f i n i s h  r e a d i n g  t h e  l e t t e r !

F r i d a y  e v e n i n g  p a s s e d  and  S a t u r d a y  morning  w e  w e r e  up e x p e c t i n g  them 
any  moment, They a r r i v e d  v e r y  e a r l y  Sunday morning  ( 2  a , m , ) ,  Mrs, C a r r o l l  
o f  t h e  P o r t l a n d  c h a p e l  p r e p a r e d  a meal f o r  them, a f t e r  which  e v e r y o n e  r e s t e d  
f o r  a  w h i l e ,  A t  7 t h e  n e x t  morn ing ,  my s i s te r  and  I went  o v e r  t o  t h e  c h a p e l  
and  p r o c e e d e d  w i t h  M r s ,  C a r r o l l  t o  t h e  house  where Master and  p a r t  o f  h i s  
p a r t y  had  r e s t e d ,  t h e r e  t o  p r e p a r e  a l a r g e  b r e a k f a s t - l u n c h  c o m b i n a t i o n  t o  
e v e r y o n e ,  About 1 0  a ,m,  e v e r y o n e  f rom t h e  S e a t t l e  g roup  formed a  c i r c l e  
a r o u n d  him,  I watched  him p r o c e e d  a round  t h e  c i r c l e  s h a k i n g  h a n d s  w i t h

A f t e r  t he  M a s t e r  had  m e t  e v e r y o n e ,  h e  t a l k e d  t o  u s  a w h i l e ,  If n o t h i n g  
had c o n v i n c e d  m e  o f  h i s  d i v i n e  n a t u r e  and  m i s s i o n  b e f o r e ,  t h i s  d i d ,  He 
knew u s ,  c o m p l e t e l y ,  A s  h e  spoke  a b o u t  the  work a t  hand and t h e  c o m p l e t i n g  
of t h e  o v e r - a l l  p l a n ,  o u r  n e c e s s a r y  p a r t ,  9 g a i n e d  f u l l  r e a l i z a t i o n  o f  t h e  



o f  t h e  f a c t  t h a t  t h i s  was go ing  on w i t h  o r  w i t h o u t  u s ,  I t  was s o  g r e a t  and 
we were s o  n o t h i n g  i n  compar ison .  

Many tears were s h e d ,  A s  I l i s t e n e d  t o  Mas te r  s p e a k  w i t h  s u c h  f o r c e  
and compass ion  i n  t h e  same b r e a t h ,  I f e l t  s o  s m a l l ,  s o  unwor thy ,  and n o t  
n e a r l y  humble enough. I f  you have  e v e r  s t o o d  a l o n e  on t o p  o f  a h i g h  p e a k ,  
o r  i n  t h e  midd le  o f  a  g r e a t  l a n d  a r e a  w i t h  what seems l i k e  t h e  whole wor ld  
s t r e t c h i n g  o u t  a round  you ,  you know t h a t  you f e e l  l i k e  a  s p e c k !  I s t o o d  
t h e r e  h o p i n g  I even r a t e d  t h a t  d e s c r i p t i o n .  

A f t e r  l u n c h ,  we p roceeded  t o  a  s m a l l  h i l l  i n  Seward Park  o v e r l o o k i n g  
Lake Washington.  Here  Mas te r  d e d i c a t e d  Sac red  Ground, From t h e r e  we went  
t o  C i t y  H a l l  s o  t h a t  Mas te r  might  have  a  p e b b l e  and some e a r t h  f rom S e a t t l e  
t o  t a k e  back t o  Korea w i t h  him,  Then we went on t o  S t ,  H e l e n s ,  Oregon.

