Dearest Family: Light shines in Philadelphia, and Father 1s Heart comes closer! 

A new brother and sister and their small child have joined us here in Philadelphia! 
Max and Trisha Dugaw . I expect you will hear more from them very soon. For 
me, at least, it is wonderfully sudden. Max is a writer. They look forward 
already to further study, some of it in Wash ington as a base, and to teaching 
Principle. Trisha was all set for public speaking in parks after she heard our 
first experiments with this in Washington, Trisha and Max have a background in 
the Christian Church which is fundamentalist, 

This has been a full and exciting month in addition. We are teaching Principle most 
of the time we are not earning income. We have been teaching Divine Principle at 
the Free University of the University of Pennsylvania. This Free University is 
sponsored by students. Anyone may teach anything he likes. We wrote a course 
description calling our course the "Principles of Unification: From the Self to the 
World , " Fifteen people came the first time . We failed to preface it well to make 
the transition from the general course description to a strongly God-centered ideal 
and seemed clumsy in teaching at first. But despite heavy rain and wind and exams, 
five came the second time, all of them very good potential Family~ and whom it was 
exciting to teach, The course has had another beneficial effect: It established a base 
in talking to students about the Principle, since all students know about the Free 
University. 

Here in Philadelphia, reflective, philosophical, humorous or other quotations 
("Traveler's Times") have appeared along with standard commercial ads in the 
subways, buses and trolleys since this summer. I feel this is a sign of the outer 
spiritual preparation for the New Age. Many are ready. We need a body of "reapers. " 

William Penn's 1684 Prayer for Philadelphia seemed particularly relevant, appearing 
now in the subways; forfue prays in part that Philadelphia be "kept from the evil that 
would overwhelm /her7" unto the end, that she might "stand in the day of trial, that 
ffieil'children be West of the Lord, and lJier.! people be saved by His power. ,, " For 
this is the "day of trial, " the day of the Lord! And the seed is here , 
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As Abraham and Jacob set a pattern for Israel and the world, and indeed as 
locally William Penn1s foundation set a pattern for Philadelphia, in ideal, we 
are cosmic persons who are laying the foundation of the new heavenly ageo We 
have this repponsibility and privilege, not only to undertake actions for this 
foundation, but to do so in humility, Pertinently, if we are to fulfull our mission 
well and truly, one of the more meaningful of these subway bits of wisdom is 
the following:

I want to talk today about an aspect of the Principle ; the proportional relation­
ship between the activities of God and man, the 95% - 5% figures .. 

We can all testify to the existence of this fact in our own lives . Many of us 
came into the Family with perl30nal difficulties or shortcomings or problems, 
and these simply disapp~ared .. It seems like the Father doing 99 , 9% , 

Other personal goals are achieved less easily, and these are the ultimate ones. 
The attainment of qualities of love, humility, and purity demand efforts by us; 
and in these efforts we recognize that our 5% is for us 100%, and that we will 
not become true temples of God without that effort; doing the most we can with 
what we have, God will give more , 

But the Father's 95% isn't limited to operating on the members of this family . 
It is all-encompassing, so it affects every facet of this world , Thus, iIi our 
contemporary world, we can see God working, doing his 95% for the estab­
lishment of His Kingdom under His son, We see the tumult within the Christian 
Churches, Catholic priests wanting freedom to marry, debilitating contove.rsy 
over the birth control issue which results in division within the ranks of the 
Catholic Church, We see the spirit world publicized in Bishop Pike's seance . 
We see equality for all people . slowly being established through the civil rights 
movement- We see turmoil within Red China weakening the whole structure of 
this militantly Communist state ., . Well, we know that the events of history 
aren't happenstance, but happE;ln for definite reasons , So it is with these con~ 
temporary trends , It is the power of God at work, working to realize 95% of 
what ml.1.st be done , 

The other 5% is ours . And we know the Kingdom can't be established without 
that 5%. We can't sit back ane' ;I?~' °qr the Kingdom to happen, Nor can any 
one individual sit back and wai\; for others to do iL It is this attitude -- that 

Cof waiting for others to assume respOl1 )ility -- that insures that nothing ever 
gets done , In the present world, each "ndividual assume s that he, by himself, 
can do nothing. And so the totality of .- ~~··:'Juals does exactly that -- nothing; 

Well, if we are to turn the Vv ... :d in .• out and around, we must assume the 
exact opposite attitude to that which _ normally taken . Each person must 
assume total responsibility. '-·; ali~ir · · that he is crucial to the fulfillment of 
God's plan.. If he weren't, w"uld the .1L ~. h:;ve bothered calling him at 
this time? Now? If each pel Jon in this .coom weren't indispensable to the 
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Father, it would seem we had an unpurposeful, random Godo But we know we 
don't. The Father is not unpurposefulo 

So, yes, every person here is crucial to the restoration of the cosmos, and 
in this sense we are all cosmic persons, Each one has a segment of the 
cosmos -- of ,humanity, of the earth -- which is his reponsibility, and his 
alone, Thus, others cannot do it; that segment is his mission, his 'Jilique 
responsibility., The fulfillment of that particular 5% is a duty and opportunity 
peculiar to that specific individuaL 

