Shine City Project Report (8/8/20)  
  

 
  
On August 8, 2020, several members of Shine City 
Project gathered for a special service project at 
Harrison House! During a time when segregation 
between blacks and white was the law, the Harrison 
House in the 1940s and 1950s was the place for 
famous African American entertainers in Las Vegas to 
stay after performing. At the time, black entertainers 
weren't allowed to stay in the hotels, nor walk through 
the front doors of casinos. Instead, after completing 
their shows, they had to make their way to the part of 
Las Vegas that is just north of Downtown, known as the 
Westside. The Westside was a neighborhood where 
African Americans lived, and it was where Harrison
