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For those going to Korea and staying at the Central Training Center below are a few tips you 
should know: 

1. Bring a mat to sleep on if you have problems sleeping on the floor. Remember it is 
normal in Korea to sleep on the floor. (It's not punishment ; >) 

2. Bring a sheet to use in the sleeping bag that will be provided for you 

3. Bring about $200 in won (Korean money) for food (exchange at the airport either before 
you leave the USA or at Incheon Airport. 

4. The training center is in a big town and only 3 blocks from several eating facilities 
including Dunkin Donuts, BK, KFC and the like. 

5. There are still flights around 1400 to $1500  try Orbitz or US Air.com  

6. You must register with the following information so you can get transportation to the 
Training Center and have a place to stay and be allowed into the Place and other events.
