— there is no fee for a recreational saltwater fishing license for migratory fish (striped bass and 
others). Do not select other licenses which require fees. 
 
The New Jersey Saltwater Recreational Registry Program 
 
No one will be allowed to fish aboard an Ocean Church vessel without these licenses. No 
exceptions!
