Stories of love and stories of hurt and hate. We all
have stories we carry within in us and it is through
stories that we reveal ourselves. How we tell our
story shapes who we are. It is how we see
ourselves and it is through stories that we find
ourselves. It is through stories that we can be
imprisoned and damaged. It is through stories that
we can be liberated and healed.

We will be focusing on the stories in the Book of
Genesis; stories that are the basis of our culture and
identity. These are stories about individuals and
families that have made a tremendous impression
on our lives, our families and our community.
Sometimes these stories have been told and
interpreted in a way that is damaging and harmful
to us and our relationships. We need to go and re-
read these stories to uncover deeper meanings so
that they can bring healing and resolution of our
hurts and fears, and reconciliation between parents
and children, husbands and wives, brothers and
sisters, friends and enemies.

We will also look at the life and teachings of Jesus and his way of bringing peace and reconciliation.
