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The greatness of the Divine Principle taught by the Unification Church is that it explains
creativity in concrete terms and serves us in our understanding of the process of creation. Next, it
provides a substantial explanation of how the Fall came about and then also presents a view of
history. It clearly explains how God, rather than abandoning human beings in their fallen state,
has been working diligently for their re-creation throughout the course of history. It logically and
plainly reveals that through this process of restoration we will arrive at the world He purposed to
achieve.
