Their daily
diet is bread, rice and coffee, and occasionally bananas.

We, of course, wanted to feed them something more substantial as well as those in the market, but the
expense would be too great.

Hence, we will begin with candy kisses, appealing first to their taste, then their hearts, and then their
sense of responsibility.
