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FFWPU Moldova: The Divine Principle is not just a theory, it can be applied in the real life; therefore,
on November 19, 2014, the young people that study Divine Principle, inspired by the teaching, carried out
a project together with children and teenagers from an orphanage in Chisinau, Republic of Moldova.

Their goal was to develop their parental love through giving love, attention and education to the
teenagers. The project started with a short presentation of our activities. Then for participants of 10-15
age group, they conducted a lesson on healthy lifestyle and negative effects of smoking.

Then followed the origami master-class, conducted by our Japanese missionaries. The teenagers enjoyed
it very much; they enjoyed the task and used the time for making gifts and souvenirs.

Another volunteer experienced in working with children, played games with the participants, and talked

with children; some of them shared their dreams: “to have a family”, “to become a doctor and help other
people.” This was the most emotional part of the program.

Finally, the participants had fruit and sweets, leaving a sweet memory of this experience, important for
everyone who was involved in this project.

Our young people were very much inspired and expressed their determination to do more projects
involving not only teenagers, but adults as well.
