Young Members Protesting Horrifying Persecution

On 13th January 2024, members of the Family Federation for World Peace and

Unification (formerly the Unification Church) held a rally and did street-preaching in front
of Shibuya Station in Tokyo’s Shibuya Ward to protest media coverage of their organization.
A woman in her 20s, a second-generation member affiliated with a Family Federation place
of worship in Tokyo and working as a nurse, shared her experiences of being hurt by critical
media reports. She recalled,
