His account was 
complemented with some additions 
from Dr. Juraj Lajda who spoke also 
about the World Scripture study 
meetings in Prague. Both delighted the 
audience with their lively reports.  
Finally, among the over 30 listeners 
and the speakers a lively discussion 
evolved.
