He is a 
prolific scholar, whose books and papers cover diverse topics ranging 
from religion and peace to character education to the theory of the spirit 
world. Wilson's efforts on behalf of inter-religious harmony led him to 
write World Scripture: A Comparative Anthology of Sacred Texts, which 
has become a standard work of interfaith scholarship and a resource for 
interfaith worship. Wilson has also been writing and teaching in the area 
of feminist theology, especially on relating to God as Heavenly Mother. 
 
 
 
 
Mr. Peter Gudaitis has over 25 years of experience in chaplaincy, disaster 
emergency management, faith-based philanthropy, program management, 
and social services administration. Since 2007 Mr. Gudaitis has served as 
the president of the National Disaster Interfaiths Network (NDIN), and as 
a consultant, recovery contractor, researcher and trainer.
