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The 2012 Wongu Peace Cup were held for three days from Thursday, March 22 to Saturday, Mar 24, 
2012 in Korea. Close to 600 athletes and staff from eight regions participated in the tournament: USA, 
North East Region, Europe, Asia, Korea, Japan, Sri Lanka and South America.

Although the USA and European representative tied with the best scores in golf, due to a handicap 
system, all the awards were given to players from Korea.  
 

 
 
“We really wanted to achieve at least one Gold medal,” said Naokimi Ushiroda, who accompanied Team 
USA as staff.  “We were very frustrated and nervous when we couldn't achieve that in any of the team 
sports. It was painful to see the US team suffer humiliating defeats against semi-professional teams from 
Europe in the final rounds, especially after having done so well against the other teams.” 
 
“When we thought all hope was lost, we started with the final sport: The Harmony & Unity game,” 
continued Ushiroda. The Harmony and Unity game is a game created by Rev. and Mrs. Sun Myung 
Moon, where participants hit a ball toward a bulls-eye target on the ground.  
 
“The rules requested two men and two women to participate from each team, and we decided to have two 
of our soon to be Blessed Couples participate representing the US. We ended up winning three rounds in 
a row, earning the Gold. I really felt that although we were unable to be number one in skill compared to 
semi-professional athletes, God was showing us that we were the best in terms of harmony and unity. It 



was great victory for us all.” 

According to Ushiroda, there are many areas that need improvement for Wongu Peace Cup to fulfill its 
founding vision. Overall, however, “It was great experience for us, and we were all very grateful for 
having this opportunity to represent the US, and share our Lovin' Life culture to the rest of the world!”
