Sweden. Young families from 
Denmark, Norway, and Sweden came 
together for a long weekend to connect 
as a community, strengthen family 
bonds, and enjoy God’s Creation 
together. The days were focused on 
activities for the children such as 
baking, crafts, outside games, and 
walks through the forest. The children 
ranged from 1.5 to 9 years old so the 
program was very loose and flexible to 
accommodate the wide age range.
