Imam Alamine also serves as a Sheriff Chaplain with the Marion County Sheriff's Office and, in 2019, 

became the first Muslim Police Chaplain with the Indianapolis Metropolitan Police Department, 

providing support to Officer and civilians during critical incidents such as homicides and suicides. A 

respected civic leader locally, nationally, and internationally, he is dedicated to fostering collaboration 

across government, business, nonprofit, and community sectors to drive meaningful social change.
