were not ashamed. (cen. 2:25) After the Fall they
felt ashamed of their nakedness & sewed fig

leaves into aprons to cover their lower parts. (en.

3:7) If they had committed a crime by eating
some actual fruit from a tree then they certainly
would have covered their hands or mouths
Instead. It is human nature to conceal one's
faults. Thus, the act of covering their lower parts
shows that these parts, and not their mouths,
was the source of their shame.
