It is a tradition in the church to have the newly married couples
do chis and it was such a beautiful sight.

During the service it was quite crowded so | held one Swazi child. | really felt as if I am becoming a
mother to children God has for so long wanted to embrace.

They don't have song books so they sing verses over and over so it was easy for me to sing along and chis
brought added joy to my day as | want to learn the true heart of my people through their language.
