Master teacher/ choreographer assumes helm of famed ballet academy

Petersburg, Russia), Academy Director of the Debbie Allen Dance Academy (Los Angeles), founding Artistic
Director of the Universal Ballet Company (Seoul, Korea) and teaching at Pennsylvania Regional Ballet (Har-
risburg, PA) and master classes throughout the US for ballet companies and schools. She was awarded the
Gold Medal for Artistic Achievement in Teaching and Choreography by the President of Korea in 1988.
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
