Old Business: 

A. Report on National Council Meeting 

o The selection for the District council will be made by the local council upon their change 

in positions.  

o Mr. Alain Tamelessio gave a report on the last National Council Meeting. The main 

points included True Mother’s concern for her distant children, the church’s decision to 

cut its financial dependency on Japanese donation {thus lessening the financial burden 

of Japan}, National Council organization of another grant, the availability of a start-up 

ministry fund {which is distinct from the National Council Grant}, the goal of the next 

Cheung Il Guk Blessing to have 500 new couples for the nation, and True Mother’s wish 

to hear from and connect to each member. 

o It was noted that church membership is defined by headquarters, yet the expectations 

of local members can be specified by the local church. Any amendment must be voted 

upon by 2/3 of the whole congregation {ages 18 and up}. 

B. Church Financial Report 

o Pastor Manoj is in the process of drawing up an itemized & detailed financial report to 

present to the Council which will then be presented to the general congregation. The 

report would allow for better budgeting, risk management, and financial transparency. 

Council discussed having a church audit to allow for better money management. 

C. Camp Sunrise 

o Rev. Sato & Pastor Manoj gave reports on Camp Sunrise’s Financial Situation to update 

the new council members. {See Pastor Manoj & Rev. Sato for details.} 

o An announcement will be made to the congregation followed by a town hall meeting to 

delve into more details and decide the NJ Church’s future support of Camp Sunrise.
