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Congo Brazzaville -- Youth and Students for Peace (YSP) continues to advance and make efforts in 
various points attracting the attention of all. In this perspective, its Congo Brazzaville chapter held its first 
edition of a "Responsibility Forum" on Friday April 02, 2021, on the theme: "Female Leadership: For an 
Egalitarian Future in the World of Covid-19."

Continuing the momentum was the second panelist, Mrs. Bernadette Fogue, who is an HR manager and 
formerly the president of the WHO Staff Association in the African region (2008–2019) and the president 
of the International Federation of Staff for the United Nations in the same period. She spoke on the 
subtopic "Leadership in women. What specificity" In relation to its presentation, we retain that in view of 
the development of our current society, it will undoubtedly be a new model of leadership that integrates 
intelligence and talent.
