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The Women’s Federation for World Peace Cameroon, abbreviated as WAPA, on March 31st, 2018, paid 
a heartfelt visit to the Compassion orphanage in a neighborhood of Doual, Cameroon’s economic capital. 
The orphaned children grouped themselves and sang heart touching songs of welcome which moved the 
WFWP group. 
 
The President of the Littoral regional chapter of WFWP made a brief speech and it was followed by the 
donation of a variety of gifts to the management of the orphanage, and pictures were taken to mark the 
end of the first phase.
