Hak Ja Han inspires America during her visit to Las Vegas

Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon of the Family Federation Urges American Clergy to Join in Peace Movements.

Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon of the Family Federation for World Peace leads her peace movements with so
much warmth that American clergy were able to feel the love of the late Rev. Sun Myung Moon
emanating from her as well. With Christmas just around the corner, Dr. Han met with American
Protestant leaders in Las Vegas to call the superpower nation of America to wake up. She appealed to
leaders to turn Las Vegas, also known as the “City of Pleasure,” into the “City of True Love,” an
endeavor which received the support of about 1,700 American clergymen. As a result, the foundation of
the Family Federation in the United States grows stronger, and Dr. Han strengthens her own position as a
world religious leader.

Dr. Han, who came to America at the beginning of the month, spoke at the Las Vegas South Point Hotel
on the 19th at the American Clergy Leadership Conference (ACLC) luncheon. She spoke at length on the
mission of American clergy. The ACLC was established in 2000 centering upon Protestant clergy, and
functions as an interreligious council that operates under the motto of “One Family Under God.” This
conference, which was held between the 17th and the 21st, was attended by many well known clergymen,
including ACLC Co-President and Archbishop George Stallings of the Imani Temple in Washington,
D.C., Rev. Michael Sykes of the United Missionary Baptist Church, Rev. Jesse Edwards, Founder and
Pastor of the United Pentecostals Church, Rev. Vivian Donaldson of the Church of God in Christ, Rev.
Donald Abernathy, Family Federation North American Continental Director Rev. Ki-Hoon Kim and
Former Congressman Dan Burton.

“The world is about to celebrate Christmas, but does the world know that Jesus had no choice but to go to
the cross?”” asked Dr. Han. “No one knew about Jesus when he was born, and he died because none of the
people close to him were able to carry out their responsibility of protecting him.”

“God sent Jesus to the earth in order to save fallen humanity,” she continued. “Within his promise to
‘come again,’ Jesus gave to all of you, who hope to be Jesus’ disciples, a responsibility to fulfill. You
must not ignore that responsibility.

“This nation of America was built upon the Puritan spirit, and even though it became the representative of
democracy for the world, it still was swept up in the waves of materialism, decadence and pleasure. You
have slowly lost sight of God’s providence. America and the American clergy must think of the seven
billion people on the earth, and work to write a new history of this nation of God, of Cheon Il Guk.”

“In the past, my husband did a great deal of work in order to wake up the American people. In his last
days especially, he invested so much into transforming Las Vegas into a city of purity and love. If Las
Vegas is able to be reborn through the education of the realization of true love, the countless people from
around the world who visit this city each year will be able to learn about true love and expand his work
throughout the world,” she continued. And with that, the audience responded with an enthusiastic round
of applause.

On the 19th, the attendees of the ACLC Conference all signed documents confirming their participation in
the movement of true love, presented them to Dr. Han and took a picture together.

The resolutions of the 1,700 attendees of the ACLC conference were gathered, and one was selected to be
read aloud. “Rev. Sun Myung Moon and Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon have gone beyond the barriers of religion,
nation and culture to tell the world that all of humanity was one family under God and the love of God
was expanded through the international marriage blessing. With the overflowing love they showered on
us, the two of them became like parents to so many clergymen, and they led us to stand up to save the
world. After Rev. Moon’s Seonghwa, Dr. Han united her heart with his and, without stopping to rest for
even one moment, has moved all of our hearts with her infinite love and embrace. My heart is swollen
with tears. We, as clergymen, proclaim that we will emulate her model and do our best to unite the
Korean Peninsula, the homeland of faith and establish Cheon Il Guk.” All of the attendees then signed a
large copy of the statement and presented it to Dr. Han amidst cheering and applause. It was a moment in
which the Family Federation buried its roots deep into the greatest nation in the world, and Dr. Han
moved one step higher as a spiritual leader.

The conference, which was held under the title of “The American Clergy Construction Delegation of
Cheon Il Guk,” was divided into six sessions, including the new future of the Christian Church, a ministry



strategy for modern times, the growth of the church and the healthy foundation for society. Participants
shared their ideas for effective ministries and deepened their understanding and curiosity of scripture.
Clergy were also able to rediscover the family values of Unification Principle and meditate over their
missions as clergy in this age. After the conference, the participants visited the “International Peace
Education Center” construction site on Bermuda Road in Las Vegas, as Dr. Han advised.

Dr. Hak Ja Han Moon, Head of the Family Federation, who is currently visiting the United States,
recently spent much time in Las Vegas, where she stopped by the construction site of the International
Peace Education Center to encourage the workers. The length of her visit reflected her careful labor and
investment toward the True Love movement to bring about peace in the global village. The International
Peace Education Center, located near the McCarran International Airport in the south side of Las Vegas,
covers an area of 24,000 square meters, and will stand three stories high. The architecture boasts the
western baroque style. A dome is also being constructed in the front of the building, lending it a grand,
magnificent appearance. The finished building will serve as a convention center, museum and education
center, and will hold 1,200 people. There are also plans to install a hotel, restaurant, café and other
facilities. The outer frame construction on the education center has been completed, and the inner design
is in the final stages.

When Family Federation founder Rev. Sun Myung Moon saw that over 21,000 conventions and events
drew a crowd of over 40 million foreign visitors to Las Vegas each year, he decided that he would
transform Las Vegas into a city of education. He envisioned that the citizens of the world would not focus
only on the casino games and pleasures of Las Vegas, but also learn about the values of true love of the
Family Federation and their vision of peace. The blueprints for the International Peace Education Center
were drawn up during Rev. Moon’s lifetime. This is the reason that Dr. Han has been so attentive to every
detail of the construction of the International Peace Education Center. At the ACLC Conference, she
appealed to clergy to transform Las Vegas into a city of true love. “If we are able to transform Las Vegas
into a city of love, the citizens of the world who visit this place will be able to fulfill God’s will in just a
few decades,” she said. “I hope that you, as clergy who are the pioneers of Cheon Il Guk, will be able to
stand at the forefront of this movement.” The International Peace Education Center is slated to complete
construction in the latter half of next year.
