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Recently I read some articles on the economic situation of Latin America. In the United States we see 

constant improvement over the years in the standard of living, etc. Not so in Latin America. The situation 

hasn't changed since the Spaniards came some 400 years ago. A minority live comfortably, but the lives 

of the vast majority of the people haven't substantially changed materially or culturally since the New 

World was discovered. 

 

From here, it's clear that in our times God has allowed certain countries to progress, most particularly the 

United States. But this has been at the expense of the other countries, to whom no blessing has been 

given. In a real sense, these peoples have been carrying the cross for Americans, until the day America 

would use its strength and well-being to serve them. Now as America falters in her mission and time 

passes with no relief, the cross has become almost too much to bear. Now, to relieve their suffering, it is 

only Communism which is appearing clothed as "savior and deliverer."
