Nathan served in the U.S. military in the 1970s and then left it to join the Unification movement in Las 
Vegas. He later worked with the fish business in California and also worked with the International 
Religious Foundation (IRF) in New York. 
 
In 1982 at Madison Square Garden, Nathan was blessed to Angela Rivera Terrell from Barbados as part 
of the 2075 Couples’ Blessing. They had been matched just the week before! As an international couple, 
Nathan and Angela have two wonderful sons: Onrai is 24, and Richmon is 21. They have been living in 
Minneapolis for the last ten years, and have been part of the Minneapolis community. Nathan passed 
unexpectedly of a lung blockage on Wednesday, June 21, 2017.
