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At the same time, a painting exhibition dedicated to Women is being held to celebrate Women's Day. 
 
The exhibition is a collective sample of several artists, from the GRUPDART association, entitled “Les 
Mans de les Arts”. The Hands of the Arts. 
 
Marcia de Abreu, the President of the AMPM of Spain, and WFWP Secretary General in Europe 
introduced the importance of women being able to actively contribute to the Construction of Peace. She 
read and commented on the Article on the Declaration of Human Rights. Promoted respect, service to 
others, and harmony in society that begins in the family. We need education, not only academic, but on 
common principles and shared values, that helps us understand    that we are interdependent and that 
motivates us to work for mutual prosperity.
