     We would like to ask if you might have one or two young 

couples that you feel deserve to be honored at this event. In 

addition we would like to invite you, as a member of the 

clergy, to be present at the ceremony and to join together with 

the representatives of Christianity who will be offering the 

interdenominational prayer of blessing upon the couples.
