“The 20th anniversary of a meeting - Rev. Sun Myung Moon and

President Kim Il Sung” Commemorative Academic Seminar

The commemorative academic seminar was held
for the 20th anniversary of a meeting — Rev. Sun
Myung Moon and former North Korean President Kim
I Sung on November 29th. The seminar covered in
depth the following topics: “Subjects of the unification
of South and North Korea” and “Signification of peace
talks”. The seminar emphasized reviving the
significance surrounding the meeting between Rev.
Sun Myung Moon and President Kim Il Sung in the
face of the recent strained diplomatic situation
between North and South Korea.

Professor Keun Sik Kim of Kyungnam University,
emphasized that the fact that the meeting between
Rev. Moon and President Kim was the result of non-
government organizational efforts.

Rev Sun Myung Moon's dancing children enchant
audiences with their graceful performance, reports
Mona Mehta.

Bong! Bong! Bong!" goes the gong and some
introductory speeches later, the cherubic, nine-year-
old Korean girl Moon Ji Soo appears on stage,
dressed in the traditional red and green ensemble
complete with headgear, three tassels hanging on
her forehead.

"INamaste!" she says, smiling. "I have come to thank you for helping Korea... I love you. Do
vou love me?" You cannot help but smile back. She's cute. And she's a Little Angel. She's here
to complete the circle of events that took place 60 years ago with 3 G's - grace, gratitude and
goodwill.

Soo is part of a 32-strong troupe of the Little Angels Children's Folk Ballet of Korea founded by
Rev Sun Myung Moon and his wife in 1962. They are in India on the fourth leg of a 22-nation
dance tour as little ambassadors of peace and goodwill, showeasing their culture and
expressing Korea's gratitude for those who helped them overcome the North Korean aggression
in the early '60s. India was one of six countries who sent them medieal help under the aegis of
the United Nations.

As the lights dim, 16 girls appear on stage to perform modern-day adaptations of the Flower
Crown dance - a graceful court dance once reserved for royal banquets. In the hour-long
performance that followed, the troupe presented a dozen Korean traditional numbers such as
the Spring Time, Doll, Mask and Farm dances.

Korean traditional dances have a rich culture of storytelling that includes vignettes of Korean
life. The Drum Danece, also part of their repertoire, is about the eternal struggle between the
world of the spirit and flesh. The dancers perform with six larger-than-life drums that
represent temptation. The story is about the inner conflict of a monk who strays from the path
of the Buddha. He eventually gives in to the desire of the riveting drum beats.

The Wedding Day Dance captures the absurdity of the ancient Korean practice of child
marriages, where young boys, barely 12 years old, were sometimes married off to brides twice
their age.

The show-stealer, however, is the colourful Buchaechum or Fan dance. Wearing the dangui, a
coat and skirt with long flowing sleeves, and headgear called jokduri which resembles a tiara of
sorts, a group of 12 dancers glide on stage gracefully, holding fans painted with pink peonies.

Celebrating nature - spring flowers, birds and butterflies, the wind and the waves - the dancers
swirl in unison, making several svmmetrical formations. At the climax, they formed a huge
fluttering and rotating flower!

Korea has a rich tradition of folk dances, many of which originated a thousand years ago with
roots in shamanie rituals. Buchaechum is one of them. According to dance historian Gary
Miller, the Korean Fan Dance evolved from a combination of rovalty and religion.

The court of the Cho-Sen dynasty inspired the intricate costuming, while the dance
movements - evoking natural phenomena, from the colour and fringes of peony-coloured fans
that the dancers use, to the many formations that recall blooming trees, flowers, and natural
waves - are closely related to the shamanic religious tradition of Korean spiritual beliefs.

Originating in the East Asian peninsula, this movement piece has today become one of the great
ambassadorial art forms for Koreans around the world, say experts.

And what better way to complete the karmic cycle and express your gratitude for all that life has
offered to us than a graceful dance of joy?
