Stealing the Bicentennial

“The rulers have set the time for

the party; let us bring the fireworks.’

This statement by the Weather Under
ground typifics the attitudes of several
organizations which tnied 10 use the
occasion of the 200th birthday of Amer
ica's independence to air their griev
ances, and, if possible, tostage theirown
modern leftist version of the American
‘revolution.”

However, this “attempt to steal the
Bicentennial " as the Senate Judiciary
Subcommittee on Internal Security lab
eled it, apparently failed. The People's
Bicentennial Commission, the Marxis
version of the government's official Bi
centennial commission, held a July 4
demonstration in Washington, D.C . that
drew only 5,000 people, although their
plans were to mobilize over 250,000
Similarly, a Philadelphia demonstration
sponsored by the ““July 4 Coalition™

which includes the Weather Under
ground and several leftist Puerto Rican,
Indian and black groups —attracted an
estimated 13,000 people, although orig
inal plans there called for 500,000,
Their impact on the nation’s official
Bicentennial observances was almosl
non-cxistent, according to observers

The hope of these groups was o
revive the militancy and anti-establish
ment sentiment among alicnated youth
that led to the mass demonstrations and
riots that made the New Left a house
hold word in the sixtics and carly
seventies. They also wanted 1o popu
larize Marxism by linking it to Amerl
ca's “‘revolutionary heritage.”" Their
];ufr:mj;:l for success could have been
great, but the fact that young peaple are
pencrally no longer placing their hopes
in demonstrations of revolutionary activ
ity, coupled with an increasing amount
of frustrations, hopelessness, and apa
thy, were probably major factors in their
lack of success

The original desire of the organizers
of the July 4 Coalition (14C") was Lot
500 000 radicals to counter the 500,000
'}}l”]l’)“f-_' AIHI'I 1Cans Wil‘l Were ff?’.]}t'! fl'll
to attend the official Bicentennial cele
bration in Philadelphia, which featured
ceremonies attended by President Ford,
Just before the march, organmzers se aled
down their expected turnout substan-
tially, and Governor Milton Shapp turned
down Philadelphia Mayor Frank Rizz0°s
request because the FBI discovered that,
at best, the JA4C could expect i cre wd ol
12.000. Mayo Rizz0 had expected vio
lence, but gbservers of the ac tual ilt‘lll‘
onstration said that “he coalitiondidn’t

have eénough unity to have any violence.™

The JAC rally was dominated by the
Puerto Rican Socialist Party, a Castro-
backed group which uses the cover 1ssue
of independence for Puerto Rico to dis-
guise its efforts to bring that 1sland
under Cuban-Soviet domination. The
J4C theme, “'A Bicentennial Without
Colonies,” is part of the PSP attempt to
undermine U.S. opposition to 4 Com
munist takeover of Puerto Rico,

Other groups in the J4C seek oppor
tunities to use violent revolutionary tac
ties to achieve their goals in this coun-
try. One of the member groups has lent
;mhilun] support to almost cvery revolu-
tionary guerrlla and terrorist movemnent
in the third world. These groups came
together on a very gencral platform
which called for “‘freedom for all
oppressed nations, full democracy and
cquality. and jobs and a decent standard
of living."" Puerto Ricans reportedly
made up one-third of the crowd that
joined the J4C rally,

The People’s Bicentenmal Commis-
sion, which claims to be a liberal pro-
gressive group seeking “‘economic
democracy’ as part of the continuing
spiritof 1776, 1s actually a clever group.
Its tactic 15 to make use of everything
that is traditionally American—even
the church—and link it to Marxist revo-
lutionary rhetorie, 31-year old Jeremy
Rifkin, “*founder' of the PCB, has said,
A penuine understanding of the revolu
tionary adeals 15 what links Thomas
Paine, Sam Adams, and Benjamin Rush
and the American people with Lenin,
Mao, Che (Guevara) and the struggle of
all oppressed peoples in the world ™

Only the most naive would believe
that there 1s a link between the spirit of
carly American leaders and Commu
nists, Yet it 1s naiveté that the PCB s
hinging 1ts success on, since they have
found that a number of people are willing
1o trust an organization that 15 progres
sive in s attitude while retaining the
trappings ol patriotism. They are
counting on the fact that most Ameri
cans will not bother to investigate cither
the organizational structure and affilia-
tion of the group or its fundamental
ideology

The PBC has also taken advantage of
the disunity and disorganization of the
official Bicentennial committees, offer
ing an education”” program which has
heen more elfective i its outreach than
that of the government's, Asa result of
s matlings 1o schools, churches, and
corporations, PBC has gotien support
from some most unlikely sources in
cluding one povernment agency that

was unawarc that the PBC was a Com-
munist front

The PBC sponsored two July 4 events
in Washington. The first was an ' inter-
religious service” " atthe Jefferson Mem-
orial and the second was a march on the
Capitol and a rally for *‘economic dem-
ocracy.”’ To advertise these events, the
PBC used posters showing an carly
American soldier holding arifle encircled
by the slogan **Celebrate 200 years of
the American Revolution. Declare your
independence from big business.”’

Although these leftist groups have
not scored impressive victories in their
attempts to revolutionize the Bicenten-
nial, they have generated concern among
a wide spectrum of political observers.
The Senate Judiciary Subcommittee on
Internal Security has already completed
an investigation of the PBC, claiming
that the group seeks to “‘exploit (the
Bicentennial) for the purpose of over-
throwing our free society.” The J4C
received a similar diagnosis from the
Freedom Leadership Foundation (FLF),
a private, non-partisan educational
group which has spent several years in
gathering data on left-wing groups in
this country. FLIF's study alluded to
problems, such as racism, that had to be
resolved in this country, but also pointed
1o “‘an even greater danger—that a
small, determined elite group could seize
power in the name of the people and
impose their totalitarian rule by force.™

As frustrations toward ‘‘the estab-
lishment™ increase and as the problems
of minorities and the poor continue (o
lay unresolved, it 1s certain that groups
such as the PBC will gain greater popu-
farity and acceptance. If this happens,
it is synonymous with the Russian or
Chinese Communist governments gain-
ing more influence—and eventual con-
trol-—over the nation, since these groups
are strongly controlled by those gov-
crnments

FLE in condemning the strategy and
fundamental goals of the J4C and the
PBC, did agree with an assertion by the
PBC that the American Revolution has
yel 1o be completed—but gave a dif-
ferent recommendation as to how “‘the
continuing American Revolution™
should be fought, **We must create one
nation under God,” the statement said.
“lIn this way alone we can overcome
racism, cthoic divisions, and religious
bigotry, and lay the foundations for each
person to understand his own responsi-
bility as a child of God endowed with
definite talents and creativity,”
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