The s c r i p t u r e s  s a y  t h a t  o u r  Lord w i l l  come as a t h i e f  i n  t h e  n i g h t ,  and  

o n l y  t h o s e  who a r e  l o o k i n g  f o r  h i s  coming w i l l  s e e  him, I g i v e  p r a i s e  t o  
o u r  Heavenly F a t h e r  t h a t  we i n  t h i s  u n i t e d  f a q t h  were l o o k i n g  f o r  h i s  coming 
and we saw him! I have  n o t  been hungry  p h y s i c a l l y  s i n c e  h e  w a s  h e r e .  I a m  
s t i l l  f e a s t i n g  f rom t h e  M a s t e r ' s  t a b l e ,  

Our M a s t e r  w a s  i n  o u r  a r e a  f o r  s u c h  a  s h o r t  t i m e ,  b u t  what we e x p e r i -  
enced  w i l l  n e v e r  be  f o r g o t t e n .  Wherever h e  goes h e  g i v e s  b l e s s i n g ,  s t r e n g t h ,  
c o m f o r t ,  g u i d a n c e  and  l o v e  i n  abundance ,  

We l e f t  S e a t t l e  l a t e  Sunday a f t e r n o o n  on o u r  way t o  S t ,  I i e l ens .  We had 
a  l a r g e  d i n n e r  t h e r e  p r e p a r e d  by John S c h m i d l i ,  We a l l  s a n g  f o r  o u r  M a s t e r ,  
t r y i n g  i n  a most humble and s i n c e r e  way t o  e x p r e s s  o u r  l o v e  f o r  him. Then 
o f  c o u r s e  h e  s a n g  f o r  u s .  What a  t remendous  b l e s s i n g  I s t i l l  g e t  when I 
t h i n k  o f  it. 

Then on t o  t h e  P o r t l a n d  Chapel  where t h e r e  was a  b r i e f  ceremony i n  which

p r i a t e  a n d  needed  i n  e v e r y  s i t u a t i o n ,

7 0  m i l e s  o r  s o ,  a l l  managing t o  keep  t o g e t h e r  t h e  whole  way, W e  had  % e f t  
Washington a l i t t l e  a f t e r  s e v e n ,  and  r e a c h e d  N e w  York and  Mrs, H u r d O s  a p a r t -  
ment b e f o r e  noon. I t  i s  a s m a l l  two-room p l a c e  i n  a n  o l d  h o t e l  i n  a West- 
s i d e  area o f  l o w e r  Manhat tan ,  The a p a r t m e n t  i t s e l f  i s  l i g h t  a n d  c l e a n ,  
h a v i n g  r e c e n t l y  been  c o m p l e t e l y  r e p a i n t e d ,  a l l  w h i t e ,  Mrs, IIurd h a s  hung  
b r i g h t  c u r t a i n s ,  and  t h e r e  i s  a n  o r a n g e  d i v a n  and  c h a i r ,  and  a  few p i e c e s  
of  good f u r n i t u r e ,  The c o o k i n g  i s  done  i n  one  c o r n e r  o f  t h e  l i v i n g  room, 
where  a minu te  s i n k  and  s m a l l  g a s  r a n g e  have  been  i n s t a l l e d ,  Over them i s  
a w a l l  cupboa rd ,  I n  t h i s  t i n y  p l a c e ,  t h e y  had p r e p a r e d  a Korean d i n n e r  o f  
many k i n d s  of  d e l i c i o u s  d i s h e s ,  The L e a d e r  s a t  i n  t h e  b i g  o r a n g e  c h a i r  and  
h i s  meal  was s e r v e d  on  a c a r d  t a b l e  i n  f r o n t  sf him,  Some o f  u s  o t h e r s  a t e  
t h e r e  t o o ,  t h o s e  f i n i s h i n g  g e t t i n g  up  and  o t h e r  s i t t i n g  i n  t h e i r  p l a c e s ,  
Everybody e l s e  s t o o d  o r  s a t  a r o u n d  t h e  room, Some p e r c h e d  on one  o r  o t h e r  
of  t h e  two b e d s  i n  t h e  a d j a c e n t  bedroom, 