So, realiZ;ing this -- that each of us is a cosmic individual with a particular 
mission -- it becomes impossible to assume the attitude of the average citizen -­
"Let the other guy do it" -- for in our case, the other guy can't do it. The other 
guy cannot fulfill my miss ion, 

Essentially, I guess, it boils down to the fact that it must be me who does my 
5%. But at this stage of the restoration, the 5% of each individual has a much 
broader scope and implication than merely that individual's personal strivings 
toward perfection" Indeed, not the restoration of ourselves, but the restoration 
of America lies within our 5% 

What does this 5% consist of? Well, many things, I am sure, And one person's 
5% differs from the next person's" So I won't attempt a general definition, But 
I feel that there are at least elements which are common to everyone's 5% and I 
want to say a brief word about those, 

We all know how our Leader started his mission, He chose the most difficult 
path he could and headed for North Korea. So, if we are to follow him, we must 
do what he did, We too must do that which is most difficult for us to do, centering 
our attack on the biggest obstacle, Well, for most of us, this seems to be 
witnessing, Why? 

Well, Simply, it's the :most difficult because it's the most important. Other 
things are easier and less important. I'm sure that, given two undesirable 
alternatives, Satan will make it easy for us to do that which is least damaging 
to him" So, really, we must choose to do what is most difficult. This is witnessing, 
We D;lust realize that others can't do that witnessing for us. Part of my 5% is 
witnessing, Therefore, L must do it Others cannot. Again, we must assume 
an attitude that is diametric to that which is normally taken, Each person must 
realize that he is responsible for the complete fulfillment of the restoration, and 
that he can complete it. Thus, the totality of the individuals will complete it. 
We must witness continually., 



There is a second element involved in our 5% , We know that it didn't take the 
Christians a full four hundred years to make restitution for the four hundred years 
slavery of the Israelites. Why? Pm sure because of the intense suffering of the 
Christians -,- the great indemnity paid by the Christians shortened the course of 
restitution. Well, each of us should also choose to shorten the course of restora­
tion, and if we must suffer to do this, so we must choose, . 

But because 'Of the understanding the Leader has brought us concerning restitution 
and indemnity, we know we can suffer willingly, thereby sparing others suffering 
later and, really, sparing God!s suffering. So, our 5% should include payment of 
indemnity" Witnessing and paying indemnityare now central to the fulfillment of 
our 5% , In doing our 5% now, we can bring to gloriOUS fruition the 95% that the 
Father has been doing since the beginning of history,

Restoration begins with action, not just realization. We can realize we are 
drowning, but unless we swim t6 the shore, we'll never be saved Many people 
have realized the truth of the Divine Principle but have never acted upon it, and 
thus have never experienced even a taste of "rebirth, II The mere conscious 
inclusion of God into our lives makes a tremendous difference, for it is He 
Himself who affects our life and causes us to change, in part suddenly and in part 
gradually. In any case, our full cooperation is absolutely necessary, Thus, 
restoration may be thought of as a convalescing stage , After the initial recovery 
from sickness, there must be a period for gradual gaining back of good, proper 
health; what resources the body has been using in resistance have to be gained 
back gradually. 

Restoration is the reforming of new habits, new habits of living and new habits 
of thinking, all in line with God's desire . Resistance itself is a habit. -- resistance 
to change. We therefore must Sincerely want to be changed,. Sometimes the 
desire in our hearts for change comes before we act upon it, Other times we may 
intellectually perceive the necessity for ,change but never feel it in our hearts , 
Perceiving the necessity for change, wemustacL When we have reached, the 
level of destroying the old way and created the habit of a new way, we will have 
realized in our mind and heart why change is necessary and how change is good 
for us ., Therefore, whether we feel it or not, when we see what Is right and true, 
we must resolve through action to change . Forgiveness from God comes from 
right action, not just right perception, Many have realized the truth in the Divine 
Principle but have never started the journey to its fulfillmenL 
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Rather than thinking, for example, "I'm bAing bothered by spirits; spirits control me, 11 

forget them, Give them no power, Spirits have control over us through a common 
base, To get rid of any spirits, then, we must change the thing we are doing so 
that there is no base for them, so that we have nothing in common with them. This 
means changing first of all, all erroneous thought patterns, concepts, and habits, 
and looking for the actual truth in every situation. If you are 100 percent concerned 
about '~he Father's work, what spirit will be interested in you except those who 
are 100 percent concerned with the work of the Father? By exercising our will in 
an opposite direction to our problems, our problems are resolved.

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INTRODUCTION

I feel a deep honor (though I'm sure that I have not 
deserved it) to be given the good responsibility of 
organizing this seclion of the NAF and arranging it 
for publication for the month of November. 

This, of course, is a real new experience to us here 
in Los Angeles and one that we'll not soon forget. 
We're well aware that the contents of the magazine 
will reveal much about your Family in Los Angeles 
that probably should remain secret (at least physically, 

anyway) but after a brief, spasmodic shudder or two we decided to accept the challenge - ­
whereupon the gauntlet was flung down with such force that Sandra soon after broke her 
toe again! 

Kidding aside, I was at a loss to decide what an appropriate article would be chosen to 
be an introduction to the NAFand couldn't quite get with it (so to speak). After much 
discussion and deliberation over the subject, I feel an article that somewhat explains 
the development of the Unified Family as it directly concerns Los Angeles would be 
timely. In addition to that, I'll describe some of the activities we are involved in here 
in Los Angeles to perhaps give extra insight into the movement and how we are working 
for the benefit of that portion of the Family that is unfamiliar with tMs particular area 
of the Kingdom. 