T h i s  was where w e  a t e  b r e a k f a s t s  and  d i n n e r s  f o r  t h e  t h r e e  days  w e  were 
t h e r e ,  A s  f o r  s l e e p i n g  a r r a n ~ e m e n t s ,  two d o ~ b l e  s u i t e s  had  been  r e n t e d  i n  
a n e a r b y  c h e a p  h o t e l  f o r  u s  -- t h e  men t o  u s e  one  s u i t e ,  t h e  women a n o t h e r ,  
An a p a r t m e n t  d o w n s t a i r s  b e l o n g i n g  t o  a man M y r t l e  knew was a l s o  a v a i l a b l e  
t o  u s ,  a s  h e  went  away f o r  t h e  weekend, Thus w e  managed t o  s t a y  f o r  t h e  
l o n g  weekend i n  e x p e n s i v e  N e w  York w i t h o u t  s p e n d i n g  much money, And t h a t

We went n e x t  t o  R o c k e f e l l e r  C e n t e r  and  t o o k  a t o u r  t h r o u g h  NBC-TV s t u -  
d i o s ,  Then t o  Radio  C i t y  Music H a l l .  T h i s  was a b o u t  6 p,m, and p e o p l e  
were  murmuring a b o u t  b e i n g  hungry ,  Food and s l e e p  n e v e r  d e t e r  o u r  Leader

It was i n  t h e  G e n e r a l  E l e c t r i c  B u i l d i n g ,  a  d e m o n s t r a t i o n  of  atom- 
i c  f u s i o n  by methods t h e y  have  d e v e l o p e d ,  We e n t e r e d  a  l a r g e  domeshaped 
d a r k  room, s t a r s  and l i g h t n i n g  i n  t h e  dome, t h e n  s p i r a l l e d  down a  ramp 
a b o u t  t h r e e  s t o r i e s ,    here i n  a g l a s s e d- i n  chamber was some a p p a r a t u s  
wh ich ,  w h i l e  we watched i n  t h e  d a r k ,  made a  t remendous  e x p l o s i o n .  Atoms 
were  f u s e d ,  i n s t e a d  o f  b e i n g  t o r n  a p a r t ,  

The l as t  t h i n g  a t  n i g h t  w a s  t h e  Johnson  Wax movie,  "To B e  A l i v e , "  a 
m a r v e l l o u s  c o l o r  f i l m  shown on t h r e e  s c r e e n s  s i m u l t a n e o u s i y ,  w i t h  d i f f e r e n t  
p i c t u r e s  on e a c h  s c r e e n ,  b u t  a l l  b l e n d i n g  i n t o  a g l o r i o u s  whole ,  The theme 
1s s i m p l e :  " I t ' s  a  g r e a t  p r i v i l e g e  and a  joy t o  be  a l i v e  h e r e  on t h i s  
e a r t h ,  '' 

We r e a c h e d  t h e  a p a r t m e n t  a b o u t  11, and a g a i n  t h e r e  was f o o d ,  We had

5 0 0  p e o p l e ,  We k e p t  jumping up and  p e e r i n g  t o  see i f  the Leader had arbrived, 
No one knew where o r  why h e  had l e f t ,  Even Gordon seemed a n x i o u s ,  F i n a l l y ,  
j u s t  b e f o r e  t h e  l a s t  move f o r w a r d  s i g n a l ,  h e  showed up ,  Mrs, Choi was w i t h  

h i m ,  t o o ,  Where had  t h e y  gone? Next door t o  see a show o f  magic,,,like a 
l i t t l e  b o y , , , h e  j u s t  d i d n 9 t  want  t o  s t a n d  i n  a n o t h e r  l i n e ,  and  ducked o u t  
t o  s e e  s o m e t h i n g  i n t e r e s t i n g  -- m a ~ i c  r r i e k s !