To begin, I'd like to briefly review the Movement as it originated and developed up to 
the present moment in Los Angeles, explain our present activities as well as project 
thoughts, hopes, schemes, dreams, goals and aims into the near future (subject to 
the wishes of the Heavenly Father). 

Most of you, I know, are ~cquainted with the Unified Family's first being established 
in Eugene, Oregon, through the person of Miss Kim. Some of the earliest members 
who responded to the Principle at that time paid much indemnity through their early 
struggles with the Principle. The particulars concerning the individuals and their 
experiences with the Principle need not be recalled as a part of this feature so will be 
dispensed with, except to say that we should appreciate and give thanks to those in­
volved in the early development of our Unified Family Movement. It was during this 
period of struggle that the Unified Family was moved to San Francisco, which became 
the first city that our Leader visited upon his arrival in America. 

As the Unified Family began to gain momentum in that area, Miss Kim, Doris Walder, 
and George Norton left San Francisco to come to Los Angeles but soon returned to -, 

----------------------.- ­
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the former cit y, Eventually, Doris returned to Los Angeles to establish a Divine 
Principle Center, bringing with her Orah Schoon, who by then had managed to worm 
her way into the Principle (somehow, in those difficult days), and together they 
began teaching in the city of Inglewood, which borders Los Angeles . From that 
area came Eva Shanks and Teddy Verheyen into the Family. Eva still occupies her 
home in Inglewood, and Teddy was later sent to Holland as a missionary. Leaving 
Inglewood, the Principle established headquarters at 202 North Westlake, where it 
acquired several new members . 

As the movement took root in Los Angeles, many strong and determined young people 
joined and were sent to various parts of Europe as missionaries, plus others who 
established Centers in America. Orah, after a while, left Los Angeles to sojourn 
in Phoenix, Arizona, She and Douglas Burns established a Center in that city and 
through their efforts brought into the Family then Sue Hubbard and Jim Percy, After 
staying there a while, Orah and Doug left for other areas and Sue and Jim remained 
to carryon the work of the Father , 

Jim and Sue remained and expended much effort over a long period of time for the 
Principle and paid much indemnity for Phoenix. At the time I was living a bad life 
in Wisconsin and on the brink of tragedy, Then a series of rough events occurred 
to force me to leave my city in rather a hurry., After a trip of hiking and walking a 
distance of 2100 miles, which I covered in a week, I landed in Phoenix, somewhat 
bewildered by the expertences. I was fortunate to meet Jim and Sue (no doubt the 
work of the Heavenly Father) soon after arriving in the city. About three weeks after 
I was established there, they spoke to me. I heard the Principle in three days, and 
about three weeks later the Master came through. Thus, I was presented with the 
rare privilege and opportunity of meeting him. I am quite ashamed of the way I acted 
then, for I did not understand the importance of the Principle then, and of course I 
was very prideful and selfish. 

Through many events , the Phoenix Center fell apart and I was wandering in a state 
of flux, not doing much of anything, when Carl Rapkins passed through on his way to 
Florida. He urged me to go to Los Angeles and join with the movement there. I 
agreed to do this . Carl made the arrangements , A few weeks later I departed 
Phoenix, Arizona, and on World Day, 1965, I entered Los Angeles and joined the 
Los Angeles Family of the Divine Principle> 

Prior to the events which took place in Phoenix, Doris in Los Angeles was working 
very hard to build up the Family in that citYo She and the people concerned made 
much payment and many conditions for the growth and spreaa of the Principle here. 
She was joined by Gordon Ross, who came into the Principle in San Francisco but 
was living at the time in Dallas . Through the combined efforts of Los Angeles area 
the Principle was expanded to many parts of the world as missionaries came forward . 
I do not mean to imply that only Los Angeles made possible this expansion, but just 
to point out the role it played in the very early stages of its career, When our Leader 
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came through it was the second eity he had visited, as I am told, and he referred 
to Los Angeles as hi.s "second son." That statement r eveals to us here in Los Angeles 
his hopes for this dty and helps us to realize the importance of our work for the 
Principle as it concerns Los Angeles. 

Before I came to Los Angeles , Doris left to go to Italy. She preceded the Master's 

trips to several of the states that he had planned to visit and helped prepare them 

for his arrival. When Doris left, the direction of Los Angeles was turned over to 

John and Sandi Pinkerton, and it was to them that I came whep- I arrived. Living in 

the Center at the time were .Tohn and Sandi, Harry Yundt, Zed Robinson, plus 

several on-and-off individuals who no longer participate in the Movement. · When I 

had been here a cmJple of months I contacted my wife Sandra, who then came to Los 

Angeles with our two children. Working in the Principle also bu.t not living in the 

Center were Carole Johnson" Eva Shanks , and Oscar Treffert, who contributed 


. heavily towards the Movement financially . This , then, comprised the base through 
:wfuich the Principle operated for quite some time. In Octobe r, 1965, the Center was 
moved to another area in Los Angeles . Sandi Pinkerton was sent to England as a 
missionary in December of that same year , Maggie Compton came from Dallas to 
stay, and the roots of the Principle that we r e not deeply grown were torn from the 
soU ; but growth, strength, cou.rage and determination came from that era 61 Divine 
Principle life by those of us who hung in there. The Center was divided into several 
small Centers after about a year ,with Sandra and myself becoming situated in Holly­
wood. This was the first time that we had the opportunity to work for the Principle 
on our own, an important step for us , we felt. Thus , we discussed and planned at 
1ength our Center as well as made many conditions fasting and praying. 