L e t  m e  b e g i n  by s a y i n g  t h a t  I was s p i r i t u a l l y  bo rn  on J a n u a r y  1 5 ,  1965.  
Tha t  n i g h t  I m e t  P h i l i p  Rur l ey .  Up u n t i l  t h a t  t i m e  my l i f e  had n o t  been  
normal  by any s t a n d a r d s .  From c h i l d h o o d ,  I had moved a round  f rom s ta te  t o  
s t a t e ,  house  t o  h o u s e .  I had known and  been f r i e n d s  w i t h  a l l  t y p e s ,  r a c e s  
and r e l i g i o n s  o f  p e o p l e .  A l l  'nfluenced my l i f e  i n  one  way o r  a n o t h e r .  
F i n a l l y ,  by a c o m p l i c a t e d  c h a i n  o f  e v e n t s ,  I moved t o  Oklahoma C i t y ,  i n  a 
s t a t e  i n  which I had n e v e r  l i v e d ,  pas sed  t h r o u g h ,  o r  even  t h o u g h t  much a b o u t .  

My r e l i g i o u s  background i s  as v a r i e d  as t h e  p l a c e s  I l i v e d ,  A s  a c h i l d  
I a t t e n d e d  t h e  B a p t i s t  Church,  t h e n  f o r  a s h o r t  w h i l e  I went  t o  t h e  Metho- 
d i s t  Church. Then t h e  P e n t a c o s t a l  Church f o r  o v e r  a  y e a r .  F i n a l l y  I q u i t  
c h u r c h e s  a l t o g e t h e r  u n t i l  I moved t o  Hawaii  where I s t u d i e d  C a t h o l i c i s m .  
A f t e r  a  s h o r t  w h i l e  w i t h  t h a t ,  I d r i f t e d  back  i n t o  Methodism, and f i n a l l y  
s t r u c k  on C h r i s t i a n  S c i e n c e .  T h i s  I t h o u g h t  must be  c l o s e s t  t o  t h e  t r u t h

f a s t  a b o u t  " someth ing  o f  g r e a t  impor t ance"  t h a t  I t h o u g h t  p e r h a p s  we b e s t  
humor t h e  p o o r  boy by a t  least  l i s t e n i n g  f o r  a  s h o r t  w h i l e  t o  what h e  had 
t o  s a y .  We r e l u c t a n t l y  f o l l o w e d  P h i l i p  t o  t h e  C e n t e r ,  n o t  knowing what w e  
had  l e t  o u r s e l v e s  i n  f o r  ( a s  one  meets  a l l  s o r t s  i n  t h i s  s a t a n i c  w o r l d ) .

One Sunday n i g h t  l a s t  J a n u a r y ,  my s i s t e r - i n - l a w  Alyce  and  I were a t  a  
S p i r i t u a l i s t  Church where w e  had j u s t  s t a r t e d  a t t e n d i n g  c l a s s e s  t o  open o u r  
s p i r i t u a l  s e n s e s ,  We met P h i l  and  J o h n n i e  t h e r e ,  They were  s i t t i n g  a c r o s s  
f rom u s ,  A f t e r  t h e  m e e t i n g ,  t h e y  s t o p p e d  u s  o u t s i d e  and  t o l d  u s  t h a t  God 
had g i v e n  a f u l l  r e v e l a t i o n ,  Would w e  b e  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  h e a r i n g  a b o u t  i t ?  
P h i l i p  added  t h a t  s p i r i t  had  l i f t e d  him up and  t u r n e d  him i n  o u r  d i r e c t i o n  
t h r e e  t imes, and t h a t  h e  had t o  t a l k  t o  u s ,  H e  a s k e d  i f  w e  would go t o  t h e  
C e n t e r  and  have  c o f f e e  and  t a l k ,  We s a i d  y e s ,  b u t  on t h e  way o v e r  we won- 
d e r e d  what  w e  were d o i n g  f o l l o w i n g  two p e o p l e  we knew n o t h i n g  a b o u t ,  A few 
t i m e s  w e  s t a r t e d  t o  t u r n  o f f ,  b u t  f o r  some r e a s o n  n e v e r  d i d ,  We j u s t  f o l -  
lowed! B e f o r e  we l e f t  t h e  ca r ,  w e  a s k e d  one  a n o t h e r  if we were a f r a i d ,  
Both o f  u s  s a i d  t o  o u r  own b e w i l d e r m e n t ,  