While we lived and worked in Hollywood, the Family was increasing with the addition 
:~d Margie Stahon, Lisa Martinez and Ray Barlow. We soon outgrew that tiny two-
bedroom home and moved to our present address here on Virgil in Los Angeles. 
Since then, we have been joined by Sue Mille r , Linda and Gary Jarmin, as well as 
several strong potentials studying with us now, 

At this time, I would like to leave the history of the physical development of the 

Principle and enter into an explanation of our hopes and plans for the future of the 

Principle work in Los Angeles , expose the inner workings of our Center to the 

scrutiny of the Family, hoping to create a base for an active flow of ideas to come 

forth and give added insight into our area, how we work -.- perhaps receive new 

understanding and direction on our part as well. Our procedure is somewhat 

simple and can be best explained in outline form. So, in this way, I'll list our 

activities and then amplify them with a brief comment. 


PRINCIPLE DEVELOPME NT 
This includes studying and lecturing, individually and as a whole , to 
gain insight and strength according to the Principle . Also, through 
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. sermolllzmg, to develop expression of the Word, increase spirit power 
and feeling. This takes place on Monday and Tuesday evenings and on 
Sunday mornings. 

PRINCIPLE LECTURING 
As new people come to hear the Principle, it is a responsibility of the 
Family to teach them the Word. Therefore, each participates in lec­
turing publicly to newcomers about the Principle. This takes place on 
Thursdays and Sundays in the evenings. Accordingly, we have arranged 
the Principle to be given in a series of lectures that covers the Principle 
in its entirety and tries to inspire contacts to sign up for this course. 
It starts on Thursday and continues for four nights, concluding two weeks 
after the initial lecture . Thus, Thursday, Sunday, Thursday, Sunday, 
conclusion. We lecture one part, then give them the Principle to read. 
This allows time for the person to read the material that corresponds 

. to the lecture. Then we ask them to return it on the night of the second 
lecture or we cannot continue. That way the person is impressed with 
our seriousness and does not allow too much time to flow by before he 
must return, and gives us reason to keep in contact with him, 

PRINCIPLE WITNESS 
Since we cannot function or fulfill our goals according to Principle unless 
we grow in strength, .we must win other hearts for Father's Family. 
Therefore, we must witness as much as possible. It is more important 
than any other activity at this time. We must be successful. Whoever 
cannot participate in lecturing must make up for it with additional wit­
nessing. Thus, witnessing is carried on almost all the time in some way 
or another. Wednesday is official witness night, in which everyone par­
ticipates. In addition, it is a personal 9bligation and responsibility each 
must assume and fulfill in order to be recognized. 

PERSONAL OBLIGATION TO THE PRINCIPLE (financially and physically) 
The success ofeach of Father's Centers is dependent upon the degree of 
concern and willingness of those who live there. To accomplish for the 
Center is both a spiritual and a physical concern, To restore the world 
will require a tremendous payment, both spiritually and physically, We 
must prepare ourselves to give everything we have to the Father to use 
to liquidate that debt. Out talents, abilities, our energies -- all must be 
returned to the Father and added to the spirit power of the Family, New 
members (and even some older ones) have a hard time understanding 
that. To learn to feel the concern of the Father, he must participate in 
the activities that lead to that conclusion and break give and take with the 
activities that are negative to the wishes of the Heavenly Father. Other­
wise, that person is always on the outside looking in and never a true part 

l 
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of the Family. Each person who CO:rn3 s to our Center and joins is 

impressed with this and must learn to develop that kind of a sense of 

responsibility. We must become responsible for the Father, for His 

children, for the creation. Then, those that join the Family here must 

contribute to the FamUy in physical labor (keeping the Center clean), 

financially (each must contribute to support of movement and support 

himself) , and spiritually (participate in Principle activities enthusias­

tically). 


NEW LIFE WORKSHOP 
When Sandy and I first began working alone , we conceived of the idea of 
form.ing a workshop. After much prayer, self-analysis, discussion, pay­
ment of indemnity and making conditions, the idea began to unfold. Slowly 
we began to see .and realize how best we could accomplish for the Principle. 
Through the workshop, we had hoped to come in contact with many creative 
people and work through that base to bring them to the Father. Since those 
people have an intense desire to express their feelings to the world, but 
have no outlet, then we must become the outlet for them. Then they can 
see that we are of benefit to them and will be attracted to us. One of the 
major goals of the workshop for the immediate future is to assemble a 
group of young talent, arrange a theatrical program, travel to various 
states and perform shows, · c'oncerts and plays based upon the high ideals 
that the Principle reveals and inspire and stimulate mass interest in the 
movement and at the same time generate public interest in our material 
and thus realize financial income to the benefit of the Family (hopefully). 
Since the base of the workshop is centered upon the Principle, it is neces­
sary to study the Principle to actually participate. And, since it takes a 
combination of talent and creative energies to put together such an under­
taking as this, by actually becoming involved in the production and develop­
ment of the show one can also strengthen his knowledge and application of 
the Principle. Working together is a good way to learn the proper subject­
object relationship, the Principle of give and take, the importance of support, 
learning to love and respect each other and to work in harmony with each 
other to accomplish for Father. 