We went  i n ,  a n d  w h i l e  J o h n n i e  f i x e d  c o f f e e  P h i l i p  s t a r t e d ,  We were 
amazed a t  t h e  l o g i c  i n  what  he  s a i d ,  a l t h o u g h  w e  had n e v e r  dreamed a n y t h i n g  
s u c h  as  t h i s ,  He a s k e d  i f  we wanted t o  h e a r  more,  We s a i d  y e s ,  and  went  
back  t h e  n e x t  n i g h t .  The t h i r d  day  h e  gave u s  t h e  c o n c l u s i o n ,  I was f i l l e d  
w i t h  j o y ,  b u t  it w a s  s h o r t - l i v e d  a s  S a t a n  s t a r t e d  making m e  d o u b t ,  

I had many u p s  a n d  downs, b u t  t h r o u g h  p r a y e r  my d o u b t  a b o u t  P r i n c i p l e  
was e r a s e d ,  T h i s  had t o  b e  True!  But I c o u l d n q t  b r i n g  myse l f  t o  p u t  anyone  
above  J e s u s ,  and  I r e a l l y  d i d n v t  know much a b o u t  M r ,  Moon e x c e p t  what i t  
s a i d  i n  t h e  book,  I f e l t  h e  was a g r e a t  a n d  w o n d e r f u l  man and  had  s u f f e r e d  
much, b u t  s o  d i d  J e s u s ,  I t o l d  m y s e l f ,  So t h r o u g h  d a y s  o f  t o r m e n t ,  t o r n  
w i t h  t h e  t h o u g h t  t h a t  "it j u s t  migh t  b e  t h a t  M r ,  Moon i s  t h e  Lord o f  t h e  
Second Advent" ,  it made s e n s e  t h a t  J e s u s  c o u E d n 0 t  come back i n  f l e s h ,  

One n i g h t  as I was s t a n d i n g  i n  t h e  d a r k ,  I spoke  t o  J e s u s  j u s t  a s  i f  h e  
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were i n  t h e  room w i t h  me. I had  n e v e r  done a n y t h i n g  l i k e  t h a t  b e f o r e  and 
b e l i e v e  t h a t  h e  c o u l d  r e a l l y  have been  t h e r e .  I was n e v e r  much on t a l k i n g  
t o  t h e  s p i r i t  w o r l d ,  a s  my f a m i l y  d i d  n o t  b e l i e v e  i n  i t ,  I t  was new t o  m e .

t a b l e ,  t o  l i s t e n  t o  h im s i n g ,  when I had o n l y  been w i t h  P r i n c i p l e  such  a 
s h o r t  t i m e .  I t h a n k  o u r  F a t h e r  f o r  His wonder fu l  Son. S i n g  P r a i s e s ,  oh 
b l e s s e d  g e n e r a t i o n !

To my d e a r  r a m i l y  i n  t h e  World: 
P r i o r  t o  my d e p a r t u r e ,  I s p e n t  a  whole week i n  P h i l a d e l p h i a ,  p r i m a r i l y  

t o  v i s i t  M r .  W a l t e r  Voe lke r  who had i n v i t e d  me t o  e x p l a i n  t h e  DP. A s  u s u a l ,  
I had t o  e n c o u n t e r  a v i o l e n t  a t t a c k  on some p o i n t s  o f  o u r  message and o t h e r  
m a t t e r s .  A f t e r  two days  of  uneasy  f e e l i n g ,  I s a w  h i s  e y e s  f u l l  o f  t e a r s .  
S i n c e  t h e n  we have  become i n t i m a t e  and  e t e r n a l  b r o t h e r  and  s i s t e r .  The 
V o e l k e r s  a r e  Quakers ,  and  h i s  w i f e ,  C h r i s t i n e ,  h e l p e d  u s  by c r e a t i n g  t h e  
warmest l o v i n g  a tmosphe re  w i t h  h e r  d e d i c a t i o n  and deep  l o v e .  I a p p r e c i a t e d  
it s o  much. 