Enclosed is a picture of the sign that hangs above our doorway, upon which 
is written our motto , our name, our slogan and insignia. (See page 29. ) 
Many people-: have stopped in from the street to inquire about the sign, and 
this has given us a good chance to talk to them about our movement. 
Father works in unexpected ways when we are open to Him. 

FUTURE GOALS 
For the very near future, and we would like to accomplish these things 
immediately: 
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TO EXPAND -- When we reach the 21-membership mark we want 
to rent or buy a large building to set up as a Center which will be 
able to contain approximately fifty persons , 

Through steady accumulation of funds which each person contributes, 
we should before too long be able to invest in a business that will 
provide employment for several members and thus furnish necessary 
income to run the Center and free certain members to teach, witness, 
and lecture , 

Develop and organize traveling show as soon as possible.

My beloved Family, 

Since Jon and I began living 
the Principle, we have been 
drawn again and again to the 
young people in witnessing 
God's Truth to them, So I 
would like to tell you of some 
of my feelings and some of our 
experiences with these young 
people. 

At the age of seventeen or 
eighteen, a young man or 
woman has just completed 
high school and is faced with 
the confrontation of college­
marriage-work, or service 
to one's country Willingly or 
unwillingly. Yet, how prepared 
is he for any of these choices, 
how prepared is he to understand 
life, to understand God? 

The other alternative that thousands 
of young people are taking today is 
to drop out of society, not to becop:le 
part of this corrupt and immoral 

world, to build a new society with LOVE and with PEACE, This you may be more 
familiar with as the hippie movement, which is spreading so rapidly across our land. 
This movement if nothing else is awakening many people to the fact that a change in 
the world must take place and that the wheels of this change must begin to move. But 
the hippies have no solution to the problems that exist other than love man -- that is 
the answer, WHAT IS LOVE? This answer they do not have. For theirs is selfish, 
it does not give but it is always taking. Yet among these hippies there are so many 
young people who .are really searching and ready for the Divine Principle. So many of 
them are just following the hippie movement because they have no other direction to 
go. I only wish we could open our doors wide enough to bring each and everyone of 
them who is ready into the King-doJll, for so many of their minds and hearts are being 
destroyed through misconcepts and the use of drugs, 

Most young people today want to change the situation of the world, of their homes, of 
their individual lives; they want to know that God is alive" In 1966 over one-half 
million teenagers ran away ~rom home in America, their family environment being 
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the greatest perceptage of the cause. These kids don't want to become like their 
parents; they want to know the answers to their questions; they want to find the 
love that does not exist in their homes . They are looking for purpose, direction, 
for meaning. They are looking for their True Parents, even though they are not 
aware of it. 

We must show them the Family of God, what it means to be part of this Family, 
For here is where they will find their purpose and be able to fulfill it. Here is 
where they will find their answers. Here is where they will feel and know the 
love of God, the love of their True Parents . Here is where they will commit 
xhemselves both physically and spiritually to make that change come about in their 
lives, in the world, and in the lives of their families . Here is where they will 
find that God is alive and longs to receive their love. 

They are looking for a Future! What better future to give them than the ESTAB.­
LISHMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF GOD! 

Jon and I have spoken and worked with many young people and have gone through 
many experiences in winning a heart for God, But over and over again we have 
foUnd that their family foundation, their family life , has influenced or affected their 
growth, making them strong or weak, determined or afraid, secure or insecure, 
loving or hating. The parents have so much influence in the lives of their children. 
If the parents win the love and respect of their child, their love will be returned and 
the family goals achieved. Yet today the separation between the parent and child 
is only increasing and in many cases you find the child is in the subject position even 
though in his heart he doesn't want to be. 

Actually, we work to destroy a bad family situa.tion and replace it with a ·strong, 
secure foundation of the LOVE and TRUTH of the Heavenly Father so they may learn 
what a family means and become a valued child of the Fainily of God. Many battles 
are fought in taking a child from the family of Satan and restoring him to the True 
Farp.ily, but these battles must be fought and won r Our foundation cannot be weak, 
for upon it we are going to move mountains . 

One boy who has just joined the Family here in Los Angeles only a: short time ago 
was released from a boys' 'Camp and returned to his family only to repeat the act 
for which he first got in trouble . His mother and stepfather are beautiful people 
and have tried hard to provide all that the boy would need. But they were unable to 
understand him and the struggle that was growing in his heart. They didn't know 
what to do. They asked Jon and me to help, so we spent some time with the boy and 
found that he was ripe and ready to be harvested for the Fathero So we took on the 
fight to win custody of the boy. We had to prove to the court that we could give him 
a direction in life, a purpose, that he could become an asset to his society. Over 
a period of time we finally won custody of him -- or should I sa.y, God won custody. 
Now he is becoming a useful and valued member of the Family of God. The deep 
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feelings of his heart are beginning to respond to the Father's. I know this is 
bringing joy to God, for He is seeing the growth of a strong warrior willing to 
fight for the Kingdom 

During,the few days that we spent around the City Hall, I met many young people 
who had come there because of diffe:rmt situations they had become involved in. 
So much bitterness in their hearts against society, against their families, won­
dering what the future had in store and if there would even be a future! It was 
revealed to us that the courts and probation departments were overflowing with 
cases concerning young people, and ·yet each day more and more cases were being 
placed in their hands. They are working to solve the problems of these young people 
through physical laws alone, when it is their hearts that need attention. No matter 
what direction we go in, we will find God's people in need. 