Having been i n t r o d u c e d  by M r .  V o e l k e r ,  I was a b l e  t o  meet and s p e a k  t o  
e i g h t  g roups  o f  p e o p l e ,  a b o u t  1 6 0  p e o p l e  o f  v a r i o u s  backgrounds ,  Most o f  
them knew A r t h u r  F o r d ,  and F l e t c h e r ' s  t e s t i m o n y  had r a i s e d  t h e i r  c u r i o s i t y  
a b o u t  o u r  Leade r .

e a s i l y  g e t  l o s t  i n  them, Many s a i n t s  a r e  b u r i e d  t h e r e  and t h e  s p i r i t u a l  a t -  
mosphere  i s  v e r y  heavy ,  S t ,  Cecil ia  w a s  b u r i e d  t h e r e ,  and when e n t e r i n g  t h e  
p a r t  where  s h e  w a s  b u r i e d  I f e l t  a p a i n  i n  my n e c k ,  Someone e x p l a i n e d  t h a t  
s h e  was k i l l e d  by h a v i n g  h e r  head  chopped o f f ,  and  e v i d e n t l y  t h e  f i r s t  blow 
d i d n o t  k i l l ' h e ~  o u t r i g h t .  She was known t o  have  g e s t u r e d  w i t h  h e r  h a n d s  how 
much s h e  l o v e d  God, even  a t  t h a t  moment o f  d y i n g ,  I t  was a l l  v e r y  moving, 
t o  s a y  t h e  l e a s t ,  and  my h e a r t  f e l t  v e r y  heavy  knowing how much t h e s e  b r a v e  
s a i n t s  had  s u f f e r e d  t o  show p e o p l e  a  h i g h e r  s p i r i t u a l  a w a r e n e s s ,  y e t  knowing 
i n  t h e i r  h e a r t s  t h e y  had o n l y  what  was hoped f o r  and  n o t  t h e  c o m p l e t e  one-  
n e s s  w i t h  God, 
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On t h e  t h i r d  day i n  Rome, Madel ine  l e f t  a g a i n  f o r  P a r i s ,  t h e n  on t o  Lon- 
don where s h e  p l a n s  t o  meet Miss Kim, F a t h e r  C o n s t a n t i n o  and I s p e n t  t h e  
day  t o g e t h e r ,  and  h e  t o o k  me t o  s e e  t h e  New Rome, T h i s  s e c t i o n ,  which i s  
a c t u a l l y  l o c a t e d  o u t s i d e  o f  A n c i e n t  Rome, i s  v e r y  modern and l o o k s  l i k e  Los 
Ange le s  i n  c e r t a i n  s p o t s ,  M u s s o l i n i  b u i l t  i t ,  and I must s a y  it i s  v e r y  
l o v e l y .  We t h e n  went t o  s e e  t h e  Roman Forums and t h e  s p e c i a l  forum which 
J u l i u s  C a e s a r  u s e d ,  and t o  t h e  p r i s o n  where S t s ,  P e t e r  and P a u l  were i rnpr i s -  
oned and e v e n t u a l l y  e x e c u t e d ,  When we e n t e r e d  t h e  c e l l w h e r e  P e t e r  and P a u l  
b a p t i s e d  some Romans who were c o n v e r t e d  d u r i n g  t h e i r  impr i sonmen t ,  I f e l t  
t h e  p r e s e n c e  o f  b o t h  o f  them, We b o t h  p rayed  and I f e l t  a  t remendous  f e e l i n g  
o f  s u f f e r i n g ,  y e t  a  deep  a s s u r a n c e  o f  t h e i r  h e l p  i n  l a y i n g  t h e  f o u n d a t i o n  
h e r e  i n  Rome.

These Romans a r e  a  combina t ion  o f  l o v e r  and f i g h t e r ,  and w i l l  make good 
D i v i n e  P r i n c i p l e  w a r r i o r s ,  A s  F a t h e r  C o n s t a n t i n o  s a i d ,  " D o r i s ,  n e v e r  unde r-  
e s t i m a t e  t h e s e  I t a l i a n s .