One of the girls who is a member here in Los Angeles also had family problems 
w hen we came in contact with her. After we began working with her, she began 
to tell us of her problems at home. Instead of lecturing the Principle to her, we 
first worked to show her why her family situation was so bad and what God wanted 
it to be.. We wanted to make her feel a part of our small family at that time, so 
that she would be drawn to spend more and more time with us and grow to love and 
need us . Shortly after this her father kicked her out of the house because of a dis­
agreement, thinking that she would soon return ready to accept all that he demanded. 
She came to Father's house and has been here ever since, becoming a beautiful 
member of the Unified Family, and even her relationship with her physical family has 
improved. 

We are not limiting ourselves to working only with young people, but in whatever 
direction God leads us. For we must fUlfill His WilL 

Truly, raising a child is not easy. But, as we feel more of the heart of God and 
learn of our Leader's hopes for us, even the impossible becomes possible. What 
deep feelings of the heart come in seeing a child respond to the call of God, and in 
hearing him say after a long battle, "God, I love you. I want to work for you. " 

As I read our Leader's departing message to his Family in America on June 30, 1965, 
his words brought tears to my eyes and determination to my heart: . 

I have been almost three months in America. I wanted to know if this 
country is a democratic nation, centered on Christianity. My attention 
was not on the present leaders, but on the youth of this country. I 
was seeking young men and women willing to pay the sacrifice for the 
greater future of this country. . I was looking for young men with .the 
zeal to go beyond the leaders. If there are such young people, then . 
the hope for this country is bright; otherwise, it is dark. 
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The current world situation is more and more forcing responsibility 
on America, but America can't stand alone. Only zeal for devotion 
and service in the young people of America, far greater than in the 
past -- on a wo rld scale, not national -- can make the future of 
America bright. A grave division exists between the free world and 
the Communist world. The war between them will not be decided by 
weapons, but by which side has greater devotion to truth and love . 
The world is in moral decay; youth have no moral standard., .. 

I sought to find out (1) whether this country has a positive ideology 
able to win the world; (2) whether the youth of this country have a 
vital awareness of the world situation; and (3) whether Christianity 
here is at a renewal poi nt or not. I did not find hope for these things. 

Father then expressed his disappointment in America and the youth of this country 
when he said: 

Therefore, I came to the conclusion that the future of America is 
not bright. Therefore, there will be much tribulation for the United 
States and for the world. 

The youth of Ameriqa lead lives driven by pleasure-seeking, with no 
thought for tomorrow. I doubt that I can rest responsibility on them. 

We must find or create for him the youth he needs, for they are here and will 
fulfill the goals our Master needs to achieve in this land of America. Their spirits 
will no longer lay dormant, but come bursting forth for their freedom. They want 
God! Our Leader needs an army that will fight, and he needs it now! 

Great Jpen laid the foundation of this country, many of them gave their lives; now 

we must lay an even greater foundation for the Kingdom of Heaven. Upon this 

foundation we will succeed. We, the Unified Family, will give our Leader thE;l 

warriors he needs, .. that he may place the sword of truth in their hands and they

Our Family here in Los 
Angeles is growing rapidly. 
With each new person who 
joins the Family, and with 
each new person who begins 
to study with us, .we find new 
stimulation, and the desire 
to work harder grows within 
us , The success that we have 
had in many things has brought 
joy to our Family, but we 
cannot be content with things 
that we have done, We are 
never happy unless we are working with new people and strving to accomplish 
greater goals ., 

The last week of August, we began a twenty-one day period of growth for Father. 
Each of us decided upon a goal that we wished to achieve by theendof the period 
ci growth, and a definite plan for personal development was set up for each of the 
three weeks. During the first week, we tried to realize the most serious faults 
within our characters, and during the second week, we worked on overcoming 
them. During the third week, we tried to realize the good qualities within us so 
that we can strengthen and build upon them, Many things were realized and much 
was accomplished through these three weeks. 

We decided to go to the Holy Ground on Mt. Whitney during the first week, Jon had 
just bought a bus to accommodate all of us, and we had three days to make the trip 
because of Labor Day, We felt that it was important to go because no one else in 
the Family has been to the Holy Ground at Mt. Whitney during this year, Our goal 
was to unite the Holy Ground here in Los Angeles with that of Mt. Whitney, thus 
establishing another condition for all of creation to be united and restored and 
returned to Father as one world. We also wished to make spiritual conditions to 
increase and strengthen our love for the Holy Grounds, for Korea, and for Father. 

Our Family has not had to pay much indemnity for the growth it has attained recently, 
but -- needJess to say -- we did pay indemnity during this trip. The biggest part 
of the indemnity was paid on that Saturday morning when we began our trip up to 
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Mt. Whitney. The first gearof the bus went out as we were going up, so we had to 
turn around to go back down, at which time we found that we had no brakes. Satan 
was taking advantage of an opportunity to destroy the whole Los Angeles Family in 
one accident. Realizing the significance of what was happening, we were all united 
in thought and prayer. We finally came to an incline, and Jon was able to stoP the 
bus on the side of the road.. We later learned that the bus would not be able to make 
it up the mountain, and we would have to find some other means of reaching the Holy 
Ground. 

Our emotions at that time ran very deep, and deepest of them all was our hatred 
for Satan. It is at times like these that Satan seems very foolish , for his efforts 

. to destroy us had only 'strengthened our determination to fight for Father and to 
reach the Holy Ground, even if we had to walk all bf the way to the tOR of the mountain. 
We camped that night at 'a lake near Mt. Whitney, and the next day, Sunday, seven 
of us (Jon, Ray, Levi, Gary, Lisa, Marge and I) set out for the Holy Ground with no 
difficulty. 

It was unbelievably beautiful there , and we received great inspiration '. from the high 
spiritual atmosphere. We had brought some soil from the Holy Ground at Los Angeles 
and sprinkled it over the Holy Ground at Mt. Whitney. We likewise took some of the 
soil from there to bring back to Los Angeles. 

While we were there, we sang and prayed and each of us talked about our feelings 
about Principle. One of the most important things that we realized there was that, 
although the atmosphere was very beautiful and we received great inspiration while 
there, the Spirit of God is with His people, and where the heart of the Father is, the:re 
must we also be . It is nice to be able to climb the highest mountain and to pray and 
meditate, but the inspiration we receive cannot last long, for we do not accomplish 
bur. goals and missions in this way. The way to grow closer to Father is to go out 
into the Satanic world and fight and struggle and subjugate Satan, until every single 
person has been restored to Father. Our mission here in Los Angeles is a very im­
portant one, and we have a long way to go in accomplishing it. We still have so much 
growth to achieve in order to accomplish even our lesser goals, so we must put forth 
all of our ener'gy,' day and night, to do Father 's work. 

We headed back for Los Angeles with great expectations for the future, and with our 
will to fight strengthened and renewed. As might be expected, we had not finished 
paying indemnity. We had more trouble with the bus when we reached the Mojave 
Desert, where we were delayed eight hours , and learned that we would not be able 
to drive the bus back to Los Angeles . Three members had to hitch a ride back to 
Los Angeles and get another car for us, since we had already exhausted all of our 
funds (and credit) on previous repairs for the bus. 
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During the three-week period of growth, I realized a great deal about give and 
take with positive and negative thoughts, people, spirits , situations, etc. I 
realized how I can overcome my faults and strengthen my assets through putting 
knowledge into action. 

On the last day of the period of growth, we held a seminar, which all of the memb~rs 
in Los Angeles attended. It is wonderful when all of us can gather together in this 
way, as it becomes so evident that each of us is so important to Father. Each of 
us reflects a different part of Him, and each has a different role to play in fulfilling 
our mission, here. Together we will accomplish and succeed. 

In the same way, each of the Centers throughout the world is important to Father, 
and through our united effort, we will restore the world. I give my love aJ;ld support 
to all of you.

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SECOND-YEAR TESTIM.ONY

On my right hand is a copy of a book with a blue cover -- Miss Kim's The Divine 
Principles. Written inside the book is my name and the date the book first came 
into my possession ~- October 15, 1965. By ordinary methods of counting that 
would be two years ago, but because my life has been so deeply involved in Prinoiple 
during this period, it is more like 2, 000 years. 

Actually my search for truth began about 1950 when I could no longer feel satisfied 
with the answers I was getting in the Mormon Church. I felt that the Mormons were 
too concerned with organization, meetings and money. My spirit was dying, and the 
restlessness I felt stemmed from the instinctive belief that if the mind of man C8rn 
formulate a question, sometime, somewhere, he should find the answer., 

In searching for answers I went through huge bodies of literature: Christian Science, 
Religious Science, Unity, the writings about Edgar Cayce, and finally the complete 
works of Emmett Fox. It was actually Fox who held me together until Principle found 
me two years ago. Iremember speCifically that at the time Iwas applying the Fox 
method of scientific prayer where for thirty days I prayed for three things I wanted 
brought into my life and three things I wanted to have removed. Two of the things I 
wanted brought into my life were spiritual illumination and a spiritual teacher and/or 
friend. When Bud Hicks started teaching me the Principle, I realized that my prayer 
had been answered fully and completely. 

B'ut the answer to a prflyer frequently is just a beginning. For me, at least, the 
discovery of the Principle was the beginning of wisdom; but wisdom is not easily 
acquired, and so I found the Principle was also the be­
ginning of sorrow, for who has ever known Father's 
heart before this time? And how true it is that God 
always works through man. What little depth I have 
gained in the Principle has come through people like 
Bud and Betty Hicks, Pauline Phillips, Miss Kim, 
Colonel Pak, and many, many others. 

This gift that has been given to us is truly a Pearl 
of Great Price, and with its possession come grave 
responsibilities. Many times I feel that I cannot go 
on -- but always there is a new day and the deter­
mination to begin again. 

And beginning again is exactly what I am doing now. 
After ten years in Oklahoma, I am starting life anew 
in California, sharing in the life and activity of the 
Los Angeles Center, 
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What a thrill it is to meet personally brothers and sisters and to feel immediately 

the strength of the bond that makes the Principle far stronger than physical family 

ties, 


Constantly I pray : "Father, · use me , Let me know what you want me to do , Let 
me share this Truth with those you have prepared, 11 Deep in my heart I know that 
my life was completely changed two years agoo I would not have it otherwise; and 
I know, too, that it matters not whether my mission is great or small. The important 
thing is to fulfill the mission entrusted to me -- to be the one God can depend on in this 
particular time, in this particular place , 

And so I bring my first two years in Principle to a close, fully realizing that the year 
. ahead will be difficult -- but i am ready for it. Let us as a Unified Family blend our

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THE NEW LIFE WORKSHOP

Dearest Family: With the Divine Principle as the foundation, the New Life 
Workshop has begun and is developing. Just as we tell to those who come to our 
introduction meeting, the workshop is based upon the Divine Principle which shows 
us how to develop all our talents, all our capabilities to the greatest extent. As 
a result we can realize greater 9reation and fulfillment. Each individual has a 
quality and talent that no other person has, and each one is precious to Father; 
each person has characteristics that are a part of God. And when they are united 
together with Him, we are no longer "parts , " but we are whole . So our individual 
concern in the workshop is to bring out our true talents, expand on them and, base<;:l 
upon Divine Principle, to use them constructively for the good of mankind. 

Our collectLve mission, and one we must always remember, is to bring people into 
the Principle and, sometimes, we do this indirectly through the workshop to attract 
people to us . Some of us have been brought in in th is manner" It is explained first 
of all to those who attend the introduction meeting tha t the workslnp is not just a 
"get-together" every Friday evening, but that there is a purpose for it -- a con­
structive one . And our Principle, as we tell them, is the basis for the workshop. 
Thus, it is necessary for them to go through the lecture on Principle in order to 
understand what we are trying to achieve through the workshop at the present time. 

When we have many people in Principle we can combine all our talents, not neces­
sarily musical, and then perform and speak publicly of the new love and truth that 
is now being revealed. How excited we are when we have many people at the work­
shop, and how we hope and pray that maybe one person, just one person is prepared 
for Father's new Truth! For even that one person is needed more than a hundred 
people who are not prepared. 

At the Los Angeles Center we are trying to find and bring twenty-one people into the 
movement, So in order to find those people who are searching and prepared for a 
higher understanding of love and truth, we have been doing much more witnessing 
than workshop activity. As well as attending lectures , churches , coffee shops, and 
campuses , -We have sometimes performed out in public, at parks or at an observatory 
nearby. It seems that the people are conditioned to remain indifferent to some things 
that are nnot with it" or "out of style" . One time we sang at the Griffith Planetarium 
in Griffith Park and many people passed us by. 

They want very much, however, to stop and listen but feel funny if they do . Then 
there are those who are brave enough to stop and ask questions . How our hearts 
jump to our throats as we hope that some person is ready to take part in God's new 
dispensation, just as those who found each of us had hoped! Now we know a little 
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bit more how God has felt through the many years of searching to share His hope 
and feel the joy of sharing His love with His children! How He has been laboring, 
always trying to show man the way; but man has never stopped to listen. He has 
been too involved pondering over philosophies, and theologies, and his own wants. 
No matter how many times man has denied Him, God has been still searching and 
will keep on searching for all His lost children until all have been found. 

We too feel determined to fight and to keep on fighting to find those people and bring 
them back to Father, Although Satan makes it more and more difficult now that we 
are expanding, we are even more determined to fight for Los Angeles, 

Jon has composed several songs expressing this determination to win out for Father 
and establish His Kingdom of Heaven on Earth , The rest of us have harmonized 
and arranged them on a few instruments , Jon also developed a play that is to be 
improvised, titled ItThe Box." Two persons preform: one is the man, and the other 
acts as his spirit. While his spirit pleads desperately for freedom, the man tries 
to ward him off because of fear, anxieties, pride, and other barriers he has built; 
he does not allow his spirit to be a part of him. In the end, however, when the man 
admits and realizes that he is searching for love and truth, those walls he has built 
(the box) disappear and his spirit and physical body are united into one. 

Sue plays guitar and has arranged some of the songs on guitar. Marge, Sue, and I 
have formed a trio and sing the songs in folk-song style while Ray and Gary (who 
are cousins) harmonize with us , Ray has arranged the songs for jazz and plays them 
beautifully on flute and saxophone. Gary, our youngest brother, plays the drum -­
rather loudly -- and has deep feeling for music. Linda (Gary's sister) is singing 
with us , although she also plays the oboe and piano. I've helped with the harmony 
and have just renewed my interest in the piano, this time for the good of others, not 
myself. 

As you can see, each of us has much to contribute. Our ultimate goal, however, in 
the workshop, is that of first bringing in those twenty-one persons at the end of the 
year here in Los Angeles; then we can expand on our talents, and benefit from one 
another as welL Secondly, to make a record would be a great step in the restoration 
of the city of Los Angeles since it is a city searching for new talents , Thirdly, our 
goal is Father's goal -- to restore Los Angeles by revealing to the people that a 
universal love and truth is actually spreading throughout the lands of all people, 
right before our 'very eyes! So if we must Itshout with joylt and Itrise and sing, " we 
will!
